- of sweet clover there have been

quite a number of inquiries con-
¢erning it and the indications
are that a substantial acreage of
this erop will be put out on both

the irrigated and dry land farms
next year. An order is being
made up to cover the combined
orders of ithe various prospective
growers

Sweet clover has been encour-
aged as a hog pasture for the dry
farmers. They cannot grow al-
falfa and it is pretty sure that
they need some kind of hog pas-
ture. Small acreages rather than
large ones are recommended for
the reason that it is hard to start.
If a failure results (and the
chances for failure are greater
with the large acreage than the
smal one) the resulting backfire
wonld greatly injure the prestige
and reputation of the erop. This
would be very unfortunate for
sweet elover is an excellent erop
for hog pasture. Although it is
hard to start and requires the
proper eonditions and preparation
of seed bed, when it is started it
will grow under the most adverse
econditionss It will withstand
deouth and it will flourish well
on the alkali lands where the
water seeps close to the surface.
Owing to these qualities it will
make a good erop for either the
dry farmer or those with alkali
land. : i

Sweet Cover is a biennial but a
eontinuons. pasture can be main-
tained by sowing 5 pounds of seed
to the acre annually. Stock will
not like it at first but as soon as
they become accustomed to it
they will zat it well. As well as

furnishing a good pasture sweet i,

clover will build up the land by
the aection of symbiotic nitrogen
fixing bacteria. This property to-
gether with the value of the de-
eaying roots plowed under make
this erop a valuable one in erop
rotations for the dry farmer- All
semi-arid lands are deficient in
organie nitrogen and the addi-
tion of that element will not only
make for better crops but will
Jessen the trouble from soil blow-
ing. The proposition of sweet
clover is one worth considering
and a good number of the best
farmers over the couity are con-
gidering it. It is not claimed to be
# cure all for the farmers ills or
that #& can be grown without
paing and care and work but it is
a8 valuable addition to dry far-
mier’s erop rotation as the experi-
¢nee of men in dther locaities has
proven. There are now hundreds
of acres of sweet clover in Union
connty of this state and a few
years ago the man who talked
sweet clover in Union county was
Jaughed at.
