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Expo charges

The county’s new use fees for
the Expo Building drew fire Mon-
day from the presidents of two
Dimmitt service clubs that sponsor
the Boy Scouts and Cub Scouts.

Acie Boyd, Kiwanis president,
told the commissioners’ court at
their Monday meeting, "The Cubs
have to meet once a month for a
pack meeting; that’s 200 to 300
people. They don’t have $1,200
and the Kiwanis and Lions Clubs
don’t have $1,200."

(The new use fee for youth
groups and non-profit organizations
is $100 per use, plus a $200 depo-

sit.)
* "The Cubs’ next choice is the
schools," Boyd said. "But they're
not allowed in the gyms because of
the floors, and the cafeterias aren’t
large enough for 300 people.

"If this ($100 fee per use) is
allowed to stand, you’ve closed the
Expo Building to the Boy Scouts
and Cub Scouts," Boyd said.

Stump said the Expo Building "is
a tax - supported operation," and
urged, "Let’s wear the building out,
not let it sit there and rot."

Boyd asked the commissioners if
the $100 use fee for youth groups
applied to 4-H clubs.

"They’re a county deal," Precinct
3 Commissioner Jeff Robertson
said.

"Are they going to pay $100?"
Stump asked.

"They could," Robertson said.

"You mean, one tax-supported
group paying another tax-supported
group?" Stump asked.

"Yes," Robertson said.

"We feel that we have to apply it
evenly to everyone," County Judge
Polly Simpson said.

Boyd told the commissioners
that the use fee will probably mean
an end to the annual Pheasant Hun-
ters’ Breakfast on opening day of
the phedsant season.

"The Kiwanis Club activities in
the Expo Building are the Pheasant
Hunters’ Breakfast, the Halloween
Camival and a teen dance,” Boyd

said. "The Hunters’ Breakfast is
out, although it’s one of the best
things we do for the community.
We took in over $2,000 last year
but we cleared only $50.

"On the last teen dance we spon-
sored, we made only $286," Boyd
reported. "That’s why those spon-
soring the dances can’t afford the
building."

Boyd said he felt the county
shouldn’t try to make a profit on
the Expo Building. "You shouldn’t
even break even," he said.

"Do you think this isn’t a busi-
ness that has to pay its bills?"
Robertson asked.

"We're asking you to re-evaluate
the kids," Stump said.

"Just turn it over to the kids?"
Robertson asked.

"We're asking for a youth fee,"
Boyd said. "I have no argument
with the other fees."

Boyd said the Kiwanis Club
would be willing to put up a $200
deposit against any damage or uti-
lities used by the Cub Scouts, and
Stump told the commissioners,
"The service clubs would probably
put up deposits for all youth groups
meeting there."

Robertson and Precinct 4 Com-
missioner Vincent Guggemos indi-
cated that they weren’t in favor of
"bending the rules" for special
groups, and said the new use fees
on the Expo Building are compara-
ble with fees charged for other
buildings of its type in surrounding
counties.

However, Precinct 2 Commis-
sioner Dale Winders said, "When
we first drafted these rules, we said
we probably should make a com-
plete list of all the groups that use
the Expo Building and see if there
should be any exceptions. We
could still do that."

Precinct 1 Commissioner Curtis
Snitker commented, "I think we
ought to take another look at it."

Judge Simpson told Boyd and
Stump that the court "will work on
it and let you know."

Cities are lukewarm
to firetruck offers

The County Commissioners’
Court got only lukewarm response
from two mayors Monday to its
attempt to "get out of the firefight-
ing business," and made another
offer.

Two weeks ago the county of-
fered to give the cities of Dimmitt,
Hart and Nazareth the county -
owned fire trucks which their fire
departments are using, and to pay
the cities $400 for every fire call
outside their city limits.

The county, which is facing
budget problems and a proposed
27% property tax increase, is trying
to save money on worker's com-
pensation insurance for volunteer
firemen and give each city total
ownership and control of its fire
department, with the county paying
only "service call" fees.

County officials point out that
Castro is the only county in the area
that owns any fire trucks or shares
responsibility for local fire depart-
ments.

Dimmitt Mayor Wayne Collins
told the commissioners that the
Dimmitt Board of Aldermen "is not
too enthusiastic about the propo-
sal. ... The board, I think, would
be willing to work with you in
some fashion, but they didn’t show
much interest in changing the pre-
sent system."

Nazareth Mayor Ralph Brock-
man said he didn’t think his city
could afford to accept the two
county-owned fire trucks which the
Nazareth - VFD uses, because of
insurance and maintenance costs.

"We don’t have any provision
for it in our budget, and we adopted
our budget in June,”" Brockman
said. "If you had brought this up
before our budget time, we proba-
bly wouldn’t have cut our property

tax rate."

After a long discussion, the
county board followed a proposal
by Precinct 2 Commissioner Dale
Winders "to give each city so much
money (for its fire department
budget) and then put the fire de-
partment under the city’s control
and management so they (the fire
departments) won’t be coming to us
with requests for money during the
year."

The commissioners tailored new
individual offers to Dimmitt, Hart,
Nazareth and Sunnyside. The coun-
ty’s new proposals are:

—To allocate $25,000 to the
City of Dimmitt and pay the liabili-
ty insurance on the DVFD’s two
county-owned firs trucks.

—To allocate $3,000 to the City
of Nazareth, give the city its coun-
ty-owned 1953 GMC fire truck,
continue to own the 1978 fire truck,
and pay the liability insurance on
the newer truck.

—To allocate $4,000 to the City
of Hart and pay the liability insur-
ance on its county - owned fire
truck.

— To allocate $1, 500 to the
Sunnyside Volunteer Fire Dept. and
pay the liability insurance on its
truck, which is owned by the de-
partment.

County Auditor Shirley Brock-
man reported that the county has
paid out $31,836 during the past 11
months "for all fire department
purposes,” including repairs, work-
er's compensation insurance, liabi-
lity insurance, new equipment pur-
chases, etc.

The commissioners estimated the
dollar amount of their latest propo-
sals at $37,151 for the coming year.

Letter appeal
response ‘good’

Response has been good to a
Dimmitt Chamber of Commerce
appeal for individual letters to help
convince a large corn-milling in-
dustry to locate here, Executive
Director Delores Heller reported
Tuesday.

And if you’ve intended to write a
letter but haven’t yet, there’s still
time, she said.

"We’ve had 38 letters from indi-
viduals, plus 58 from eighth gra-
ders in Dimmitt Middle School,”
Heller reported. "A significant por-
tion of the letters are from Nazareth
people, and a few are from Hart."

The letter-writing project is part
of a campaign to help convince an
international corn masa meal mill-
ing firm to locate its new facility
here. Dimmitt is competing with
five other Panhandle cities, includ-
ing Hereford and Plainview, for the
new industry, which has other ma-
jor facilities in Monterrey, Mexico,
and Edinburg. The new facility
would employ 150 and would use
up to 250 million pounds of comn
per year.

The Chamber of Commerce ap-
pealed for the "community support”
letters in an advertisement in last
week’s News.

Readings recorded at 7 a.m.
daily for the preceding 24 hours.
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"These letters all have come just
from the appeal in the paper,"
Heller said. "I'm prodding some
others to write letters, t00."

Although Monday was the re-
quested tume to get letters in, "We
can sull take more letters,” Heller
said. "We're putting them in a
packet, along with pictures and
information on our corn production
and available housing, for the com-
pany to study and consider."

She emphasized that letters
should "focus on the advantages
Castro County can offer to this
company—the positive factors. We
need to tell them what we can do
for them, not what they can do for

I’s still a little early to tell, but most elevator managers in the county
fecl like this year’s corn harvest will be a little better than average for the

farmers—in the yield and price.

Com prices Wednesday momning were quoted at $5.08 per hundred-
weight. That’s almost $2 higher than last year’s price of $3.12 for this
time of the year. That’s good news for farmers, especially since the yields

are also predicted to be up this year.

While corn harvest isn’t expected to get in full swing for another week
or so, some loads have been trickling in throughout the county.

"The com really looks fabulous,"

said Fred Bruegel of Bruegel and

Sons Elevator in Dimmitt. "I’ve walked out and looked at a few fields and
it looks like we’ll have an excellent crop. Except for a little spot on the tip
of the ear where it didn’t fill out, I think the crop is a little better than

normal."”

"We won’t have a bin-buster year, but it’ll be a little better than
average, said Bill Clark, manager of Dimmitt Agri Industries. "We’ve had
a few loads trickle in, but not much. If the weather holds out, we’ll do

okay.

The only areas in the county where harvest was really underway
Weadnesday morning were at Flagg and Hart.

"We're really getting started here. We've been getting in a lot more
comn this week," said J.R. Brown, manager of Flagg Grain. "In Flagg, I
think we’ve got the best prospects for good yields as any year we’ve ever
had. We’ve got some really good yields so far, but we aren’t far enough
along yet to tell exactly what they’ll be. The fields that have been cut are
averaging about 10,000 to 11,000 pounds per acre. I feel sure that we'll
see some 12,000-pound yields this year m some areas."

"We're starting to get quite a bit in," said Jarrell Sewell, manager of
Farmers Grain in Hart. "The quality isn’t quite as good as what we
thought it was going to be, but it’s getting better with each load we get in.
The yields here are down a little from last year right now, but we expect
them to improve with the later corn. We’ve got one report of a field that

made 11,200 pounds per acre."

Eddie Matthews at Easter Grain said harvest in his area is still a week
or so away, and they’ve just had a few loads trickle in.
"It’s still a little early for us. We’re usually a week to ten days behind

Flagg on harvest," Matthews said.

Matthews did say that he feels like most of the corn will turn out pretty
good, and the yields should be up a little from last year.

Schools’ deficit
less than expected

The 1987-88 fiscal year for the
Dimmitt schools didn’t come out as
far in the red as budget projections
had predicted.

More revenue and fewer expen-
ditures than were planned left a
deficit of only $137,482, rather
than the $588,698-deficit that had
been expected.

Monday night the school board
made final amendments to the ex-
piring budget. Supt. Robert Ryan
said the remaining deficit was easi-
ly covered by reserve funds held
just for such situations.

Following a report from Special
Education Director Kay Gfeller,
board members .approved expan-
sion of the special education curri-
culum to include job training em-
phasis as much as possible.

Gfeller said questionnaires will
be sent out soon to local businesses
to gauge interest in a work-study
program for developmentally and
physically handicapped students.

Called the Summit Program, it
may involve students from ages 12
to 20 in learning basic job skills,
including appropriate job site beha-
viour, time management and proper
grooming. Gfeller said that about
five students are currently targeted
to participate in the program.

"We might start out a younger
student at a job site for only a half-
hour once a week under total super-
vision by a job coach," Gfeller said.
She added that even as students
remain at the job site for longer
periods, the job coach would still
be available. However, one of the
goals of the program is for students
to eventually be able to work with-
out school supervision.

Sue Summers, who currently
works half-days as the Homebound

instructor, would be employed as
the job coach. Gfeller said that
discretionary federal funds may be
available to pay her other half-day
salary for the program.

Other than training and normal
job supervision, employers would
not be responsible for "looking
after" or even paying a salary to
participating students.

"We're not looking to replace
any workers," Gfeller said. "We
just want these students to leam job
skills, and also to have the commu-
nity become aware of the skills that
are available among our handi-
capped students, so that eventually
they can become productive, em-
ployed citizens."

Gfeller noted that the program
reflects a change in focus in state
guidelines for special education.
She said that the past few years had
focused strictly on academics, but
"the big word now is transitioning.
We’re to help these students make
the transition from school to work,
and in the home community as
much as possible."

Mayor Wayne Collins appeared
before the board and asked them
about their feelings on tax abate-
ment for the purpose of attracting
new industries. He noted that the
city has tentatively discussed offer-
ing a 100% abatement for a period
of five years to a com milling
operation that is considering locat-
ing in this area.

Board members agreed that at-
tracting new industry is vital to the
school’s interests as well, and most
said that they would "pretty well go
along with whatever the city does."

“The constitutional] amendment
and/or clarification providing
that federal reimbursement of
state highway dedicated funds are
themselves dedicated for the pur-
pose of acquiring rights-of-way
and constructing, maintaining, and
policing public roadways.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 2 proposes
a constitutional amendment to estab-
lish an economic stabilization fund
in the state treasury. The fund
would consist of one half of the un-
encumbered balance of general rev-
enues at the end of a biennium and
three fourths of the difference
between the net oil and gas produc-
tion taxes received in a fiscal year
and the net oil and gas production
taxes received in the 1987 fiscal
year. During any fiscal biennium,
the amount in the economic stabili-
zation fund could not exceed 10% of
the total deposited in general reve-
nue in the preceding biennium.

The state comptroller and the
state treasurer could decide to trans-

and appropriations. On approval of
two thirds of the members of each
house of the legislature, the legisla-
ture could appropriate monies from
the fund for any purpose.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:

“The constitutional amendment

establishing an economic stabili-

zation fund in the state treasury

to be used to offset unforeseen

shortfalls in revenue.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3
ON THE BALLOT

House Joint Resolution 5 pro-
poses a constitutional amendment
that establishes the Texas growth
fund. All investments of the Texas
growth fund must be directly re-
lated to furthering economic growth
and employment opportunities in
Texas. At least 50 percent of the
fund must be invested in equity
and/or debt security for the initial
construction, expansion, or moderni-
zation of business or industrial fa-
cilities in Texas. Not more than ten
percent of the fund may be invested
in venture capital investments. Of
the funds available for venture cap-
ital investments, not more than 25
percent may be invested unilateral-
ly, and the remaining investments
must be matched at least equally by
funds from other sources. The Texas

University of Texas System and the
State Board of Education, in man-
aging the permanent university fund
and the permanent school fund, to
acquire, exchange, sell, supervise,
manage, or retain any kind of in-
vestment, including investments in
the Texas growth fund, The fund
will be phased out after the tenth
anniversary of its creation, but the
Legislature may create a second
growth fund by a two thirds vote of
each house.
The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
to provide for the investment of
the permanent university fund,
the permanent school fund, and
public employee retirement sys-
tems in the Texas growth fund
created by the amendment, which
will directly create, retain, and
expand job opportunity and eco-
nomic growth in Texas.”

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Cats overpower Slaton, 34-14

For the Dimmitt bunch, the first
home football game couldn’t have
been better.

It was a perfect football night—
calm, light jacket weather—and the
evening got off to a high-flying
start when a Booster Club plane
buzzed overhead just before the
kickoff, pulling the trailer sign,
LOYAL TO EFFORT—BOBCATS!

Then, in a heads-up game before
a large home crowd, the Bobcats
went over, around and through the
visiting Slaton Tigers for a con-
vincing 34-14 victory.

It was Dimmitt’s defense and
special teams that kept the Bobcats
ahead until the offense took over in
the second half.

After a scoreless first quarter,
defensive lineman Robert Anes bat-
ted quarterback Michael Cone’s
pass and sent the ball quacking in a
high arc at midfield, where safety
Chad Davis was hanging out. After
gathering in the ball at the Dimmitt
44, Davis picked up a wall of
blockers along the left side and
patiently followed them 56 yards to
the end zone. Anes kicked the extra
point to give Dimmitt a 7-0 lead
with 8:29 left in the second quarter.

"You nearly always have a flag
in a downfield situation like that,"
Coach Army Salinas said, "but our
kids did a super job of keeping
their heads, not clipping or block-
ing below the waist, while giving
Chad good interference on his run-
back."

After stopping Slaton cold and
forcing a punt, the Bobcats gave
their visitors a gift with a first-

down fumble at the Dimmitt 21.
The Dimmitt defense contained the
visitors until fourth down, when
Cone lofted a beautiful pass to
Billy Wilbom on a left flag pattern
for a 26-yard touchdown. Marcus
Kirkwood kicked the extra point
and it was 7-7 with 4:37 left in the
first half.

The score stayed tied for 13
seconds. That’s how long it took
Emilio Arce to gather in the kickoff
at the Dimmitt 14, race up the
middle behind a beautiful wall of
blockers, sidestep Slaton’s last
man, Steve Nava, and sprint 86
electrifying yards for Dimmitt’s
second touchdown. Although a bad
snap spoiled the extra-point at-
tempt, the Bobcats suddenly were
back in front, 13-7.

"Our goal on that kickoff play is
to try to see that no one touches the
return man for the first 35 yards,"
Coach Salinas said. "It was a great
run, a great play, a heads-up play
by the kids."

The Bobcats had two touch-
downs on the board although they
had gained only 50 yards and
earned three first downs from
scrimmage.

"One of the things we talked
about at halftime was that we had
not eamned a touchdown offensive-
ly," Coach Salinas said. "We had
one by the defense and one by our
kickoff specialty team, but had not
sustained a scoring drive."

The Bobcats got another quickie
midway in the third after the purple
defense forced Slaton into a fourth-
and-17 at the Slaton 21. On the

punt play, the snap from center
squibbled low and the Bobcats
tackled the punter at the 15.

After two plays gained seven
yards, quarterback Clay Lytle led
halfback Kevin Petty perfectly at
the goal line with an eight-yard
pass for Dimmitt’s third TD. Mat
Bradley crashed over the left side
for a two-point conversion to give
the Bobcats a 21-7 lead with 6:35
remaining in the third.

It was Petty’s second touchdown
catch in two games.

The Tigers, who had come into
the game as four-point favorites,
refused to believe and fought back
gamely. After intercepting a Lytle
pass, they put together a quick
drive sparked by workhorse Gaylon
Davis, who scored from two yards
out with 32 seconds left in the third
to cut Dimmitt’s lead to 21-14, and
it was still anybody’s game.

But then the Bobcat offense fi-
nally took over. Dimmitt gained
more than half of its total yardage
on a pair of long touchdown drives
that made the Tigers believe.

Kelly Howell broke loose on a
nifty-shifty 33-yard touchdown run
up the middle to make it 27-14 with
the fourth quarter just 2-1/2 min-
utes old. Howell’s run capped a
seven - play, 66 - yard drive. The
extra-point kick was off.

Later, the Bobcats put together
an eight-play, 62-yard drive that
went over the top when Jason Grif-
fith caught a 28-yard pass from
Lytle while falling backwards into
the end zone with 3:53 remaining.
Anes kicked the extra point to

Horns shut out Swifts

Hart welcomed the Nazareth
Swifts to Longhom Stadium with a
vengeance Friday night, as the big-
ger and more experienced Long-
homns upended their county rivals,
29-0.

Last year, the Swifts shut out the
Longhoms 43-0 and Hart, who was
out for revenge, returned the favor
this year.

"They had quite a few players
from last year’s team who remem-
bered that 43-0 loss at the hands of
last year’s seniors,” said Les Goad,
Nazareth’s head coach. "Hart defi-
nitely had the size and the speed
advantage on us, and they just had
a lot of experienced players. We’re
just a young team trying to devel-
op.

Hart’s Junior Washington led the
Homs offensive attack with 71
yards rushing on 10 totes, scored
two touchdowns and kicked three
point - after - trys.

The first quarter was a defensive
battle.

Penalties plagued the Horns
throughout the game, and two
touchdowns were declared null -
and-void because of a yellow flag
out on the field. The Homs did
manage to strike paydirt once in the
first half for a 7-0 halftime lead,
then came alive in the second half
to seal their second win.

Early in the second stanza,
Hart’s quarterback, Rey Velasquez
pitched the ball to Washington a
little late and Washington’s ensuing
touchdown run of 48 yards was
called back because of an illegal
forward pass.

After the Swifts were unable to
move the ball on their next offen-
sive series and punted, Hart drove
45 yards for the first score in the
game. Washington got the call with
4:47 left in the half, and scampered
around the left end for the score.
He added the PAT to put the Horns
up 7-0.

Hart took over possession with
2:07 left in the half and its hurry-up
offense came close to adding an-
other TD to the scoreboard.

A 25-yard pass reception by
Steve Lee was called back because
of a penalty, but Hart’s offense
wasn’t daunted.

Lytle completed only two of sev-
en passes, but both were touch-
down tosses.

Dimmitt’s defensive front con-
tained the dangerous Davis and
kept the Tigers bottled up most of
the night, allowing the visitors only
89 yards on the ground.

"The kids played a super defen-
sive game—they played a great,
great game, with big plays by both
the line and the secondary,” Coach
Salinas said. "They played as a
unit. And the best thing about it is
that they want to get better."

What caused the Bobcat offense
to become the dominant factor in
the second half?

"We made some adjustments at
halftime that helped," Salinas said.

City Commission had ordered
Amarillo By-Products to adopt an
acceptable plan for treatment of its
industrial waste. The story noted
that Amarillo By - Products had
been a defendant in a case filed
under the Racketeer Influenced
Corrupt Organization (RICO) Act,
and that US District Judge Mary
Lou Robinson had announced set-
tlement terms of a $5 million pay-
ment to the co-plaintiffs in the civil
suit, Hereford Bi - Products and
Southwest Hide.

and sale of stolen hides and render-
ing materials taken out of interstate
commerce and shipped across state
lines; . . . the emulsification of wa-
ter and sludge into shipments of
grease through fraudulent and false
pretenses; (and) fraudulently giving
low render yield test results."”

Merrick said he did not seek
publicity about the civil suit, "but
the news media did not pick up on
the case and little publicity was
seen or heard by the public." He
said there seemed to be enough
confusion about the name identity
of the companies involved that he
felt he should make a public state-
ment.

Farmer urges approval
of conservation plan now

"Do it now!"

That's the advice of Frank Jones,
when he was asked about getting
Soil Conservation Service approval
of a conservation plan to comply
with the conservation requirements
of the 1985 Farm Act.

It’s not advise from SCS, from
the Agricultural Stabilization and
Conservation Service, or any other
government agency. It's advice
from a farmer — a farmer in
Dawson and Gaines counties where
his farms and every other farm
comes under the act’s provisions
for highly erodible soil. And he’s
taking his own advice.

The "fragile lands" section of the
law, on penalty of being denied all

farm program benefits, gives farm
operators until Dec. 31, 1989, to get
a conservation plan approved.

So, what’s the hurry? Why not
wait until next year to get a plan
approved?

That’s what Jones, a member of
the Board of Plains Cotton Grow-
ers, Inc. in Lubbock and immediate
past president of the producer steer-
ing committee of the National Cot-
ton Council might have done two
weeks ago. But since attending a
hearing Aug. 9 in Washington be-
fore the House Subcommittee on
Conservation, Credit and Rural De-
velopment, he says, "No way!"

Jones testified at the request of
the Cotton Council, urging the SCS

Good grain management
can lessen deterioration

Good management of grain crops
in Storage will minimize quality
deterioration after harvesting.

When grain is harvested at a
moisture content higher than that
reccommended for safe storage, me-
chanical drying is a must, said Seth
Ralston, Castro County’s Extension
Agent. The higher the grain tem-
perature and moisture content, the
quicker grain must be dried mecha-
nically to prevent mold.

For example, when grain is at 90
degrees F. and has a moisture con-
tent of 18%, moisture content must
be reduced to 15% within about six
to eight days, said Ralston. If the
temperature is reduced to 70 de-
grees F., the allowable time to
reduce moisture -is about 30 days,
assuming that grain is being aerated
during this period.

Moisture content for safe storage
varies with crops, Ralston said,
with these moisture percentages
recommended for safe storage:
corn, 13%; sorghum, 12 to 14%;
soybeans, 11 to 12%; and wheat 12
10 14%.

He said that an aeration system
for grain cooling and moisture mi-

gration control is needed if grain is
stored more than two to three
months, even if safe storage mois-
ture requirements are met.

Acration systems for cooling
grain and controlling moisture mi-
gration within grain should supply
about one - tenth cubic foot per
minute (cfm) of air flow per bushel.

Fans must be designed to pro-
vide this flow rate against pressures
developed in pushing air through
grain, said Ralston. Higher air flow
rates are required if the storage bin
is also used for drying.

Before storing grain, some sim-
ple precautionary measures should
be taken, Ralston said. Check
potential sources of water leaks into
bins and seal them with a good
non - drying caulking compound.
Also, make sure air vents are
protected from blowing rain. Where
rust spots exist on galvanized bin
surfaces, clean the surface with a

wire brush and apply a good quality
zinc or rust inhibiting paint.

Finally, plan for altematives in
your harvest and storage operation
in case emergency drying or insect
protection are needed, Ralston said.

to continue using field office tech-
nical guides to judge the acceptabi-
lity of conservation plans in lieu of
the initally proposed requirement
that plans reduce erosion down to
the soil loss tolerance, or "T" value
level.

Also, staunchly and ably defend-
ing the flexibility allowed by field
office guidelines, he says, was SCS
Chief Wilson Scaling.

But what worried Jones was the
parade of witnesses "on the other
side." They included producers
from other parts of the country,
some of Chief Scaling’s own state
SCS directors, and lobbyists for
well-organized, well-financed en-
vironmental groups.

"These people aren’t without
Washington influence," Jones no-
ted. "They complain that current
SCS policies don’t treat all farmers
equally, discourage entry of fragile
lands into the ten-year conservation
reserve program, and won’t achieve
the degree of erosion control in-
tended by Congress. They're all
intent on seeing a return to the T-
value standards that would put
many of us out of the farm program
and right out of business.

That’s why Jones, though not
given to telling anyone else how to
run his business, advises every oth-
er producer to lock-in an acceptable
conservation compliance plan as
soon as possible, "and certainly
before the November elections.”

Recalling that PCG, the Cotton
Council and other farm oganiza-
tions for years fought successfully
against conservation requirements
in farm laws, Jones emphasizes he
doesn’t like the idea any better than
anyone else.

"But the requirements are in the
1985 law and they aren’t going
away, so we're down to the lesser
of two evils—either adopt a plan
now that will comply under current
SCS rules, or take a dangerous
gamble on what the rules may be
next month or next year."
