Four local races draw spotlight 
Incumbent Castro County Sheriff CD Fitzgearld is being challenged by 

Santos Perez. 
In the race for Castro County Commissioner of Pct. 1, incumbent Newlon 

Rowland is being challenged by Harold Smith. 
Those who are unopposed in their bids are incumbent Castro County Pct. 

3 Commissioner Bay Baldridge and incumbent Castro County Constable 
James Dobbs. 

No local candidates filed in the Republican Primary. 
However, candidates are listed on ballots for both parties for area and 

state-wide offices, as well as for President and Vice President. The Republi- 

can ballots also carry a referendum on student-initiated prayer at school sport-
ing events. 

In addition, voters may select Party County Chairmen. 
Voters need to be aware that if they signed any candidate petitions, they 

must vote in the party primary of that candidate. 

Primary elections are set for Tuesday across the state for both the Republi-
can and Democratic parties. Early voting will end Friday. 

Four local races are contested in the Democratic Primary and have been 
credited with bringing in a "pretty good number" of early ballots so far—well 
over 100, according to County Clerk Joyce Thomas. 

The greatest number of candidates in a single race are the three running for 
Castro County/District Attorney. Incumbent Jerry Matthews is being chal-
lenged by Jack Edwards and James Horton. 

Incumbent Castro County Tax Assessor/Collector Billy Hackleman is 
being challenged by Marshall Young. 

If any runoff elections are required following the primaries, qualified 
persons may register to vote in the runoff by Monday. The runoff would be 
held April 11. Early voting for the runoff elections would be held April 3-7. 
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Naz dunks Valley View to win state crown 

Swiftettes rekindle victory flame 
It was pure excitement! 
Nazareth senior Cassie Birkenfeld 

pinpointed how every member of the 
Swiftettes' basketball team felt Sat-
urday morning as No. 3 Nazareth 
methodically pulled away from the 
No. 1-ranked Valley View Lady 
Eagles in second-half action of the 
Class A state championship game. 

The Swiftettes used a 19-9 third-
quarter run to gain the momentum in 
the game, then fed off of that excite-
ment through the fourth quarter to 
claim the school's 14th  state champi-
onship with a 72-56 victory over 
Valley View before a crowd of 9,125 
at the Frank Erwin Center in Austin. 

Gerber tied for top rebounding hon-
ors with eight apiece. Birkenfeld 
finished with eight assists and a steal 
and made four three-pointers. Gerber 
made three treys, and finished with 
three assists and three steals. 

"Ever since we were little it's 
always been a dream to go to Austin 
and play in the state tournament. The

get the rebound and put it back in.

Gerber was the team's leading 
scorer Saturday with 23 points while 
Birkenfeld chipped in 20 and 
Hoelting added 12.

DHS prom guidelines will 
include screening measures 

The Dimmitt School Board voted 
Monday night to approve proposed 
guidelines for admission to the 2000 
Prom. 

The official starting time for the 
event will be 8 p.m., with students 
being admitted from 7:30 to 8:30 
p.m. 

All entrants to the prom must 
enter through the one door desig-
nated by the decorating committee. 
Exiting the building will be through 
the same door. 

Each person entering the building 
will be administered a breathalyzer 
test, and if that test is positive, the 
person will be administered a second 
test using test strips held in the 
mouth to absorb saliva. If the second 
test is positive, the parents of the 
student will be called to come and 
pick up the student. If the parents 
cannot be contacted, the student will 
be taken home by an adult sponsor.

having a representative of the drug 
testing company at the Prom to con-
duct further testing in cases where 
the first two tests register positive. 
The provision was left open until 
consultation with the district's legal 
counsel. 

The board discussed having the 
breathalyzer tests taken by members 
of the Dimmitt Police Dept. DISD 
Supt. Les Miller expressed concern 
that if the police administer the tests 
it could become a police matter, 
rather than just a school disciplinary 
matter. Board member David 
Schaeffer said he felt the screenings 
should be administered by someone 
who is experienced at using such a 
device. Further details will be 
worked out after more information is 
obtained. 

The policy states that refusal to 
take the alcohol screening tests will 
be treated the same as a positive

For Nazareth's first-year coach Matt Garrett, winning the state 
championship Saturday was icing on the cake of a very special and memorable 
week. 

Between the Swiftettes' 63-43 state semifinal win over Moulton last 
Thursday, and their 72-56 victory over Valley View Saturday for the state 
title, Garrett's wife, Courtney, gave birth to the couple's first child, a 7 lb., 
11.6 oz. baby boy, on Friday night. 

The baby was due on Feb. 26, and doctors wouldn't allow Courtney to 
travel to Austin and the state tournament. 

Garrett didn't think he'd be able to be there to watch his child enter the 
world. 

He and Courtney had discussed what they'd do if she did go into labor 
while he was in Austin and had decided he would remain with the team. The 
couple's parents, Malcolm Jr. and Marilyn Garrett of Lubbock, and Jeff and 
Dorothy Grote of Mason, were staying with Courtney while Garrett was in 
Austin with his team. 

Last Thursday, Garrett found out doctors were planning to induce labor on 
Courtney Friday morning, which was the Swifettes' day off. 

Garrett kept the news of the impending delivery to himself, leading his team 
through a shoot-around practice at Concordia University Friday morning. 
Then the team went to the state capitol where they were treated to a tour of the 
facility by Texas House Speaker Pete Laney's staff. 

That's when Garrett told Nazareth Supt. N. Dean Johnson and Principal 
Deb Clinton that Courtney was in labor. 

A short time later, Johnson told Garrett that Laney had offered to fly Garrett 
back to Dimmitt on his private plane so he could be with his wife. 

It didn't take long for Garrett to agree. 
Garrett boarded Laney's plane, piloted by Mark Thompson, around noon 

on Friday. The plane landed at the Dimmitt Airport about 1:15 p.m., and 
Garrett headed straight for the labor and delivery ward at Plains Memorial 
Hospital. He was there with time to spare. 

"I'm very appreciative to Pete for what he did for me and my family," 
Garrett said. "I'm know he did it out of the kindness of his heart. I'm just glad 
there arc people out there who care about others." 

The little guy took his time in arriving, finally entering the world Friday at 
8:30 p.m. at Plains Memorial Hospital. 

The baby's name was a natural—Austin Matthew. 
"We had already decided on the name beforehand," Garrett said. 
Coach Garrett hopped back aboard Laney's plane around 10:30 p.m. Friday 

and headed back to Austin. He was wide awake and ready for the state finals 
Saturday morning. 

Courtney and the proud grandparents gathered around a radio in the hospital 
room and cheered the coach and team on to victory in Austin while a peaceful 
Austin rested in his crib, oblivious of the momentous events his parents were 
experiencing. 

On Saturday afternoon, Garrett was on a commercial flight back to the 
Panhandle to celebrate the victory with his wife and son. 

"I was looking forward to playing the game Saturday, but I was also ready 
to get back home and be with my family," Garrett said.

When he had the Swiftettes in the 
state tourney arid the Swifts in the 
regional tournament at the same time 
two years in a row, and had to fly 
back and forth to coach five games in 
three days at Austin and Levelland 
both years? 

When his teams won the state 
girls' championship and the regional 
boys' championship on the same 
Saturday in 1985, and did it again in 
'86? 

It just doesn't get more hectic than 
that. 

How much surface water and 
ground water is available to satisfy 
the current and future needs of resi-
dents in area towns and cities? 

The answer is contained in the 
water supply availability studies just 
distributed to officials in the 76 
towns and cities within the 21-county 
Llano Estacado Regional Water 
Planning Region. 

"Each report contains a general 
explanation of the geology and hy-
drology of the water rights area, an 
assessment of the town's water sup-
plies, saturated thickness maps of the 
Ogallala Formation, and maps of the 
town's water rights area," said Don 
McReynolds, technical division di-
rector of the High Plains Under-
ground Water Conservation Dist. No. 
1 in Lubbock. "These water assess-
ment studies have allowed us to de-
termine the water needs of small 
towns and cities within the Llano 
Estacado Regional Water Planning 
Region through 2050." 

High Plains Water District staff 
members visited the city manager 
and/or water superintendent in each 
town within the planning group area 
to learn about its water rights and the 
location of its municipal water wells. 
The information was brought back to 
the water district office in Lubbock, 
where maps of the water rights areas 
were plotted onto saturated thickness 
maps of the Ogallala Formation. 

The maps were then planimetered 
to determine the current volume of 
water in storage in the city's water 
rights area. The resulting value was 
compared to Texas Water Develop-
ment Board (TWDB) projections of 
future water use to determine the 
adequacy of the town's water supply 
in meeting future demands through 
the planning horizon of 2050. 

As part of the provisions of Sen-
ate Bill 1, passed during the 75th 
Texas Legislative Session, the 
TWDB divided the state into 16 re-
gional water planning groups. Each 
region is responsible for developing 
its own long-term water plan. Since 
February 1998, the groups have been

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Merritt and Robb will Chamber seeking ideas 

for rollicking new event compete in state meet 
Trinity Robb and Jase Merritt, 

sophomores at Nazareth High 
School, will go for the gold in the 
2000 University Interscholastic 
League (UIL) state cross-examina-
tion meet this week in Austin. 

Robb and Merritt teamed to win 
the district title in January and that 
finish qualified them for the state 
meet, which will be held Saturday 
through March 18 at the University 
of Texas in Austin. 

"UIL debate competition develops 
skills in our students that directly 
prepare them for real world situa-
tions by challenging their problem-
solving and critical thinking abili-
ties," said Jana Riggins, UIL debate 
director.

"It seems that the county was over-
run with 'them critters,' and some of 
our town fathers came up with the 
idea of a round up as a way to eradi-
cate them," Sava said. "The premise 
was to have all the local folks make 
a big circle out around the county 
that morning and to start driving the 
rabbits into a chicken wire pen that 
had been constructed in the vicinity 
of where AgriFarm Industries is 
today. 

"It didn't go well, according to Mr. 
Ramey. Apparently those organizing 
the event didn't realize that 
jackrabbits don't drive. Each one has 
its own territory and won't leave it," 
Sava said. The only rabbit in the pen 
at the end of the day was 'a dead one 
that little Curtis Tate hit in the head 
with a stick and threw in there.' The 
rest of the rabbits 'jumped over us 
and between our legs and around us. 

They just wouldn't drive," Sava 
recounted. 

"Now it seems to me that we have 
a ready-built event here that we sim-
ply need to develop," Sava said. 
"Give us a call at the Chamber if you 
have ideas about activities we might 
use to turn The Great Jack Rabbitt 
Roundup into Dimmitt's own version 
of Liberal's Pancake Race or Bea-
ver's Cow Chip Throwing Contest."

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Greenbugs are causing wheat damage in Texas Panhandle 
Mild weather across the Texas 

Panhandle since October has allowed 
the greenbug, an aphid that attacks 
wheat, to increase to economically 
damaging levels in some fields. 

Several factors can cause the high 
greenbug numbers, according to Dr. 
Carl Patrick, entomologist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
in Amarillo. 

"First, blame the warm weather," 
said Patrick. "Then there have been 
too few beneficial insects like lady 
beetles to devour the aphid. 

"Then, parasitic wraps that usually 

demonstration technician surveying 
farmers, crops and field conditions 
with the Extension Service Agri-
Partners program. "It costs $8 or 
more per acre for aerial application, 
and farmers are definitely doing the 
math." 

Dryland crops are rated very poor 
at this time. If the wheat hasn't been 
hurt or destroyed by drought, freezes 
or greenbugs by now, then whatever 
action a producer might take would 
be marginal at best, Patrick said. 

come. 
"Greenbug infestations typically 

are highest in late February and 
March, so the earliness of this 
outbreak is a concern," Patrick said. 

He noted that parasite numbers 
aren't keeping pace with the 
greenbugs largely because of tem-
peratures. 

"With a range of 45 to 50 degrees, 
aphid numbers might not be large but 
the greenbugs can still reproduce," 
he said. "Parasites and lady beetles 
cannot reproduce at these tempera-
tures." 

build up in sorghum and can virtu-
ally reduce greenbug numbers to 
zero, just weren't around this year," 
he said. "The pests moved onto 
wheat in much greater numbers as 
the maturing sorghum became a less 
attractive food source. 

"This year, the greenbugs weren't 
hampered by any beneficial insects 
or cold weather," he said. 

A third, more critical condi-
tion—the current drought—is far 
costlier. Patrick thinks most produc-
ers, particularly the dryland farmers 
with their stands all but gone, will 

simply cut their losses. 
Carson County farmer Stephen 

Warminski agreed. 
"Our producers are keeping a wait 

and see attitude and praying for 
moisutre," said Warminski. 

What would turn things around? 
The expert said a succession of cold 
temperatures, at least 20 degrees or 
colder for more than a week, would 
kill off the greenbugs. If the warm 
temperatures prevail, then Patrick 
said a heavy, hard rain would help by 
literally knocking the aphids off the 
plants. But the worst may be yet to 

Texas enduring third drought in four years 
"We're basically betting on the 

weather to change things," he added. 
"If conditions remain the same, then 
there just won't be much dryland 
wheat to harvest." 

Insecticide treatment might work 
for irrigated wheat, but only under 
certain conditions. Studies have 
shown that wheat, three to six inches 
high, can tolerate 300 aphids for each 
foot of row. Some fields had 
greenbug numbers that high since 
last October with other fields over 
500 per foot of row. 

Temperatures need to be at least 
65 to 70 degrees before insecticide is 
applied. Colder levels drastically 
reduce overall effectiveness. Control 
can be difficult because greenbugs 
historically become resistant to some 
insecticides. 

"The area spray pilots I've talked 
to haven't been flying," said 
Warminski, who also sidelines as a 

The Texas agricultural industry is 
in the midst of its third drought in 
four years and is entering a crisis 
situation as most farmers and ranch-
ers have not recovered from the 
droughts of 1996 and 1998. 

While most areas of the state suf-
fered through a severe drought last 
year, Castro County farmers and 
others in the Texas Panhandle area 
enjoyed one of the wettest years on 
record. However, a lack of signifi-
cant moisture over the past month or 
so has many worried about the up-
coming growing season. 

"Many areas of the state have not 
received significant rainfall since last 
summer," said Texas Agriculture 
Commissioner Susan Combs. "1999 
has ended as one of the driest years 
on record and weather forecasts call 

Crop insurance deadline is 
Tuesday for Texas farmers 

suffered significant losses. Because 
of drought conditions, Texas produc-
ers have planted 5.8 million acres, 
down 6% from last year. Ninety-one 
percent of the state's winter wheat 
crop is in fair to very poor condition. 

If dry conditions continue through 
the spring, crop producers face a 
serious situation. 

"The dry winter is taking many of 
our farmers into a spring planting 
season with no surface soil moisture 
and no sub-surface soil moisture," 
Combs said. "We are six weeks away 
from planting corn in South Texas, 
and soil moisture is needed. If it 
doesn't start raining, many areas of 
the state may not see any spring 
planting." 

per crop, per county, farmers may 
obtain a low level of protection. 
Limited resource farmers may not 
have to pay the $60 fee for CAT 
coverage if they fill out a waiver 
available from their crop insurance 
agent.

Livestock producers have been the 
hardest hit by the drought. Stock 
tanks are drying up in many counties 
and 71% of the state's ranges and 
pastures are in poor to very poor 
condition. 

"Some ranchers are hauling water 
or moving livestock to other pas-
tures," Combs said. "One rancher 
reported having to pay $7 a head per 
month to water his cattle." 

Current cattle prices are up from 
last year, but Texas ranchers may 
lose out if they have to liquidate 
herds because of lack of water, poor 
forage conditions and high hay 
prices. 

Winter wheat, which is a major 
winter forage crop for cattle, has

The Texas Dept. of Agriculture 
(TDA) is taking action to provide 
relief with drought information assis-
tance packages, one version for pro-
ducers and one for local officials 
who need to apply for emergency 
relief, Combs said. Rally for Rural America

TDA has sent the packets to 

county judges, county Extension 
agents and local Farm Service 
Agency and Texas Farm Bureau 
offices. Farmers and ranchers may 
receive a copy of the producer infor-
mation package by calling the 
agency's State Drought Coordinator 
Bill Breese at (512) 463-7517. 

In addition, Combs is notifying 
state and federal lawmakers about 
the growinf srisis. 

Currently, 75 Texas counties have 
been declared disasters due to 
drought and are eligible for disaster 
assistance. An addition 13 counties 
are in Washington waiting for ap-
proval. 

Combs also has requested USDA 
to grant a waiver for graving on the 
3.9 million acres of grasses and for-
ages enrolled in the Conservation 
Reserve Program in Texas. 

"Not only will this waiver give our 
livestock producers access to addi-
tional forage, but there are also 
much-needed water resources on this 
land," Combs said. 

USDA already has denied the 
waiver for 10 Texas counties. 

TDA's Hay and Grazing Hotline is 
receiving about two to three calls a 
day from ranchers needing hay, 
Combs said. The hotline has been 
updated to notify ranchers about 
available pastures for forage. 

The hotline is toll-free at 1-877-
429-1998 and also can be accessed 
throuh TDA's website at 
www.agr.state.tx.us. Drought re-
sources on the website are found 
under "Producer Information." 

TDA also has available disaster 
relief loans through the Texas Agri-
cultural Finance Authority's Linked 
Deposit Program, which the Legisla-
ture granted additional lending au-
thority to during last year's session. 

Combs said TDA will continue to 
work on providing information and 
assistance on disaster relief as die dry 
spell continues.

Farmers Union is working with 
other groups to organize participa-
tion in the Rally for Rural America, 
set for March 20-21 in Washington, 
D.C. 

The event will bring a cross-sec-
tion of rural America to the nation's 
capital to call for changes to federal 
farm policy, including the addition 9f 
an adequate farm safety net to pro-
vide protection in downturns, accord-
ing to a news release from the Texas 
Farmers Union (TFU). 

New forecasts showing no signs 
of a rebound in the nation's com-
modity prices are yet another indica-
tion of the need for a farm policy 
overhaul, according to Wes Sims, 
president of TFU. 

The most recent forecasts from 
the US Dept. of Agriculture predict 
that soybean prices this year will fall 
to their lowest point in nearly a quar-
ter of a century, while corn prices

producers, according to the TFU. 
Projections show that 2000 net farm 
operating income, excluding direct 
government payments, will have 
declined 51% since 1996, when the 
current farm program was enacted.

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Furrow dikes to capture rainfall 
maximize precipitation benefits 

resulting from two to three inches of 
additional water on cotton could 
increase production by 100 to 300 
pounds of lint per acre, and grain 
sorghum production could be in-
creased from 600 to 1,200 pounds 
per acre. Other crops grown in the 
area should have similar yield in-
creases when furrow dikes are used 
to retain similar amounts of addi-
tional water. 

Producers should also remember 
that furrow dikes are especially ef-
fective when used under a center 
pivot sprinkler system. The furrow 
dikes hold the irrigation water in 
place until it can soak into the root 
zone soil profile. 

"Furrow dikes should be an es-
sential part of a water use efficiency 
program on any farm. This is a low-
cost, high-return practice that can 
increase profitability for High Plains 
producers," said Orr.

No one knows when the next 
rainfall will occur on the Texas High 
Plains; but it makes good sense for 
area producers to install furrow dikes 
in their fields to maximize precipita- 
tion benefits when it does rain again. 

Furrow dikes are small mounds of 
soil mechanically installed in the 
furrow. Installation of these mounds 
of soil creates a small reservoir in 
front of each dam. 

In most instances, area soil infil-
tration rates are adequate to absorb 
small amounts of rainfall with little 
runoff. However, when rainfall oc-
curs in amounts exceeding soil infil-
tration rates, the furrow dikes hold 
the water in place until it can soak 
into the soil. 

"Water is the most limiting factor 
in crop production in this area," said 
Scott Orr, acting water use/con-
servation division director of the 
High Plains Underground Water 
Conservation Dist. No. 1 in Lubbock. 
"It must either be obtained from 
precipitation or by pumping ground 
water from the Ogallala Aquifer. 
Maximizing precipitation benefits 
reduces the amount of water pumped 
from the aquifer, reduces agricultural 
production costs associated with 
meeting crop water needs, and has 
the potential to significantly increase 
crop yields:' 

A three-year study at the Texas 
A&M University Research and Ex-
tension Center at Lubbock indicated 
an average annual runoff of 2.73 
inches from land with varying de-
grees of slope. 

Keeping rainfall on the field 
rather than allowing it to flow into 
roadside ditches and/or playa basins 
provides additional water for crop 
use. 

For every inch of water available 
above the basic water needs for plant 
development, cotton will yield 50 to 
100 pounds of lint per acre; grain 
sorghum will yield 300 to 400 
pounds of grain per acre; and wheat 
will yield two to three bushels per 
acre.

Swiftettes 63, Moulton 43

The Nazareth Swiftettes conjured 

up a little defensive magic against 
Moulton in the Class A state semifi-
nal last Thursday morning. 

The Swiftettes, making their 18'h  
appearance in the state tournament, 
pressured Moulton from one end of 
the court to the other the whole 
game. Nazareth forced 25 turnovers 
as its defense wore the Bobkittens 
down in the second half, and the 
result was a 63-43 Swiftette win 
before a crowd of about 5,000 at the 
Frank Erwin Center in Austin. 

The Swiftettes got their second 
wind during intermission, despite 
running the fjoor with a full-court 
press the whole game. The up-tempo 
pace seemed to take a toll on 
Moulton in the third quarter. 

"We've run all four quarters, all 
year long. We're used to pressing 
man-to-man and the girls are condi-
tioned to push the ball down the 
floor. They don't know any other 
way. We're not a walk it up team," 
said Nazareth Coach Matt Garrett, 
who was making his first trip to the 
Final Four. 

"It's a great feeling to make it this 
far, but we're not finished yet," said 
Nazareth's Shawna Gerber, who led 
the Swiftettes in the semifinal win 
with 22 points, eight rebounds and 
four steals. 

"We are so motivated," said Naza-
reth senior Cassie Birkenfeld. "We 
know every game is important, and 
just having the opportunity to go for 
a state title is great." 

A year ago, the Swiftettes were left 
on the sidelines when the playoffs 
came around, and Gerber said that 
motivated the team this year as it 
worked toward its goal of bringing 
home the school's 14'h  state champi-
onship. 

Moulton is no stranger to the state 
tournament either. The Bobkittens 

' have been to the state's Final Four'17 
times including this year, but they 
have come away empty-handed each 
time.

Despite both teams' experience at 
"The Drum," each was jittery in the 
tournament opener last Thursday 
morning. 

It was a sloppy game. 
Nazareth's defense may have 

forced 25 Moulton turnovers, but the 
Bobkittens' defense also was aggres-
sive, forcing 19 Swiftette miscues. 

"I thought we played a great game, 
barring the turnovers," said Garrett. 
"The girls have done a great job in 
getting to this point. 

Nazareth's sophomore point guard 
Stephanie Thiel had to bring the ball 
downcourt under intense pressure 
from Moulton's defense and she 
handled the challenge. 

"Moulton is the toughest team that 
I've had to bring the ball down 
against," said Thiel, who finished 
with 17 points, eight rebounds, one 
steal and one assist. "They're so 
small and quick." 

But despite their defensive success, 
the Bobkittens couldn't get into an 
offensive rhythm, missing shot after 
shot. Moulton only made 29.6% of 
its shots from the field during the 
game, compared with the Swiftettes' 
38.1% shooting range. 

"Our shots just weren't falling," 
said Moulton's Allison Pustka, who 
finished with 12 points and seven 
rebounds. "I thought we did a better 
job against their press in the second 
half, we just couldn't hit outside." 

"I think they're more aggressive 
on defense in North Texas than what 
we're used to," said Moulton's Nikki 
Weeaks, who was her team's leading 
scorer with 16 points, 10 of which 
came in the fourth quarter after Naz-
areth had constructed a big lead. 
Weeaks had 10 turnovers in the 
game. 

Moulton held a brief lead early in 
the game, but repeated turnovers 
allowed Nazareth to pull away as the

The Swiftettes controlled the game 
with a 28-14 halftime lead and virtts\-
ally put the game on ice in the third 
quarter by outscoring the Bobkittens, 
18-6, for a 46-20 lead. 

"Our defense has been the key to 
our victories all year," said 
Birkenfeld. "We knew we'd have to 
step it up and apply a lot of pressure 
on teams at state."

Wes Sims of Sweetwater, the 
President of the Texas Farmers Un-
ion, was re-elected National Farmers 
Union treasurer at the recent NFU 
98th annual convention, held in Salt 
Lake City, Utah. 

Leland Swenson was re-elected as 
the organization's president, Alan 
Bergman was elected vice president, 
and Jim Miller was re-elected secre-
tary. 

During the convention, organi-
zation members also adopted a legis-
lative platform for 2000, debated the 
future of farm policy, and heard from 
key officials. 

Delegates to the convention voted 
to withhold support for Permanent 
Normal Trade Relations for China 
until that country proves it can meet 
international standards in the areas of 
human rights and trade. 

"We discussed and debated long-
term solutions to the price crisis in 
our area and around the country," 
said Sims. "Every commodity and 
every region of the country is facing 
the same challenges. The convention 
was an opportunity for us to craft a 
comprehensive policy program for 
the coming year." 

Delegates passed a special order 
calling for a study on consolidation 
in the US food retailing, market and 
distribution system, a strengthening 
of antitrust laws, and incentives and 
programs to give producers access to 
additional markets. 

Another highlight of the meeting 
was the announcement that a produc-
ers' referendum will be conducted by 
the USDA Agricultural Marketing 
Service on the mandatory port 
checkoff. A date was not specified 
for the vote. 

After defeating Friona 53-50 in 
their first meeting in Dimmitt, the 
Bobcats lost to the Chieftains there in 
their second encounter, 55-57, forc-
ing the playoff for the district cham-
pionship. 

Coach Cleveland later said that the 
triple-overtime game against Friona 
at Levelland was essentially the state 
championship game, although both 
Kountze and Van Vleck were tough 
in the state tournament. 

And after the Bobcats brought 
home the big gold ball, Coach Cleve-
land commented that it was Dim-
mitt's "second five"—the ones who 
pushed the starters every day in 
practice—that made the difference 
during that championship season. 

He said the Bobcats' bench crew 
was better than most of the teams 
they played during the year. 

Members of the 1975 Bobcats will 
be escorted to the center of the 
"Super Drum" floor during halftime 
of the Class AAA championship 
game Saturday morning. UM offi-
cials will introduce them individually 
and tell where they live now and 
what they do. 

Also, Coach Cleveland will be 
eulogized, along with two members 
of the team who also are deceased 
—Danny Vaughan and Robert Cal-
houn. 

Watching the ceremony will be 
most of their parents and many of the 
fans who made the trip to Austin 
with them 25 years ago. 

That was a trip that had been unex-
pected by everyone at the beginning 
of that historic season—everyone, 
that is, except the players themselves, 
who had predicted their state 
championship the previous summer.

She saw 
about four minutes of action. 

Just after Davis was carried off the 
floor, her teammates gathered in a 
prayer circle on the floor. 

"It's sad for Jordan because she 
worked as hard as anybody else," 
said Valley View Coach Bobby 
Bates. 

"I thought the girls came together 
after that. I thought we handled the 
press well in the first half.
