Price Supports

Castro County farmers voted
overwhelming approval of price
supports for the 1959 wheat crop
according to |Charlie Hill, secre-
tary of the Castro County Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conserva-
tion committee.

Vote in the election was 117 for
and 17 against. Quotas become ef-
feetive on approval of two-thirds
of the eligible wheat growers vot-
ing in the national referendum.

‘With marketing quotas in effect
for the 1959 crop, a farmer com-
plies with his wheat allotment will
be eligible for a price-support loan
based on a national average of
$1.81, 75 percent of estimated par-
ity. A farmer who exceeds his
allotment will not be eligible for
price support. In addition those
with more than 15 acres of wheat
who exceed their allotments will
be subject to a marketing quota
Penalty on each bushel of excess
wheat.

Marketing quotas have been in
effect for the last five crops of
wheat, including the 1958 crop.

‘We have heard of some excellent
wheat yields so far this year, es-
pecially in the dryland area. Bruce
Fields, whose place is near Arney
stated that he averaged thirty
bushels per acre. All of his wheat
was dryland, Leo Witkowski, also
near Arney, is cutting near thirty
bushels per acre on some of his
wheat. We con’t have his final
average. We are glad to hear of
the fine yields being made in the
dryland area. Along with the high
yields made this year a lot of
straw was produced. The tempta-
tion will be to burn the straw off,
especially where it is heavy. Burn-
ing is the easy way but there are
a lot of good reasons for not
burning. Some farmers in this dis-
trict have stated that their yields
were reduced for at least six years
following the burning of wheat
stubble. Not only it the wheat
strawf destroyed, but some soil
organic matter is destroyed and
the soil left in poor condition. Bac-
teria that cause the rotting of stub-
ble are killed, and bacteria are
the life of the soil. The Nebraska
Experimental Station found that
for every ton of straw decomposed
by bacteria and other microorgan-
isms, a ton and one half of carbon
dioxide is produced. Carbon dioxide
mixed with water forms carbonic
acid which is very important in
releasing plant food nutrients for
the use of plants. In a sense, kill-
ing bacteria is killing soil, and
one years burning can do a lot of
damage.
