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Animal Health
Committee Is
Formed Here

The animal health situation in
Castro County and Texas is get-
ting major attention. The screw-
worm, a pest causing an estimat-
ed annual loss of one hundred mil-
lion dollars, is a primary target.
In a recent meeting initiated by
County Agent Charles Hottel and
attended by a group of livestock
producers and others concerned
with an’mal health decided to or-
ganize and support a state-wide ef-
fort.

Leo Witkowski was elected chair-
man and Ewing Mathis, secretary-
treasurer. Other members of the
county committee are Charles Fry,
Billy Graham, Bob Anthony and
Charles Burks.

The group will support the re-
cently formed Southwest Animal
Health Research Foundation in its

Kenneth Kendrick, a member of
President Kennedy’s National Agri-
culatural Advisory Commission,
will be in Dimmitt Tuesday night,
March 22nd at the High School
Auditorium to explain the proposed
1963 Feed Grain and Wheat Pro-
gram.

The meeting will begin at 7:30
p.m. and everyone in the county
and adjoining counties is invited to
attend.

Mr. C. W. Anthony, president of
the Castro County Grain Sorghum
Producers Association, and Mr.
Leon Witkowski, chairman of the
|Castro County Wheat Growers As-
| sociation, are in charge of arrange-
ments.

“Mr. Kendrick is capable and
qualified to explain this pending
[legislation and everyone interested
in feed grain and wheat should be

ipresent to get the true picture of

the program under which they may
be operating in future years,” Mr.
Witkowski said.

The present program expires and
a new program must be enacted
by Congress. The Department of
Agriculture cannot continue the
present program after it expires.
“The time is here for everyone to
consider the new legislation,” Mr.
Witkowski added. ‘“According to
some writers, decisions made in
the next ninety days can make or
break a lot of farmers and other
business men.”” He also said that
most of the mail congressmen re-
ceive on the farm program is, un-
favorable since people for the pro-
gram are more passive about it
and do not take the time to write.
Congressmen need a lot more re-
presentative mandate from the
people than these one-sided views,
Mr. Witkowski indicated, and one

drive to do something about the
animal health situation. Its purpos-
es are to receive and disburse
funds, and sponsor research and
educational programs on animal
health - including diseases, inseets
and parasites - to the end that
these hazards of livestock produc-
tion may eventually be controlled.
““Animal health,” Chairman Wit~
kowski said, “is not only a con-
cern of the producer but the econ-
omic loss also effects business and
consumers. We all have a lot at
stake in this program.”
The Foundation’s {irst major ef-
fort will be a program aimed at
controlling the screwworm. The
proposed program is pattered af-
ter the successful drive in Florida
and the Southeast. The U. S. De-
partment of Agriculture, livestock
producers, and the State of Florida
teamed up to just about remove
the pest from the scene.
The method used was based on
the release of sterile male screw-
worm flies over the State which
1esulted in the production of in-
fertile eggs and almost complete
elimination of the fly polulation.

land areas where the flies line over
winter but cooperative efforts could
overcome some of the problems,
the chairman said.

“Through county organizations
such as ours, every livestock pro-
ducer and other interested persons
will have an opportunity to sup-
port the Foundation and its pro
grams. Producers are being asked
to contribute on the basis of 50
cents per head for adult cows, hor-
ses, and steers and 10 cents per
head for sheep, and swine,” Wit-
kowski said.

Contributions may be made to
any member of the committee.

For the City of Dimmitt takes
care of the scores of services de-
manded by civilized urban dwel-
lers-and does it efficently, impar-
tially and without fanfare.

It’s really a tremendous organi-
zation, valued at well over a mil-
lion dollars. This little empire is
closely regulated by Mayor George
Bradford and City Commissioners
Joe Benson and Glenn Ratcliff.
They make the policy decisions and
then turn the work of administra-
tion over to city manager E. B.
Noble.

“When I first came here in 1953
we had little equipment,”’ city man-
ager Noble says, ‘“We were con-
tracting garbage pickups at $600

ployees. But we had some farsight-
ed city comimissions coming on a-
bout that time and through im-
pleting wise business practices our
services and value has been great-
ly increased without much cost to
the taxpayer.”

While other cities in the area tell
of money woes, curtailing of ser-
vices and other problems, the city
of Dimmitt basks in relatively good
financial health.

Noble explains most of the rea-
son for this: ‘“By investing in the
proper equipment we save $15 to
$20 thousand a year by laying and
maintaining our own sewer and
water lines; by investing a mo-
dern garbage pickup truck we save
$600 or $700 a month over the con-
tracting route; by having our own
mechanic we have less down time
for repairs and can directly ac-
count for saving much more than
his salary through reduced repair
cost; and through purchase of low-
cost used road repair equipment
we do this work on our own now
at a savings of another $15 to $20
thousand a year.”

Sometimes it takes a while for
added equipment to pay off, ‘“but
when it does you're well ahead,”
Noble says. ‘‘We're financially able
to get what we need and this lets
us affect other economies other
cities can’t.”

Dimmitt has defaulted on its not-
es only one time and that was back
in 1938. Since then payments have
been right on time.

Now city government has a bud-

get of about- $165,000. This comes

from $6,000 for street rental to
Southwestern Public Service, West
Texas Telephone Company and any-
one making use of street right-of-
way; $80,000 from taxes and $85,
000 from water receipts. The city,
incidentally, fails to ccllect only
a small portion of the taxes each
year, collecting on some ninety per
cent, Early this week the city had
$48,831 in the bank, a rather large
amount because taxes have just
been collected. $74,406.72 out of
$80,075.00 were collected. About
half of the taxes go to retire in-
debtedness, some $36,000 a year.
The rest goes into the general op-
erating fund. At the present rate
the new city hall will be paid off
in 1975 and all water and revenue
bonds will be paid off by 1986.

Fifteen people work for the city.
They are the city manager, book-
keeper-receptionist, one park man,
one street maintenance man, two
policemen, three water-sewer men,
one mechanic, one part-time man
at the dump ground, one city man-
ager, one clerk, three garbage col-
lectors, one part-time night dis-
patcher, and full time fireman.
Most of these employees shift over
and work in other divisions when
they are caught up in their own.

Colorful Life In Marine Corps

An  Associated Press feature
story, datelined Camp Lejeune, N.
C., appearéed in the Lubbcok A-
valanche-Journal last week con-
cerning the retirement of Marine
Captain John Bryan, Lippard, son
of Mrs. Edna Lippard of Dimmitt.
Mr. Lippard’s children are staying
with the grandmother here while
he gets situated in his new post
as an administraton at Bey’s Rahch

The story is ‘as follows:

Camp Lejeune, N. C. (AP)—In
his slightly less than 41 years,
John Bryan Lippard of West Texas
has been, besides a U.S. Marine:

A cub reporter.

A “mastér electrician” with
eight imaginary years of experi-
ence.

A crane operator with a pen-
chant for dropping things:

A lead miner.

A domi (bad) American.
Retired Wednesday.

Except for the reporter part,
Capt. Lippard carried out all these
functions as a prisoner of Japan
during Werld War II.

He retired Wednesday after lit-
tle more than 22 years in the Ma-
rines, and more than three of those
years as .a war prisoner. He'll
head for the Texas Panhandle
where he was born, settle down
with his wife to bring up their
five children, and work to help
underprivileged boys.

Lippard was born April 13, 1921,
at Sudan, Tex., a farming com-

him. They did, later in 1939.

In April, 1941, while on guard du-
ty aboard the naval ferry between
Cavite and Manila in the Philip-
pines, he rescued a sailor who fell
overboard into shark-infested wat-
ers. He was awarded the silver
life-saving medal by the Treasury
Department, but war broke out
and he didn't get the medal until
five years later.

His unit evacuated Cavite and
moved to Bataan. The Japanese
pressed them hard and most of
the Marines were transferred to
Corregidor. Lippard thus missed
the Bataan death march on which
many Americans died.

Corregidor fell too, and Cpl.
John Lippard spent five months in
prison on Luzon with other Ameri-
cans. There began his adventures
at outwitting the Japanese.

Their captors gave the prisoners
long forms to fillout with detailed
information on their lives.

“We filled them out completely,”
Lippard said, “but on the advice
of our senior officers put down
everything but the truth. I was 21
years old, but I stated I was a
master electrician with eight years
experience.”

The fib helped land Lippard, along
with 1,200 other prisorers, in a
machine tool and die factory to
Mukden, China. He declined to take
an electrician’s examination. They
gave him pliers and screw driver
anyway and told him to fix a metal
lathe.

“I had never seen a lathe,” re-
calls Lippard, “But I poked around
with my screw driver and made
a lot of sparks fly. Then I dis-
connected a couple of wires and
put them back together. All of a
sudden the lathe started running.”

From then on Lippard was a top
electrician, He also scld the Ja-
panese on his ability to operate a
crane, and used it to drop heavy
items from great heights. He and
his mates managed $3 million in
'sabotage, he estimates. About 150
of them were publicly labeled domi
(bad) Americans, a badge of hon-
or for the prisoners, by the Ja-
panese.

Finally he and others were sent
to the lead mines in Japan, where
the incorrigibles worked. They
stayed there until the war ended.

Lippard returned to the States
in October, 1945, about 50 pounds
lighter.

stealing from the Japs and bart-
ering. with them—often with the
same goods I had stolen.”

While recuperating at the naval
hospital in Norman, Oklahoma, he
renewed his attachment to' Bonnie
Jo WVannoy. They were married

Since then he has done public
information work in Dallas and
Corpus Christi, Chicago, San Diego
and Santa Ana, Calif., Philadelphia
and Camp Lejeune-- and back in
Japan, meanwhile working his way
up to captain.

The Lippards have five children.
Matt, 9, and Sam, 5, are here with
the parents. Nancy, 14, Jonette, 13,
and Mark, 11, have entered school
at Dimmitt, Texas, where the fam-
ily will live.

Lippard’s life of service will con-
tinue as a civilian. He will have
an administrative job with Cal Far-
ley’s Boys’ Ranch near Amarillo
and about 60 miles from Dimmitt.

Older Workets Eligible
For Social Security
Benefits Under New Law

A recent, change in the social
security law has made additional
older workers in the Panhandle
eligible for benefits, said Hal Gel-
don, District Manager of the Ama-
rillo Social Security Office. This
change, he said, reduces the
amount of time a person needs to
work to qualify for benefits.

To illustrate, Geldon pointed out
that men reaching 65 or women
reaching 62 in 1962 need only 2%
years of social security work.
Those who are older may need as
little as 1% years of work under
social security to qualify for pay-
ments.

This change in the law also af-
fects those who have been turned
down before because they didn't
have enough work to qualify at the
time they applied. These workers
should write to their social security
office right away, Geldon said. The
Amarillo Social Security Office is
located at 1006 Adams Street.

Each day
brings forth on the radio, the fele-
vision and the newspapers new sug-
gestions and observations about
Communism, what it means, what
it stands for, and how to defend
against it, personally I have always
been a member of the school of
thought that the best defense is a
good offense. When I was in high
school our football coach told me
one day that you could not win
a football game unless you could
get your hands on the ball. In other
words, you can’t make a touch-
down so long as the opposition has
the ball. I began to wonder recent-
ly if perhaps we were not giving
too much free advertising to Com-
munism and paying too little at-
tention to the priceless heritage
that we have. Hence, I set out in
a limited way to find out what
the average American knows about
his country. Feeling that the key
to Americanism is the Bill of Right
I chose it for the key question to
be asked. I made a point of asking
total strangers in different areas
of our economy this question:
“Where could I find the Bill of
Rights?’’ The right answer is sim-
ple. It is, “The Bill of Rights is
the first ten amendments to the
Constitution of the United States.”
Out of thirty times that I posed
this question, I got the right ans-
wer seven times. In all fairness, I
should say that I did not pose this
question to people that were known
to me to be so connected with the
government or with the legal pro-
fession that they would probably
know the answer. On the other
hand, the ones I put the question
to were total strangers.to me and
the test was conducted over a per-
iod of approximately 6 months in
different areas of the nation. The
answers ranged from the sublime
to the ridiculous. One was a com-
plete recitation of the Bill of Rights,
which came from a bewhiskered
fellow wearing tennis shoes. He not
only recited the ten amendments
word for word, but followed me
around for ten minutes undertak-
ing to give me additional informa-
tion for which I had not asked.
This experience caused me to sus-
pend the test for about two weeks.
The other extreme in answers could
be the one which I got from a
cab driver. He advised me that he

did not know that the Bill of Rights
wes lost. This opened a very in-
teresting conversation, because I
explained fo him that there was
quite a division of opinion in this
country on the subject. I found out
that he had no idea where to Jook
for the Bill of Rights, but he as-
sured me that he would look it
up and read it word for word.

In view of these experiences, and
for fear that some may not have
had the opportunity to have access
to a copy of the Constitution, I felt
that it would be nice if everyone
could have a copy of the Bill of
Rights to refer to on occasion.
Hence, I am including it in. this
newsletter and hope it will be tak-
en up by all as the best weapon
against Communism; the affirma-
tive approach against ideologies
that would destroy the dignity of
Man; the hallmark of freedom; and
the regognition of the individual}
dignity of a human being.

BILL OF RIGHTS
Article L.

Congress shall make no law re-
specting an establishment of reli-
gion, or prohibiting the free 2xer-
cise thereof; or abridging the free-
dom of speech, or of the press; or
the right of the people peaceably to
assemble, and to petition the Gov-
ernment for a redress of grievan-
ces.

ARTICLE IIL

No Soldier shall, in time of peace
be quartered in any house, without
the consent of the Owner, nor in
time of war, but in a manner to
be prescribed by law.

ARTICLE IV

The right of the people to be
secure in their persons, houses,
papers and effects, against unrea-
sonable searches and seizures, shall
not be violated, and no Warrants
shall issue, but upon probable cause
supported by Oath or affirmation,
and particularly describing the
place to be searched, and the per-
sons or things to be seized.
ARTICLE V

No person shall be held to ans-
wer for a capital, or otherwise in-
famous crime, unless on a present-
ment or indictment of a Grand
Jury, except in cases arising in the
land or naval forces, or in the Mil-
itia, when in actual service in time
fo War or public danger; nor shall
any person be subject for the same
offence to be twice put in jeopardy
of life or limb; nor shall be com-
pelled in any criminal case to be
a witness against himself, nor be
deprivd of life, liberty, or property,
without due process of law; nor
shall private property be taken for
public use, without just compensa-
tion.

ARTICLE VI

In all criminal prosecutions, the
accused shall enjoy the right to a
speedy:and public trial, by an im-

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Dear Fellow Texan:

The Cold War GI Bill, which I
introduced to provide for an edu-
cational bill of rights for post-Ko-
rean Conflict veterans is, by any

' measure, one of the most impor-

tant legislative matters pending be-
fore this 87th Congress.

Thirty-six of the members of the
United  States Senate have joined
me as CO-SpOnSOrs of this bill,
which is in itself an indication of
the national importance attached
to this act of justice for veterans.
The Cold War GI Bill would pro-
vide a readjustment program for

partial jury of the State and dis-
trict wherein the crime shall have
been committed, which district
shall have been previously ascer-
tained by law, and to be informed
of the nature and cause of the ac-
cusation; to be confronted with the
witnesses against him; to have
compulsory process for obtaining
witnesses in his favor, and to have
the Assistance of Counsel for his
defence.
ARTICLE VII

In Suits at common law, where
the value in controversy shall ex-
ceed twenty dollars, the right of
trial by jury shall be preserved,
and no fact tried by a jury shall
be otherwise re-examined in any
court of the United .States, than
according to the rules of the com-
mon law.
ARTICLE VIII

Excessive bail shall not be re-
quired, nor excessive fines impos-
ed no cruel and unusual punish-
ments inficted.
ARTICLE IX

The enumeration in the Consti-
tution, of certain rights, shall not
be construed to deny or disparage
others retained by the people.
ARTICLE X

"The powers not delegated to the
United States by the Constitution,
nor prohibited by it to the States,
are reserved to the States respec-
tively or to the people.

persons on active miitary duty. be-
tween January 31, 1955, the end
of the Korean GI Bill and July 1,
1963, the end of the draft.

In Texas alone, 250,000 post-Ko-
rean or Cold War veterans would
fit into this eight-year period em-
braced by the Cold War Bill. This
means that in a Texas town of 400
people, ten more young people
could go to school and enlarge
their earning capabilities. In &
city of 5,000 people in Texas, 125
veterans would be eligible for more
schooling, more opportunities in
life, more income for their home-
town. This is an educational shot
in the arm that Texas and the en-
tire nation needs badly.

Support is growing rapidly for
this bill. International tensions
have grown more severe with the
resumption of atmospheric nuclear
testing by Communist Russia,  for-
cing us also to resume atmospheric
{esting in order that we not lag
behind in this deadly dual being
waged by us with the Communist
opponents of our free way of life.
And the call-up of Texas own 49th
Division last fall illustrates the e-
conomic hardship that our young
men undergo now in protecting
this nation by military service.

A young man in the military ser-
vice during the so-called Cold War
is serving his country with a ra-
dioactive Communist cloud hang-
ing over his head--and, indeed, over
all of our heads.

I receive many letters for this
GI Bill from individuals and wide
awake organizations aware of these
veterans’ needs. Only recently I
received a letter from Mr. Edward
P. Fifielski, who wrote in his cap-
acity as National Commander of
the Amvets of the United States
of America. I'd like to quote a part
of the Commander’s letter because
he states this case for justice to
American veterans so well. First,
the Commander said that the Am-
vets had passed resolutions calling
for an educational and training pro-
gram for Cold War' Veterans in
their national conventions in both
1960 and 1961. Then he added:

‘““The benefits reaped by this
nation as a result of the educa-
tion and rehabilitation program
developed after the start of World
War II has been tremendous. Men
and women have been educated in
a thousand skills and sciences
which today serve the entire na-
tion. The injured in mind and body
have been rehabilitated in useful

fields and occupations. In all, past
experience has shown the value of

this type of program.”

One young reserve ; Air . Force
lieutenant wrote me from Durham,
North Carolina: “We are in a bat-
tle for the salvation of this nation
-a battle in which every ounce of
intelligence will count far above
manpower in' the final analysis.”

That young officer knew what he
was talking about.

Mr. Sandy K. Parson, local Phar-
macist who has been named chair-
man of the American Cancer So-
ciety’s 1962 Cancer Crusade in
Castro County has stated that 1962
had been designated as Cancer Pro-
gress Year by the American Cancer
Society and the National Cancer In-
stitute in recognition of the ‘‘re-
markable progress made in the
last twenty-five years against can-
cer in the laboratory, the hospital,
the doctor’s office and in the pub-
lic’s attitude.”

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Do you know your President?

John Fitzgerald Kennedy was
born on May 29, 1917 in Brookline,
Massachusetts. He was the secqnd
child and second son of the nine
children of Joseph Patrick and
Rose Fitzgerald Kennedy.

President Kennedy is a descen-
dent of Irish immigrants who ﬂgd
their homeland because of the dis-
asterous potato famine of 1840. -

John Kennedy, or “Jack” as his
family calls him, grew up in Brook-
line, and later in Riverdale and
Bronxvﬂle N7

Even though Joseph Kenned_y
was a millionaire, he gave his
children limited allowances. Ser-
ious discussion was the order of
the day in the Kennedy household,
and the children of ten talked po-
litics with their parents.

Jack Kennedy attended elemen-
tary school in Brookline and Ri-
verdale. At thirteen years of age,
his father sent him to the Canter-
bury School in New Milford, Con-
necticut.

In 1935, Kennedy enrolled at
Princeton University. However, he
was forced to enroll a few weeks
late because of an attack of jaun-
dice which again forced him to
drop out of school after the Christ-
mas vacation.

In 1936 he entered Harvard and
majored in government and inter-
national relations. During his sen-
jor year, he wrote an honors thesis
in which he tried to explain why
Great Britain had not prepared for
war with Nazi Germany. His The-
sis was published under the title
“Why England Slept,”” and became
a best seller in the United States
and Great Britain.

Kennedy graduated from Har-
vard in 1940 and entered Stanford
University graduate business school
instead. He dropped out six months
later, took a trip through South
America and then he came home
and enlisted as a seaman in the
U. S. Navy.

Kennedy was stationed in Wash-
ington D. C. for a few months.
After the attack on Pearl Harbor,
he applied for sea duty and was
assigned to a P. T. boat squadron
late in 1942. He spent six months
learning to operate the small craft
and was commissioned as an en-
sign.

His P. T. boat was assigned to
patrol duty off the Solomon Is-
lands in the South Pacific. One
night in August, 1943, a Japanese|
destroyer cut his boat in two and
killed two crew members. Kennedy
and the other eleven men clung
all night to the wreckage of the
boat. The next morning Kennedy
ordered his men to swim to a near-
by island, and disregarding an in-
jured back, he spent five hours
towing one of the disabled crew-
men to shore. He spent most of
the next four days in the water,
searching for help. On the fifth
day, he and another crew member
swam to Nauru Island. Here he
persuaded friendly natives to go
for help to a nearby island where
Americans were stationed. For his
heroism and leadership, Kennedy
won the Navy and Marine Corps
Medal in addition to the purple
heart.

In December 1943, the navy re-
turned Kennedy to the U. S. He
was suffering from malaria, his in-
jured back gave him great pain.
After recovering, Kennedy spent
the rest of his naval career as an
instructor, and in various military
hospitals.

Kennedy began his political ca-
reer in 1946 when he ran for the
U. S. House of Representatives
from the 11th Congressional Dis-
trict of Massachusetts .

Congressman Kennedy strongly
supported the Marshall Plan, and
other measures to fight the spread
of Communism. He won re-election
to the House in 1948 and 1950.

In 1952, Kennedy announced that
he would oppose Republican Sena-
tor Henry Cabot Lodge and defeat-
ed him.

In 1951 Kennedy met his future

Financial and organizational im-
provements characterized the
Baptists during the period from
1924 to 1928. In November 1924, B.
. Fronabarger became pastor,
and during his ministry plans were
made for the erection of a church
building. The Church’s firances im-~
proved with the adoption of the
“budget and envelopes system.”
During the tenure of W. R. Derr,
which began in May 1927, the first
Baptist Sunday School in Dimmitt
was organized, with M. R. Avery
as superintendent. After the Reve-
rend W. R. Derr resigned in 1928,
the congregation of ninety-four
members voted to become ‘‘full-
time.” Previously, preachers had
divided their time between two
or more churches. A salary of $1,
800.00 with a parsonage was stipu-
lated for the preacher, and in Nov-
ember, a budget of $3,000.00 was
acopted. N. M. Gilbert was called
as pastor, and the church formally
adopted the name ‘First Baptist
Church of Dimmitt.”

The new Baptist edifice was com-
pleted in February of 1930. The
building was located on lots one
and two in Block number 151, pur-
chased in 1928 from Joe H. Elliott
and his wife Addie Ellot of Cas-
tro County, Texas, ‘for $10.00. The
criginal structure was designed as
the educational unit to which an
auditorium was to be added later.
A temporary sanctuary was in-
cluded.

The $21,000.00 educational unit

Local Baptpist Church were 1924-28

ved as pastor for only one year
and was succeeded by J. W. Ware.
Ware was a native Texan, a ‘grad-
uate of the Southwestern Baptist
Theological Seminary in Forth
Worth, Texas, and held several de-
grees from colleges in New Mex-
ico. He had held former pastora-
les in New Mexico and Texas, be-
fore beginning work in Dimmitt in
March of 1936. He was given an
enthusiastic reception in Dimmitt
and promised to reciprocate with
service whenever and wherever pos
sible. Both he and his wife were
recognized as church and commun-
ity leaders in Dimmiit. Their lead-

Boothe, president of the Brother-
hood, E. L. Carpenter, clerk, and
K. E. Turner, Treasurer.
Because additional facilities were
urgently needed, plans were for-
mulated to erect a new auditorium
at once and then convert the pre-
sent sanctuary into class and de-
partmental rooms. Roy L. John-
son, author of The Baptists of
Tierra Blanca, reported that the
church baptized 155 people during
its first forty years, but had bap-
tized 155 twice that number in the

During the ministry of Aubrey
F. Russell, 1940-1942, the financial
condition of the community, and
also of the Baptist Church, began to

show marked improvement. In 1941
the District Missionary sent a re-
port to the First Baptist Church
in Dimmitt stating that the Dim-
mitt Church had led all other
churches in the Association in per
capita gifts for Missions for the
year. Only two other full-time
churches in the whole District e-
qualled the record. The church had
given more than a thousand dol-
lars for all Mission work and had
paid $1,800.00 on Church building
debts. The Budget for 1942, also
reflected the increasing financial
gains. The congregation adopted a
budget of $3,600.00, $2,900.00 for lo-
cal work, the remainder for Mis-
sions. In the summer of 1942, the
first Vacation Bible School was
conducted, with an enrollment of
175. A bountiful harvest of wheat

Dossey was regard-
ed as one of the most eloquent
preachers among the Baptist evan-
gelists at that time. Assisting' him
in the meeting was N. M. Gilbert,
local pastor.

The new temporary
auditorium was filled to capacity
at practically every service, and on

‘Sunday, people were turned away.

Over eleven hundred dollars was
raised during the course of the
meeting, and there were seventy-

five additions to the Baptist Church

Greatly encouraged, Gilbert em-

barked on a vigorous program of
church growth. Desiring to expand
Lis influence, he joined the Dim-

mitt Chamber of Commerce and
served as secretary. He soon gain-
ed a reputation as a spiritual lead-
er and a community builder. As
a result of his activities, the church

numbered 235 -active members

when he resigned in the fall of
1930 to enter Howard Payne Uni-
versity.

R. E. Bost, the new pastor, ser-
ved for the next four years, and
then became Missionary of District
Nine. During his pastorate, the
church adopted a resolution asking
all officers and teachers to refrain
from dancing and card-playing.

The Dimmitt Church called two
preachers in 1935 and 1936. Ver-
non Shaw arrived from Hamilton,
Texas, in January of 1935. He ser-
