IS KAISERSLAUTERN SECTION

Last of Rotary 
Lecture S e r i e s  
Thursday N i g h  i

The fourth and final lecture of 
the Institute of International Un­
derstanding sponsored by Cisco 
Rotary club will be delivered at 
high school auditorium Thursday 
evening at 8 o’clock by Major H. 
G. Scott. Major Scott is Canadi­
an World Wars I and II veteran, 
public official and war cor­
respondent. His subject will be. 
"The Role of the North American 
Continent.”

Those who have heard the three 
pievious lectures have lound them 
educational and stimulative of 
keener thinking on issues ot in­
ternational character which have 
become so important to the Amer­
ican future. "It is not that the 
audience may have agreed with 
the speakers on all points." club 
officials pointed out. “ On the 
contrary, it is more vital that 
these speakers have brought fust 
hand information and personal 
interpretations which have arous­
ed their listeners to a greater 
awareness of the world in which 
we live and to more effective 
thinking. The cultural influence 
of these lectures has more than re­
paid the club for its efforts to 
provide this institute.”

What will be the future of the 
American continents in the post­
war world is an issue of great 
concern to the people of the Unit­
ed States. Major Scott can speak 
with authority upon this ques­
tion. He was born in Scotland 
and came to Alberta, Canada, 
where he practiced law and for 
several years was magistrate i f 
the city of Calgary. During 
World War 1 he served with the 
British Intelligence corps in 
Gteece. Between World War 1 
and World War II he went to 
Europe every second year. In 
the present war he served as liai­
son officer between the Canadian 
and Allied armies, returning to 
Canada in 1943 for special service 
in connection with internees. In 
the summer of 1944 he served as 
special war correspondent, visit­
ing France after D-Day.

PARIS. March 20. - -  Lt. Gen. 
George S. Patton’s Third army 
completely Ranked both the Sieg­
fried line and the secondary Huns- 
brueck switch line in the Saar and 
Palatinate today and moved 
swiftly toward an imminent junc­
ture with the Seventh somewhere 
near the Rhine.

In seven blazing days, Patton’s 
offensive has inflicted at least 45,- 
OOd casualties on the original 80,- 
000 Germans in the Rhine-Mo- 
-elle-Saar pocket, Correspondent 
E. D. Ball said in a dispatch from 
the front.

Prisoners alone totaled up to 
20.000 and the Seventh army had 
taken at least 4.000 additional.

Patton’s troops crashed to with­
in four miles of the major Palat­
inate road center of Kaiserslautern 
and captured Alzey. 23 miles from 

I the chemical centers of Mannheim 
and Ludw igshafen on the Rhine. 
The Third army was less than 20 

! miles from the Seventh army in 
the Kaiserslautern area. Ball 

1 messaged:
“ With the Siegfried line flanked, 

the Third and Seventh army 
should meet shortly somewhere 
near the Rhine."

Patton’s army captured 8,355 
prisoners yesterday alone and 45 
or more towns. , |

The Seventh army attacking the 
Saar and Palatinate from the south 
breached or threatened the main 
Siegfried line in a 12-mile stretch 
between Saarbruecken and Zwei- 
bruecken. The Seventh was it­
self bidding for a clean break­
through to snap a trap shut on 
Germans remtiining in the heart 
of the Saailand, AP Correspond­
ent Lewis Hawkins reported.

A dimout was imposed at noon 
on movements of the Seventh ar­
my's tank forces moving down 
the Rhine valley opposite Karls­
ruhe.

The Third army flanked the 
, two German fortification belts by 
capturing Alez, a Hessian town 

, founded by the Romans from 
which railroads fan out to Kaiser­
slautern. Worms and Mainz. The 
main Siegfried line is just east of 
the Saar river and just north of 
the Alsatian border. The Huns- 
brueck switch line through the 
mountains was anchored to the 
main line at Merzig and in the 
Karlsruhe corner of the Rhine.

The Third army was within1 
nine miles of Mainz, where the 
Germans blew three Rhine bridg­
es and complicated the retreat of 
their comrades still west of the 
Rhine. At last reports there still 
were bridges at Worms. Ludwig- 
shat en. Speyer. Garmmei shcim 
and possibly opposite Karlsruhe
