Jester stated "it's always custo­
mary at this time of the year for 
some teachers to take promotions 
and go to other institutions. I 
don't think many have resigned 
for political reasons.

"The public ought not to con­
sider these as protests." If there 
arc faculty members who arc re­
signing as a result of the |H>htical- 
ly-timed rebuke bv AAUP. and 
they consider their allegiance to 
AAUP above tlioir loyalty to the 
University, it is just as well that 
they do resign."

Jester had previously charged 
that the AAUP censure of the Uni­
versity was a political move, 
adroitly timed to inject the Uni­
versity into the campaign for gov­
ernor.

He further claimed that while 
many fine, patriotic Texas educa­
tors hold membership in AAUP. 
the group was organized in the 
north and its widespread national 
membership included Communist 
sympathizers and Fellow Travel­
ers.

businesses, and the return of free 
enterprise.

Smith devoted more time to an 
exposition of his conservative la­
bor views than to any other issue 

He called for legislation to ban­
ish any compulsion that an em­
ployee must join a union and term­
ed un-American the closed shop, 
although he said labor should have 
the light to organize and bargain 
collectively

Smith deplored failure for more 
than fifteen years to observe the 
clear mandate of the Constitution 
with reference to the legislative 
redistnctlng. and said it sh< uld be 
one of the first orders of business 
of the next Legislature

Service should be icturned to the 
state. Smith said, because ' Wash­
ington bureaucrats are too far 
away from Texas to know our 
problems and our needs
