Remain In Texas.

Sherman, Tex., Sept, 29.—California

Deputy Buffington, who was a per-
sonal acquaintance and associate of
Dunham, said:

“I felt sure from the very first that
it was not Dunham, although when I
saw him the marked general resem-
blance was so strong [ wanted to fully
satisfy myself, and this 1 have done.
Hatfield is not Dunham.”

Sheriff Rich received a letter signed
S. J. Spier, Elgin, Tex., in which he re-
fers to a Galveston News special from
Sherman statjng that a man claiming
to be William Hatfield was held here
in jail on a charge that he was James
C. Dunham; that he, Spier, was an
officer at Elgin twelve years ago and
had quite a correspondence with J. H. |
Lyndon, then sheriff of Santa Clara |
county, Cal, in regard to Dunham, of |
whom he, Spier, has two pictures, onv{
in his working clothes and one in bet-
ter attire, and a sample of Dunham's
handwriting.

Spier says he undoubtedly had Dun-
ham located in 1898, but that he left ]
the country before he could be arrest-
ed, but that he, Spier, located him
again at Galvesten just before the

The third
is Haskell.

After attending service Sunday
morning the president buckled down
to the preparation of his statement

He worked all day, and the finished
document was not ready until 10:30
o'clock at night. His facts as to trusi
prosecutions were obtained from a
speech of Secretary Straus, delivered
Saturday night, and others bearing on
Governor Haskell obtained from the
interior department and from personal
communication with persons in Okla-
homa. .

The president accuses Mr. Bryanp
with “insincerity” in his attitude to-
ward the gieat corporations, and with
“willful ignorance” concerning Gov.
Haskell's record. He also says: “Your
election would be a national calamity.”
The president also states the election
of Mr. Bryan to the presidential office
would paralyze business.

The document is quite lengthy, be-
ing over 5,000 words.

USES PLAIN LANGUAGE.

Milwaukee, Wis., Sept, 28.—Openly
charging that President Roosevelt was
a party to the agreement by which
United States Steel corporation

and Iron (pmpany, thus “fastening
fts grip” on"“the steel industry of the
south, William J. Bryan addressed a
letter to the president in which he
answered the recent charges made by
the president, and also attacked the

| anti-trust beliefs of Governor Hughes

of New York whom, he declares, was
made governor by the trusts.

Mr, Bryan abruptly charges that
Hughes was the beneficiary of trust
magnates, and that he owes his elec-
tion to the members of the corpora-
tions, citing the contributions of the
Individual New York financiers, in-
cluding J. P. Morgan’'s $20,000 as proof
of the fact. In this list of contrib-
utors, according to Mr. Bryan, were
John D. Rockefeller, Andrew Carnegie,
Charles M. Schwab, etc., and he de-
clares that “several of these men are
known to be officially connected with
the trusts.”

The fact that Roosevelt quoted Gov,
Hughes, Mr, Bryan insists, is proof
that Judge Taft's attitude on the trust
question does not meet with the pres-
fdent’s approval. Mr. Bryan also again
assails the president and the Repub-
lican leaders for their attitude on the
question of publishing campaign con-
tributions and expenses, and challeng-
es the Republicans to publish theirs
before the election,

In conclusion, Mr. Bryan positively
declares that the attitude of the pres-
ident in his advocacy of the election
of Judge Taft Is to divert reflection
on his conduct of the presidential of-
fice, and he intimates that such action
is unworthy of the chief executive,

Gives Reason For Resigning.

No Loans to Inactive Officers.

This important ruling was made at
Austin:

The =attorney general’'s department,
has, through Assitant Attorney Gener-
al Hawkins, held that a board of di-
rectors of a state bank has no power
to delegate the executive committee
power to make loans indiscriminately
to the officers or directors of such
bank; that when a director or officer
of such bank wantg to borrow money
the amount must be specified for that

No Buying or Selling.

A deplorable state of affairs is re-
ported in vicinity of Paragould, Ark.

There Is no buying or selling of
cotton as the result of recent agitation
due to the appearance of night riders
in the cotton-raising communities of
Mississlppi. Cotton gins have closed
down and picking has stopped. Local
merchants are transacting business
on a cash hasis as the result,

The agitation locally was started
recently when a local Farmers' union
adopted resolutions requestions cot-
ton dealers to suspend business for a
while at least, as a precautionary
movement agzainst the probability of
night riders in this section of the coun-
try.
