R , Ind.. today 
urged that congress turn rent con­
trol over to the states.

"C ertain ly  the s ta tes  can handle 
it much b etter than here in W ash­
ington, " he told his colleagues on 
tht Senate Hanking Com m ittee as 
they tackled  the job  of considering 
w hether to continue controls be­
yond Ju n e 30 and w hether to order 
a rent increase.

Com m ittee Chairm an Charles W. 
Tobey, R . N. H . said Capehart s 
philosophy seemed to be—

"L e t them  tenants sink or 
sw im ; s tarv e  or die.”

"T h a t's  righ t." C ap ehart said, 
" th a t 's  as it should be."

Tobey described as a  "com edy of 
errors' the adm inistration mix-up 
which alm ost raised the country's 
rent bill by 10 per cent late y ester­
day.

President Trum an stopped an or­
der alm ost ready to roll o ff O PA's 
m im eograph machines. The com ­
m ittee planned to try  today to find 
out who w as respoi uble. But two 
governm ent rent of ■ ria ls  schedul­
ed to te stify  postponed their ap­
pearance and the questions had 
to wait.

Enlargem ent of the shop build­
ing to be constructed a t Cisco J u ­
nior college as a part of the tea ch ­
ing facilities pro ject granted th< 
school by the Public W orks Ad­
m inistration w as announced today 
in a telegram  from Cong. Omar 
Burleson to the Cisco schools and 
tho Cisco Daily Press

The project, secured some time 
ago, consists ol a sh' p building 
w ith all equipment machine 
tools. sheet m etal equipment, j 

1 equipment for welding, c lc itn e a l I 
engineering work, etc. - and a 
classroom  building, with all equip­
m ent, including that for science 
laboratories and for a cafeteria

C on tract for the moving of 
buildings from an arm y cam p t 
the cam pus and erecting them into 
stru ctu res to house the shop and 
classroom  was let early in the 
week to the C. A C. Construction 
company of Abilene.

j This pro ject is in addition to the 
housing units consisting of 28 
apartm ents in seven buildings 
now nearing completion.

The two buildings to be ( 'in ­
structed  under the program  will 
aggregate about 9.000 square feet 
of floor space Of this 6.600 will 
be in the shop which w as in-1 
creased from 3.Win square feet 
and 2.800 will be in the classroom  
building.

The increase in the shop space 
was obtained a t a  conference with 
TW A  officia ls  in F o rt W orth W ed­
nesday by President P. N Cluck 
of the college.

Already shipm ents of typ ew rit­
ers. desks, tables and other c lass­
room facilities are being received 
by the college, while much of the 
ca feteria  equipment. including 
ranges for cooking, dishes, uten­
sils, etc., has been received The 
college w as notified this week that 
more is on the way.

The buildings to be used in the 
construction of the teaching fa ­
cilities are being moved here from 
Cam p Bowie a t Browrwood.
