You a le  going to liave this 
Uiiestiou to answer if you vote iu the 
Xovem lsT election. There will lie an 
amendment voted, on which docs not 
levy olie |s uiiy tax on any lusty, hut 
simply removes the limit of Itfty cents, 
so that a district may vole more if 
they need it and are willing to in­
vest more in the education o f  their 
children ami less for some o f  our mod 
eru luxuries.

It Is the duty o f every piddle spirit­
ed man to Investigate the amendment 
that we are to vote on in November and 
tell othersvvhat it is. for there are a 
great many voters who will vote 
against It, simply because they do not 
know the piirtssw o f  it.
