Work on the water works system 
and extensions in l-ockney are pro­
gressing at a rapid rale, all the dit­
ches having been dug, and the mains 
placed in them, the testing o f which 
is being made this week, to remftdy 
all leaks which might occur in the 
pipe.

The big concrete reservoir wns com­
pleted several days ago and is now. 
ready for use. The engine for the 
plant will soon be installed, the foun­
dation having already been built, and 
the driller now busy drilling the new 
well. The entire water extensions 
will be complete within the next few 
weeks.

The water extensions are costing 
the city about $30,000. making the 
City’s water works system total a- 
bout $100,000, and giving the city the 
best water supply and cheapest water 
rates to lx* found in West Texas. The 
water rate has been lowered by the 
city council to a minimum of $1 per 
month to resident users, with an extra 
charge of 10c per thousand gallons 
over 3,000 gallons used each month. 
The industrial water rate has been 
cut to 8c per thousand gallons.

ENOUGH STEEL ASSEMBLED AT 
KSTEI.I.INE TO LA Y  20»

MILES OF TRACK

The actual laying of steel on the 
new South Plains lines of the Denver 
Railway was begun at Estelline, on 
the main line, Monday o f this week 
with a large crowd from the various 
towns along the line preseat.

More thr.n 200 miles o f steel rails 
and 75 ears o f cross ties have been 
unloaded at Estelline for the new tine 
and the big steel laying machine is 
now at work on the new line. A ll the 
grade, bridges, etc., have been finish­
ed at far as Turkey, and the steel 
laying will proceed that far without 
interruption. The big locomotive used 
for the work, was run into the Es­
telline yards last week, and has been 
busy switching the material and get­
ting ready for the laying of the steel 
The big steel laying machine takes 
the steel from the flat cars and 
places the rails in position on the 
ties, and then travels over the rails 
it has laid, and lays the new rail* in 
freat. a

In all proliability the steel laying 
will proceed without any material de­
lays, as the tunnel between (juitaque 
and Lockney, just under the cap rock 
has been completed, with the excep­
tion of the concrete work, and the 
balance of the grading and cutting 
«hould be ready for the steel laying 
gang by late fall. ,

The grading on top o f the Plains 
has been finished on the line from 
the rnprock to Lubbock, with the ex­
ception o f one mile in the city limits 
of Lockney. and a short stretch in 
the city of Lubbock, which will allow 
the laying oi steel from the cap rock 
to Lubbock just as soon as the top

City Council and thereafter on the 
first day of January a new bond in 
form and substance as herein re­
quired shall be given by any such 
person, firm or corporation to cover j 
alt work as shall be given by any 
such person, firm or corporation to| 
cover all *ueh work as shall be done 
during the year beginning on such 
January 1st.

That upon approval of Mid bond 
by the City Council the individual, 
firm or corporation, desiring to do 
such work shall secure from the as- * 
«essor and collector o f taxes of theI 
City o f Lockney, a license which j 
shall run until the first of January 
next succeeding its Issuance unless: 
sooner revoked and shall not he trans- i 
ferable. In the event o f the dessolu 
tion of any company or partnership, 
tvdding such license, the member re- j 
taintng such license shall he required 
to renew the bond herein provided 
for before doing any such work pro-1 
vided for herein. That the names of- 
each and every member or represen­
tative of any firm or corporation ob-| 
taining the license »had he given tei 
the Assessor and Collector of taxes of ! 
the City of Dwkney and all such 
names shall be Inserted in such license. 
The person, firm or corporation ob­
taining such license shall pay to the 
Assessor and Coflertor of Taxes of 
the City o f Isvekney, the »urn o f f l f - ! 
teen dollars <$»5.001 as an annual 
license fee therefor, provided that if 
said license ts Issued after January 
o f any year the license feo shall he; 
for the proportionate rmaining part! 
o f such year computed form the first | 
day o f the month in which the same 
is issued.

The same with four or five mixers, 
lk,-in<'h pipe; for regular installation* 
approval of *ixe *hall he *ecured from 
City Plumbing Inspector.

A ir mixer* must not be placed in 
air tight ash boxes, but where a free 
flow of air can reach them at all 
times.

No house riser shall lie less than
•ytnch pipe.

No branching for cooking stoves 
shall be less than A inch pipe.

l ’ *e as few elbows as possible; e l­
bow* not absolutely necessary will 
be condemned. When impossible t.> 
get through an obstruction such as a 
beam, offset the pipe rather than use 
elbows.

For all large buildings the plan* 
for piping should be taken up direct­
ly with the City Plumbing Inspector 
before any pipe i* installed. All pi­
ping for fixture* with a great num­
ber of burners on them will have to 
be made larger accordingly.

Gas is never to be supplied from 
a smaller pipe to a larger one.

Pipe must be free frunt obstructions
White lead or other joining material 

should he used sparingly so as not to 
clog the pipe.

The riser must be extended to a
point within 18 inches o f the propos­
ed location of the meter, and to right 
of same at least 20 inches above floor.

Meter should not be located near 
furnace* or ovens, locked in compart­
ments or placed in any other position 
where they will be inaccessible or lia­
ble to injury. Under no condition 
will a fitter or plumber or other 
person disconnect any meter, connect 
to or disturb piping between main and 
meter.

When to accomodate different ten­
ants. one or more meters are desired 
in a given building, the gas supplying 
company will set as many meters a» 
there are seperate consumers, con­
necting the meters to one service pipe, 
provided that the ri«ers or pipes lead­
ing to these different tenants are ex­
tended to within 18 inches o f the pro­
posed location of the meters, which 
arc to be *et in the same location.

Riser» should not hr scattered, but 
should drop together in alignment to 
the room where the meters are to be 
set They should lie kept at least 
three inches apart, and should not 
extend less than 2«  inches fr»m the 
floor.

Union and valves must not be used 
in concealed work, but long threads 
if necessary, should he used.

Long runs o f horixontal pipe should 
be firmly supported at intervals by 
metal fasteners to prevent sagging.

All branch nutlet pipes should be 
taken from the sides or tops of run- 
ing lines, never from below.

Bracket pipes should be run from 
below when practicable. Drop exten­
sions must be supported with at least 
three supports, one under pipe at 
drop, one scross between cap and ell 
or bend and one half-way between 
drop and main pipe. All supports 
are to he 3" x 1 “  or larger number. 
Two support* must be used for all 
bracket extensions, one directly un­
der riser ell and one half-way be­
tween and ell and main supply pipe.

House pipes should be so run and 
covered as to he readily accessible. 
No east iron fittings smaller than 
3 inch#» are to be used.

No individual, firm or corpora tion 
shall enter upon the Installation, con­
struction or reeondtruction of any 
work provided herein until a permit 
has been issued by the City Plumbing 
Inspector, covering each installing or 
addition to be made, and when re­
quired by the Mid City Plumbing In­
spector, plana and specifications for 
the proposed work must he filed with 
him before the permit ia granted or 
during the process o f Mid work; pro­
vided, however, the City Plumbing

in*l>vrtor way Issue a general permit 
to any individual, firm or corporation
owning or controlling any building for

a term not ex «-.ding thro** (3 ) months 
from the date thereof, authorising 
minor alterations or change*, hut such 
permit shall be revocable. No |>ermit* 
will lie required for the repair or ad­
justment of gas piping appliance*, 
fixtures and apparatus.

Section 6: When u plumber of fit­
ter has completed the system of pi­
ping and has all full drop and brac­
ket extensions ami heater openings 
firmly and permanently fastened, he 
shall test the piping and if found 
tight, tile a written application for 
te*t* with the City Plumbing Inspec­
tor and the Plumbing Inspector or 
one o f his assistants will call and 
n-pret the the piping and witness 

the test, and if the City Plumbing 
In.pecter or such assistant will issue 
and deliver proper certificate to the 
effect.

The piping must be tight under a 
pressure of ten inches of mercury 
column. This test will be nimle lie- 
fore the fixtures are hung ami appli­
ances connected and before the piping 
is closed In. The u*c o f gas fitters 
cement for repairing leaks is strictly 
prohibited.

\ny additional piping o f outlets 
installed after a certificate is grant­
ed must be report «il for inspection 
and test.

No gas fitter, plumber or other 
person d«*ing work in any house or 
structure shall conceal any of said 
ga* piping until certificate of in- 
»p«*ction is issued and ¡mqiection card 
attached to said piping.

Section 6 : I f  any person, firm or
corporation shall fail or refuse to re­
medy any «lefect* found by the City 
Plumbing Inspector or his assistant* 
in any work, pr«ivided for herein, 
within seventy-two hours after notice 
to do so. the City Plumbing Inspector 
«hall not issue any further’ permits 
to *uch person firm or corporation 
until such defect* are remedied; or 
if it is shown that said person, firm 
or corporation is incompetent to do 
such work, then the license of »uch 
person, firm or corporation shall he 
«uhiect forfeiture by City Council. 
The City Council may forfeit the li­
cense of any *uch person, firm or 
corporation for violation of any of j 
the provision* of this ordinance or! 
-¡uch future «irdinance of the City of | 
Lockney as may hereafter be passed;j 
provided, that the forfeiture of any 
such license shall not in any manner 
affect the liability of the principal or 
sureties on the bond of any person, 
firm or corporation for any work 
herein provide«! for previously done 
bv any sueh person, firm or corpora- : 
tion; also, provided, that in the event 
that the license of any person, firm 
or corporation issued untier the term* ; 
of this ordinance is forfeited for any 
violation of this ordinance or «itheri 
ordinances o f the City o f Lockney,, 
pertaining thereto, »aid person, firm 
or corporation shall n«»t be grante*! 
another license for the period of «me 
»•ear after the date of the cancellation 
of previous license.

Section 7. Any and all ga* piping 
appliances, fixture* and apparatus

and other material, which may at any 
time become ijefoctive anti in the opin­

ion «»f the City dumbing Inspector or 
his assistants likely cause leaks, fires 
or accidents or to endanger persons 
or property, shall be condemned by) 
the City dumbing Inspector or hi* 
assistant* and when, in his opinion, 
it is deemed necesary in order t o ' 
prevent such accident or danger, said 
City Plumbing Inspector or his assis­
tant,« is hereby authorised to discun- 1 
nect such gas piping, appliance*, fix- > 
turea, apparatus or material shall 
cause the same to be put in safe con­
dition and tested mid approved by the 
City dumbing Inspector,

When any ga* piping, appliance», 
fixtures, apparatus or materia! of any , 
nature whatsoever have been in any 
manner disconnected and rendered tn- 
operHtive by th«- City dumbing In­
spector nr the service discontinued, as 
*et forth in the foregoing provision*, 
ft shall be unlawful for any person or 
person* to in any manner reconnect 
the same or cause the same to be 
reconnected to any supply of gH* or 
to use same a* a part o f any gas 
piping system until they have la-en 
put in safe condition and a certificate 
o f acceptance has been issued by the 
City dumbing Inspector.

Section 8: In every gas installation 
all piping and attachments must lie 
of at least such capacity as will sup­
ply gas up to the maximum require­
ments o f ail appliances contemplate«! 
to lie connected thereon according to 
requirements of this ordinance.

No gas piping, appliances, fixtures 
dr apparatus or the installation, con­
struction, reconstruction or repair 
thereof, for which a permit is issued 
shall he put to use or connected to 
any supply o f ga* until inspected ami 
accepted by the City dumbing In­
spector.

All applications for ¡n.«|iertion will 
he held at least twenty-four hours 
after same are filed. It is required, 
that same individual, firm or corpora­
tion or hi sor its representatives shall 
personally inspect every installation 
before a card for inspection is filed 
and that all work for which the in-' 
spection is asked shall lie complete.

Application* for re-inspection must! 
be made out on new card* the same ■ 
as the original application, stating 
whether the first, second or third 
inspection. Telephone or verbal re­
quests will not be considered.

When any gas piping, appliance, i 
fixture or apparatus is found to have 
b«-en installed without proper permit 
<«r not in accordance with the provi­
sion* «>f this ordinam-e, the City 
Plumbing Inspector, or his assistants 1 
is hereby authorixed and empowered 
to prevent any supply of gas thereto 
or to the consumer until such per­
mit ha* been secured from the said 
City Plumbing Insfyrtor ami sueh 
work inspected or re-inspected, and j 
approved.

Applications for inspection shall he 
filed with the said City Plumbing 
Inspector and accompanied by a fee 
o f One ($1.00) Dollar for the first 
two oprnings and twenty-five cents 
for each nponinjc thereafter. A foe 
o f One ($1.00) Dollar shall be charged 
for «-aeh inspection after the second

inspection made on condemned in-
stallaiioa - 'or each opening

Before any such ga» piping, appli­
ances, fixtures, or apparatus con­
structed or furnished under pernuta 
hereafter granted, shall tie approved, 
the same be granted, the said work 
or any certificate o f acceptance of 
must be complete, and in compliance 
with the provisions o f this ordinance.

Plumbers or gas fitter* shall con­
sult Gas Company for the location 
of meters before starting job. The 
Humber of Ga» Fitter shall be held 
responsible lor any changes in meter 
riser* installed in locations not author 
iv.«ii by Gas Company.

Section 9; Any ga* installation 
not specifically covered by thi* <irdiq-u 
ance muat lie approved by the C*tje 
Plumbing Inspector.

Section Ul: All power* conferred
!>) this ordinance upon the City Plumb 
ing ln«|ie<kiir are hereby likewise 
conferred upon his assistants and ruch 
assistant« and who .«hall violatte any 
of the provision* of this ordinance, 
each of them may likewise exercise 
all such powers.

Section 11: That any person, firm 
or corporxtion or who shall fail to 
comply with the miuirement* o f this 
ordinance, shall be deemed guilty of 
a misdemeanor and upon conviction 
shall be fine«! in any sum not exceed­
ing Two Hundred ($200.00) Dollars, 
and each and every day's continuance 
of any violation o f the provisions of 
this oniinance shall constitute and 
be deemed a seperate offense. That 
in rase o f any such violation o f any 
of the terms or provisions o f this 
ordinance by any corporation, the o f­
ficers and agents actually in charge 
of the business o f such corporation 
or the person or person, actually 
performing the work for such cor­
poral ion, shall be subject to the |>enal- 
ties herein provided.

Section 12: The fact that the City 
of Lockney doe» not have an ordin­
ance regulating the installation of 
ga* piping and fitting and that gas 
work is already being constructed, 
create* an emergency on account of 
the immediate preservation of the 
public safety requiring that this or­
dinance take effect at once and it 
is accordingly ordained that this or­
dinance shall take effect immediately 
after its passage and approval.

Section IS: A ll connections Stoves
of any fixtures must be made with 
wrought iron joints.
