The origin of the fire is unknown, 
however, the officer* are working on 
various clews in legard to the burn­
ing of the plant. Two men were reg­
istered at the Baker Hotel last night, 
who acted suspiciously, ami jumped 
Itheii hotel lull while the tire was in 
progress, leaving the business part of 
town on foot, and they are being 
sought for questioning in regard to 
their actions.

The building burned was one of the 
old land marks in I.ockney, and one 
o f the few wooden structure business 
buildings remaining on Mam street, 
there being only two more wooden 
atractuies in the business district on 
Mam street, another poultry house 
and a blacksmith shop.
