Inside reason fory the big jump
in House Republican votes for the
new $5,985,000,000 lend-leagse bill
was that party floor leader Joe
Martin paved the way for it at a
pow-wow In his office one
day before the vote.

The GOP caucus, held the same
day, got all the publicity, but it
didn’'t hold a candle in significance
to the wunadvertised meeting in
Martin's suite. It was attended by
the fifteen Republican members of
the Appropriations Committee and
Martin frankly told thiem that he
expected them to head off, if pos-
sible, a recurrence of the GOP
fight against the original $7-billion
lend-lease bill last February, at
that time the GOP voted almost 6
to 1 against aiding Britain.

“I was one of those who voted
the first bill,” said Martin, “but I
intend to vote for this one, and I
don’t think it is good strategy for
us to go on record so overwhelm-
ingly against British aid a second
time.”

Martingy made no reference to
Wendell Willkie or his sharp at-
tack on Republican isolationism.
But he made it clear that he had
reacheq the conclusien that the
party’'s isolationist course wasn'’t
“smart politics.”

the gravest view of the new Jap-
anese crisis. President Roosevelt
this morning cancelled a special
cabinet meeting and called a ses-
sion of what might be called an
emergency war board. It comprises
Hull, Stimson, and Knox, secre-
taries of the State department,
Army, and Navy, respectively; also
Army Chief of Staff Marshall and
Chief of Nava] Operations Stark.

Speaker Sam Rayburn of the
House said todav that the new
Jap crisis may mean trouble for
the U. S. He predicted the House
would authorize arming of U, S.
merchantmen by tomorrow night
and that the new Tokyo upset
might lessen isolationist opposition
in the Senate.

Nazis, fighting on a great 350-mile
arc before Moscow, have apparently
advanced about ten miles on one
of the three sectors in the past
24 hours.

Russians have admitted a break-
through on one sector, but have not
said which one. However, language
of the communiques indicated it
was on the western sector, directly
in front of Moscow, as distin-
guished from the flanking sectors
north and south of the capital.

These advances have reportedly
put the Germans within 50 miles of
Moscow, at least at one point. On
other sectors the Germans are as
far away 28 125 miles although
most observers feel that the Nazis
almost everywhere are now in con-
tact with the city's main defenses.

Hitler claimed last night he was
funneling tremendous reserve
strength into a knockout blow.

Premier Stalin assertedly has
told foreign embassies to be ready
to leave Moscow, at a moment’s
notice, for some point to the east.

Observers said he must also soon
decide whether to stake everything
on Moscow's defense, or withdraw
his troons to new positions east of
the capital.
