County Commissioners Accept;

A petition bearing the names 
of hundreds of Lamb county 
citizens was presented at the 
regular term of Commissioners 
Court which was held at Olton 
Monday of this week asking for 
an election for the purpose of 
moving the County Seat from 
Olton to Littlefeild. With this 
petition was also an offer by 
the Mayor and Commissioners 
of Littefteld for the free use of 
the City Hall at Littlefield for 
Court House purposes for a 
period of 10 years free, or at 
$1.00 a year.

The offer of the free use of 
the Littlefield City Hall for 
Court House purposes was ac­
cepted by the County Commis­
sioners and an election called 
for March 19. 1932.

Below Is the offer made by 
Littlefield and the acceptance 
by the Commissioners Court:

It Is further provided that 
the said City Hall, consisting of 
court room and offices, shall be 
used and occupied jointly by the 
county officers and the city 
officials during the period of this 
lease.

It Is further provided that for 
and In consideration of the a- 
jnount of money above specifi­
ed that the County shall have 
and Is hereby given the right 
to use the jail located over the 
fire department in said city hall, 
as a county jail, during the time 
as main part of the city hall 
may be used for courthouse pur­
poses by Lamb County thru Its 
duly elected and qualified of­
ficials.

It Is further provided that the 
above recited consideration shall 
be paid at such time In the 
period of this lease as the Coun­
ty officials may begin to use j 
said city hall for courthouse 
purposes.
