Perhaps we are depending on 
someone else to do our thinking 
for us There are a number of or­
ganisation ' which will furnish our 
•niiniun*. There are plenty of 
Diem to choose from. On# now 
l»opular is Americans for t'onsti 
tuliona! Action They decide which 
Congressman and which Senator is 
“libera!** or "conservative.'* They 
decide whether he follows the 
Constitution o r  not when he votes 
on the numerous Bills in the Con­
gress Although Courts are estab 
liahed for the purpose and ablest 
lawyers disagree, the experts of 
this organisation can come to a 
definite conclusion of what is and 
is not constitutional, without qual­
ification.

In 1917 and 1959 the House of 
Kepreeenatives had before it a 
measure known as H R 3 by 
Judge Howard Sm ith o f Virginia. 
This Bill j*  commonly known as 
the States* Right* Bill. It would 
limit the power e f  the I ’mted 
States Supreme Court. It reached 
the heart of thhe preservation i l  
Constitutional Government. A 
New York Republican introduced; 
an Amendment to the measure 
which would have had the effect 
of rendering it useless. The a m r  
Republican i« today a leader in o y  
posing Judge Sm ith’s effo rts to 
keep control of the Rules Commit­
tee, o f which he i* Chairman. The 
A. C A. rate* this Republican six 
points above Judge Sm ith as a 
Conservative.

One hundred Republicans were 
so rated before they got to a 
single iVm ocm t. The thought oc 
curs to many that the first quali­
fication of a Conservative is to be 
a Republican. The next question 
arises: Do they apply the same 
yardstick to W eatherford, Snyder 
and all place* between, a* they do 
to New York, Chicago and Lo* 
Angele*? Or is a person one thing 
in one place and something else 
in another? Is it liberalism to *ujf- 
port water and soil conservation — 
to protect our natural resources, 
which would insure that small 
towns in the West will be able to 
survive, and our Nation be able 
to feed our millions in the fu 
ture? (T o  do so has been called 
"por\ barreling*’ ) . Is it **con»er- 
vatiam" to support the huge sub 
s«d»es paid to the shipbuilders 
both for the construction of ship* 
and for their operation guarantee 
ing a fixed sum of yearly profits 
- -supposedly to have a strong 
merchant fleet to deliver supplier 
oversea* as if we were going to 
fight the same kind o f war as 
World W ar I and II?  The fact is, 
however, that a third world w*nr 
would be over before a ship could 
cast o f its moorings and leave
