BY 11TH OF SEPTEMBER

Promise Made that Line Will Sursly
Be Running By That Date at
Latest.

At a meeting of the city councll
this afternoom, the extending of the
street car franchise of the Wichita
Traction Company comes up for at-
tention and it is probable that the
request wil be granted without op-
posfttion.

The company asks for a fifteen-day
extension, and If it Ig granted the lire
must be In operatiof by Saturday,
Beptember 11.

It had been hoped to have the line
in operation by next Friday, on which
date the present franchise expires, but
owing to the umavoldable delays =t
the power plant, it was decided nut
attempt to start things golng without
an extension. It was thought at fipét
that things would be sufficlently really
to run at least one car over '-omouhp
Friday and thus hold the fronchise,
but another extension was devmed ad-
wiseable and It is probablé that the
city will grant it.

Practically no work remalus to be
done on the track or om-the string-
ing of the wires, all of which is com-
pleted save some mimor work In the
southern part of the city. As soon as
the machinery can be nstalled at the
power plant the cars will move and
it Is almost a certainty that the cars
will be running before September 11.

The
gentleman was informed that i, upon
Investigation, the proposition was
found to be a rellable one, the factory
was as good as located here.

The gentleman has been for a num-
ber of years the owner and operator
of a factory at Bangor, Maine, but
owing to competition and other cause,
he wishes to come to Texas. It Is
proposed to organize a thirty thous-
and dollar concern and erecl the neces-
sary structure. About half of the
stock Is to be subscribed by loeal
parties, no bonus helng required,

The proposition now hinges upon tre
fnvestigation of its merits and It is
probable that Secretary Gohlke or
some representative of the Chamber of
Commerce will go to Maine to look
fnto it closely, If the company Is
organized and the factory put in opere-
tiom, it will be the only Independent
concern in the state, with a practical-
ly virgin fleld.

WRECK ABOVE CHILDRESS
YESTERDAY,

DUE TO BROKEN FLANGE

Three Hundred Yards of Track Are
“Torn Up and Cars’ Contents
. Scattered.

. News was received at the local of-
fices of the Fort Worth and Denver
late yesterday afternoon of a freight
wreck at Estelline, twenty-ifve miles
west of Childress yesterday afternoom,
when nineteén gcares went into the
ditch.

About (wo hundred and fifty nr.
of track were torn up and the contents
of the nineteen cars are almost an ef-
tire loss. The cars were loaded with a
great varlety of goods, including pig
iron, household goods, frult and veg®-
table shipments and a large amoupt
of hardware, making the loss excep-
tionally heavy, It is belleved the total
loss will amomnt to over twenty-fiye
thousand dollars.

The wreck was caused by a broken
flange and came so suddenly that ¢
Is surprising that there were not sef-
lous Injuries. 8o far as can be learned
no one was hurt,
