Pennsburg, Pa., Sept. 14.—Following 
their time-honored custom the Oerman 
farmers of this district, belonging to 
the Schwenkfelder sect of Proteetsats.

church In Pennsburg to celebrate the 
anniversary of the landing of their 
foretaU)eni on September 24. 1734. The 
Schwenkfelders were the followers of 
Casper SchwenkBeld. a Oerman relt.

The band, which 
Is one of tha beat known mnslcal or- 
gnnUntloBa of tba world, dates from 
1789. la which year it was created by 
an act of congroaa. *-
