Who Dned Today,

who bears the title
or King of Kings

Menelik II.,

Bmperor of Abyssinia, was one of the

£he year 1843, the son of King Haelou
of Shoa, one of the Abyssinlan states,
and of a beggar woman of striking
beauty, who one day sought alms at
the palace door and attracted Haelou's
aftention.

Npuolik was named helr by his fath-
er, though there were other sons who
thought they had a better claim to the
throne. At the death of King John of
Ahyssinla in 1889 Menelik, who had
Brushed away the claims of Mangascia,
a nephew of John, who had been nam-
@d by the dying emperor as his suc-
«essor, and was crowned at Adua,
March 12, 1889, through the might of
his army of 100,000 men.

While a progressmive and highly am-
bitious ruler, Menelik did not attempt
e force innovations on his people. His
fendness for mechanical contrivances
smounted to a passion and he avalled
Rimself of all he could get of the lat-
mst inventions for his personal use,
Within the last year of his life, he
Bought an automobile and became ex-
pert in its use. When he first learned

wuined several that were sent to him
by taking them apart and trying to
put them together again. His per
severance resulted in his becoming an
«axpert, so that he could take apart and
seassemble any time piece he possess-
od

It was the boast of Menelik that he
was a lienal descendent of King Solo-
mon and the Queen of Bheba, she who
“came to Jerusalem with a very great
tmin, with camels that bore spices,
aad wvery much gold, and preclious
stones; and when she came to Solo-
men she communed with him of all
#hat was In her heéart.” Arabic tradl-
@lon indeed says that the queen did
bear a son to Solomon, named Mene-
Mk, and with a credulous people pro-
fessing Chrisianity, as the Abyssin-
fans have professed since the fourth
ewmtary, such a claim doubtless was
of value to the ruler.

The great accomplishment of Men-
«llk, which raised him inestimably in
the eyes of European statesman and
ssade them careful about offending
this ruler of a semi-barbaric country;
was his defeat of the Itallans in 1869,
Eike other European nations, Italy de-
sived land in Africa and sought to ex-
temd the foothold it had obtalned by
Sfounding a colony at Massowah. The
Abyssinians were then busy fighting
the Egyptians, but as soon as that
war was over they turned their atten-
tiom to the Italians.

Menelik repudiated a treaty that had
been made in 1580 and read differently
#a the Italian and Ambaric versions,
By virtue of which Italy claimed a
protectorate over Abyssinia. The war
that followed resulted in the crushing
defeat of the Itallans at Adowa, on
Mxrch 1, 1896, and in the following
©ctober a treaty was signed by which
Etaly recognized fully the independ-
ence of Abyssinia.

“The victory of Menelik over the Ital.
#ams was due largely to his wisdom in
obtaining modern firearms for a great
part of his army. In the war with
Qreat Britain, in 1868, the Abysinians
troops were armed with ancient flint-
Bock muskets and with swords and
Bances. The defeat of the natives by
the British troops was accomplished
easily and doubtless inspired the Ital
fams with hope of similar vietory. But
conditions had changed in the second
War.

Although the great powers agreed to
fordid the importation of firearms in®
to middle Africa, Menellk obtained his
modern equipment for his army chief-

His am-
bition resembled that of progressive
Japanese statesmen, and it Is & well
known fact that Menelik had studied
with much care the remarkable prog-
ress of Japan In recent years, with the
hopes of modeling his own country on
the same plans,

According to the description by trav-
elers Menellk was almost coal-black,
short and stout and not impressive
hpysically. He never learned to speak
any other language than Ambharic and
perhaps one or two dialects, and con-
ducted intercourses with foreigners
through his secretary, an accomplish-
ed Greek, speaking fluently French,
Italian, Spanish and English.

Some time before his death Menellik
made his grand Litsch Jasu, son
of Menelik’s daughter Zeodita, heir
prospective to the throme of Abyssinia,
but as the heir is merely a boy and
there. are several other aspirants to
the throme, older than he, there is
reason to fear there may be trouble
over the succession in Abssynia before
long.

SYSTEM ON A DINING CAR.

Every -Inch of Space In Its Little
Kitchen s Economized.
The kitchen of a dining car is a
striking example of what can be done
in economizing space. BEvery lach is
used.
Walter tanks are suspended h'om
the celling. One wall is lined with the
big range and heating ovens, while
on the other are storage boxes, re-
ceptables for pans, pots and other
utensils, and a row of cupboards up
under the celling.
At one end, between the kitchen
and the dining car proper, is a very
little pantry which serves as a sort
of vestibule. That is where the wait-
ers place their orders and receive
dishes.
Every separate article of food and
equipment has its place, says the Wo-
man’s Home Companion. Every cor
ner and nook in the car has a par-
ticular function. The silver is in one
place, the milk and cheese in another,
the meat in another, and so on all
through the list. Everything perish-
able is kept in a refrigerator.
While the car is in action the con-
ductor {rom his position between din-
ing room and kitchen keeps his eyes
upon the ten tables and endeavors to
see that none of the diners are ne-
glected. For all the supplies on the
car he is held to strict account. On
his trip sheet, as it is called, is put
a list of everything taken on the car
when it starts out. A reeord of all
articles sold is entered upon the sheet,
and when the car comes home agaln
all . that has not been sold must be
on hand,
The equipment of a dining car con-
forms to standards, just as do loco-
motives, trucks, rails and ties. Dishes
are made according to established pat-
terns, each piece ¢f china having the
company's monogram upon it. The
same is trué of the linen, silver, menu
ho‘den—ovomhlng. Thus a loss can
be easily traced. The waiters are al-
lowed $20 a month for breakage. Al
damage in excess of that, though,
they have to pay for and the cost is
divided among them equally.—Kansas
City Journal.

Washington Supreme Court  Judges

Temper Justice With Mercy.

Funds for the building of the road,
the first of the kind on the continent,
will be obtained through an assess-
ment plan, operating similar to a Jevy
for municipal {mprovements.

authorized capital was $10,000,000, of

which congress took $2,000,000. The
bank was located, in Philadelphia,
with branches In Boston, New York,
Baltimore, Washington, Norfolk and
Savannah. Books for subscription to
the stock were opened July 4 of the
same year, and before night more
stock had been subscribed than could
legally be issued. In four days after-
ward the value of the stock had dou-
bled.

The bank commenced business in

the latter part of December in Car-

penters’ hall, the hall wherein met
the first Continental Congress, and
proved, as was anticipated, a most
important auxiliary of the United
States Treasury. In 1797 the bank
removed to its own bullding, at Third
and Chestnut streets. Thomas Wil
ing was the first president of this
bank. \

The Bank of the United States con-
tinued its operations until the expira-
tion of its charter, March 4, 1811.. Con-
gress failed to renew its charter, in
spite of the fact that Albert Gallatin,
Secretary of the Treasury, was able
to show them that the affairs “had
been wisely and skilifully managed.”

The reason for the refusal of the
charter was due to the influence of
the state banks on congress, whose
number by this time had Iincreased
to nearly ninety. These state banks
furnished the government with the
greater part of its money to carry on
the war of 1812-15.

The first banking institution, par
taking of a national character organ-
ized in the United States was called
the Bank of North America, which
was incorporated by the Continental
Congress in 1781; its predecessor, the
Bank of Pennsylvania (1780) baving
been, as Robert Morris sald, “nothing
more than a patriotic subscription of
Continental money for the purpose of
purchasing provisions for a starving
army.”

The national banks were established
in 1863 by congress, in order to pro-
vide a uniform bank currency and at
the same time to extend the market
for United States bonds.

The first savings bank in the world
was founded in Philadelphia in 1816.

Wildcat ‘banks were fraudulent in-
stitutions started principally in the
west and south after the closing up
of the United States banks, in 1883,
They lasted about four years, when
the panic of 1837 overtook the country
and banking laws were then adopted
to render similar schemes impossible
in the future.—Baltimore Star.

'POSSUM HUNT ON CAR.

Conductor Bags the Game After Being
Bitten.

A possum hunt on a bridge with an
electric car as the chaser was a nov-
elty enjoyed by a number of passen-
gers bound from Loulsville to Jeffer-
sonville on a late run Wednesday
night. While a “big red car” was glid-
ing up the approach to the Big Four
bridge on the Loulsville side the mo-
torman noticed a small animal pump-
ing from tie to tie, supposing at first
that it was an ordinary house cat
Getting nearer the beast, the motor-
man found it was a large possum, and
he -signaled to the conductor to come
forward.

The speed of the car was slackened
80 the conductor could get off, and
he began chasing the possum. The
animal kept ahead of the conductor
for some distance and'the car followed
in the wake of the pair. Finally the
possum was captured, but not until
after it had sunk its teeth into the
hands of the conductor, who, through
revenge, brained the animal, the car
cass of which was taken aboard the
car and admired by the passengers.
How the animal came to be on the
bridge is not konwn.—Loulsville Cou-
rierJournal.

Louisville, Ky., March 30.—Prelates
and priests from many Roman Catho-
lic dioceses today attended the en-
thronement of the 'Rt. Rev. Denis
O’'Donaghue of Indianapolis as bishop
of Louisville in succession to the late
Bishop McCloskey. - The solemn serv-
ice was beld in the Cathedral of the
Assumption, a large edifice which
was much too small to accommodate
all who desired to attend.

Bishow O’'Donaghue is the fifth bish-
op of the Louisville dlocése. The dio-
cese was established at Bardstown,
Ky., in 1808, and was transferred to
Louisville In 1841.

Rt. Rev. Alexander Hamlilton Vin-
ton, first Episcopal bishop of Western
Massachusetts, was born In Brooklyn,
N. Y., March 30, 1862, and received
his education at St. Stephen's College
and the General Theological Beminary
in New York. Shortly after his gradu-
ation from the theological seminary
in 1876 he was ordained a deacon of
the Episcopal church and the follow-
ing year he was ordained a priest. He
was rector of the Church of the Holy
Comforter, Norwood, New Jersey, for
two years and then became rector of
the Memorial Churech of the Holy Com-
forter in Philadelphia. From 1884 to
1902 he was rector of All Saints’
Church in Worcester. In the latter
years he was elected and consecrated
as bishop of Western Massachusetts.
