The account follows:

Thursday afternon about 4 o'clock
the whole of Scottsboro was thrown
Into & furor of excitement when hews
reached the streets that William, only
son of Mr. and Mrs. Robert Skelton
had drowned in the Tennessee river

In a few minutes the road between
town and Garland's ferry was lined
with people who rushed to the river to
ald In a search for the body, which
was found by Mr. Dave Skelton, an
uncle of William's, about seven o'clock
~four hours after the accident.

Never, perhaps in the history of
Scottsboro, has a death shocked the
people as that of this estimabie young
gentleman. :

Early in the afternoon of last Thurs-
day, Willlam Skelton, accompanied by
his friend Houston Maples, went to
the Tennessee river at Garland’s ferry
and went in swimming, after snending
some time in the wll.,r William sug-
gested to Houston that they come out
a3 he was getting cold. Houston
swam to the shore and was doniig
his clothes when he looked back and
saw Willlam sinking about fifty yards
from the river bank. He rushed to
the point where he weén$ down think
ing to rescue him, but wag unable to
locate the body. He called Jack Nash
the ferryman who continued the
search, while Houston brought the sad
news-to Secottsboro

It is supposed that he was selzédd
With cramps, as the water where he
drowned as not over his head

The funeral as conducted from the
family residence Friday alternon, the
Rev. Briscoey-officiating.
