The oil question is o f more interest 
to Callahan County people just now 
than the drouth or war or anything 
else. Some estiunite that two.thirds 
of the land in the county has been 
leased for oil. W e never saw any­
thing like it. There has been hut one 
well bored in ttiis county so far as 
we know, the Putnam well, that was 
abandoned last year at a depth of 
3400 feet. The well was a strong 
gaaser but no oil.

ft  is now believe**! since oil has 
been found at Ranger, in Eastland 
couuty, and at the Gray well just 
over in Colemun, that oil would have 
been found at Putnaui bad 
they gone a little deeper. We learn

that efforts are being made to sink 
another well there.

O il leasing is bringing in lots of 
money to land owners o f this county, i 
no matter whether they ever strike 

oil.
Baird is the center o f the interest 

in this CQunty being the county seat 
and all leasee have to be recorded 
here.

Every abstracter in Baird have 
all they can do and some even work j 
at night ob abstracts.

Prices paid for leases range from 
50 cents in the west part, to $1.50 
and higher in the east part o f the 
county. Some men in Baird seem 
to be devoting all their time securing 
leases.

One man told us the other day

that he was satisfied that not le*a j 
than three hundred thousand dollars! 
"had been paid out in this country | 
for oil leases, and we believe it is | 
true. A ll this helps for the present! 
at any rate, but there is some danger | 
that this speculation will retard de ! 
velopment. For many years quite a 1 
lot o f laod has been under oil lease | 
in this county at 15 to 25 cts. per 
acre but since oil wells have been j 
brought in at Hanger in Eastland 
and the Morris and Gray wells in 
Coleman county, the oil boom 
seems t<> have come to life  again.

Valuable coal beds are believed to 
underluy all this county but no 
whole hearted effort baa ever been 
made to derelope them. Some 
traces o f oil here lias been known

for years but only one well has ever 

been bored and that proved to be a 

gasser, the Putnam well. There is 
every reason to believe that this 
county, especially all east and south 
o f Baird, has valuable oil, deposits 
and possibly the entire county ban 
both coal and oil in paying ijuanities.

We would like to see some de­
velopments in both coal and oil in 1 
this county.

The "United Colonies."
The phrase “united colonies” was 

used for a little while before the rev­
olutionary war begun und before the 
phrase United States was adopted. 
The second continental congress as­
sembled at Philadelphia on May 10, 
1775. Independence was In the air, 
but the time was not ripe for action. 
The colonies were united, but they 
were not quite ready to call them­
selves states. On June 7, congress 
passed a resolution “ that Thursday. 
July 20. next, be observed throughout 
the twelve united colonies as a day of 
humiliation, fasting and prayer." The 
resolution said "twelve united colo­
nies,” because Georgia was not rep­
resented in that congress. A year 
later congress declared the colonies 
“ free and Independent states.''

13.—President
Wilson, in another adtlrcMa to mngreaa 
on the question of itosslble peace hy 
negotiation, vigorously attacked Ger­
many's attitude townrd peace a* voiced 
hy Chancellor von Hertling. character­
ize! Austria's attitude as voiced hy 

{ Count Czernin as "uttered in a friendly 
tone and concluded hy suying that 
tills nation Mould never lay down It*

| arms until peace could he established 
" ith justice to all nations, large and 
small alike.

The president particularly flayed 
Count von ilertllng's proposal that 
questions of territory and the future 
of nationalities were mutters for dis­
cussion between those ustlons only di­
rectly affected Instead of by a world 
congress. In reply he said no perma­
nent peace could come In thla wuy.

Text of Wilaon’a Address.
The president's address follows:
"Gentlemen uf the congress:
"On Jsnuary 8 I had the honor of 

addressing you on the objeets of the 
war as our people conceive them. The 
prime minister of Great Britain had 
spoken In similar terms on January 5. 
To these addresses the German chan­
cellor replied on the 24th and Count 
Czernin fur Australia on the tame day. 
It Is gratifying to have our desire so 
promptly realized that all exchanges of 
view on this great matter ahould ha 
made In the hearing of all the world.

“Count Cxernin's reply, which la di­
rected chiefly to my own address on 
January 8. Is uttered In a very friend­
ly tone.

Sees Basis for Discussion.
“ He finds In my statement a suf­

ficiently encouraging approach to the 
views of his own government to Justify 
him In believing that It furnishes a 
basis for a more detailed discussion of 
purposes by the two governments. He 
la represented to have Intimated that 
the views he was expressing had been 
communicated to me beforehand and 
that I was aware of them at the time 
he was uttering them, but In this I am 
sure he was misunderstood.

“Count von Ilertllng's reply Is, I 
must ssy. very vague and very con­
fusing It Is full of equivocal phrases 
and leads, It Is not clear, where. But It 
Is certain la a very different toi.i from 
that of Count Cxemln and apparently 
of an opposite purpose. It confirms. I 
am sorry to say, rather than removes, 
the unfortunate Impression made by 

j what we had learned of the conference 
at Brest Lltovak. His dlscusslou find 

i acceptance of our general principles 
!.-sd him to no prau.cal conclusion.

Accepts Principle af Diplomacy.
"lie  refuses to apply them to the 

substantive items which must consti­
tute the laxly of any final settlement. 
He Is Jealous of International action 
and of International counsel. He ac­
cepts, he auy*. the principle of public 
diplomacy, but he appears to Insist 

! that It be confined, at any rate In this 
I case, to generalities, and that the sev- 
i eral particular questions of territory 
j and sovereignty, the several questions 

upon whose settlement must depend 
the acceptance of peace by the twenty- 
three states now engaged In the wur.

I must be discussed and settled, not In 
general council, but severally by the 
nations most limnsdlately concerned 
by Interest or neighborhood.

"He agreed that the seas should be 
i free, but looks askance at any limita­

tion to that freedom by International 
action In the Interest of the common 

; order. He would without reserve be 
1 glad to see economic barriers removed 

between nation and nation, for that 
I could In no way impede the ambitions 
| " f  the military party with whom be 

seem* constrained to keep on terms. 
Neither does he raise objection to a 

I limitation of armaments. That mat­
ter will be settled of Itself, he thinks, 
by the economic (‘ondltlons which must 
follow the war. But the German colo­
nies, he demands, must be returned 
without debate. lie  will discuss with 
no one but the representatives of Rus­
sia what dispositions shall be made of 
the people and the lands of the Baltic 
provinces; with no one but the gov­
ernment of France the “ conditions” 
under which French territory shall be 
evacuated; and only with Austria 
what shall be done with Roland.

“ In the determination of all ques-

SEND FOOD TO U. S. CAPTIVES
Arrangements Completed Under Which 

Letters and Eatablea Can Be Bent 
te Campa In Germany

Washington, Feb. 13. — American 
folks at home can make life a bit eas­
ier for their boy at the front If tba 
fortunes of war land him Id a German 
prison camp. With Americas troops 
raking an *v*r-lacra«alag part In the 
ictnal fighting. International arrange­
ments were completed under which let*

Rons affecting the Italian states he
defers, as I understand him, to Austria 
and Turkey; and with regard to the 
agreements to be entered Into concern­
ing the non-Turkish peoples of the 
present Ottoman empire to the Turk­
ish authorities themselves. After s 
settlement all around, effected In this 
fashion, hy Individual barter and con­
cession, he wpuld have no objection. 
If 1 correctly Interpret hla stateuieut, 
to a league of nations which would un­
dertake to hold the uew balance of 
power steady agalust external disturb­
ances.

"It must be evident to everyone who 
understands what thla war has 
wrought In the opinion and temper of 
ths world that no general peuce, no 
peace worth the Infinite sacrifices of 
these years of tragical suffering, can 
possibly be arrived at lu any such 
fashion.

Peace of World Is at Stake.

“The method the German chancellor 
proposes Is the method of the congress 
of Vienna. We cannot and will not 
return to that. What Is at stake now 
Is the peuce of the world. What we 
are striving for is a new International 
order based u|K»n broad and universal 
principles of right and Justice— no 
mere peace of shreds uud patches. Is 
It possible that Count von Hertling 
does not see that, does not grasp it, is, 
lu fact, living lu his thought lu a world 
dead and gone? Hus lie utterly for­
gotten the relchstug resolutions of the 
l»th of July, or does he deliberately 
Ignore them? They spoke of the con­
ditions of a general peuce, not of na­
tional aggrandizement or of arrange­
ments between state and state. The 
peace of the world depends upon the 
Just settlement of euch of the several 
problems to which 1 adverted In my re­
cent address to the congress. I, of 
course, do uot mean that the peace 
of the world depends upon the accept­
ance of any purtlculur set of sugges­
tions as to the way in which those 
problems are to be dealt with. I mean 
only that these probems, each and all, 
affect the w hole world; that uuless 
they are dealt with In a spirit of uu- 
selttsh and unbiased justice, with a 
view to the wishes, the natural con­
nections. the racial aspirations, the se­
curity and peace of rnlud of the peo­
ples Involved, no permanent peuce will 
have been attained.

"They cuuuot be discussed separate­
ly or In corners. None of them con­
stitute a private or separate Interest 
from which the opinion of the world 
may be shut out. Whatever affects 
the peuce affects mankind, and noth­
ing settled by military force. If settled 
wrong, Is settled at all. It will pres­
ently have to be reopeued.

Refers to Reichstag Resolutions.
"Is Count von Hertling not aware 

that he is speaking lu the court of 
mankind, that all the awakeued na­
tions of the world now sit in Judgment 
on what every public man of whatever 
nation may say on the Issues of a con­
flict which has spread to every region 
of the world? The relrhstag resolu­
tions of July themselves frankly ac­
cepted the decisions af that court 
There shall be no annexations, no con­
tributions, no punitive damnges. Peo­
ples are not tq be handed about from 
one sovereignty to another by an In­
ternational conference or an under­
standing between rivals and antagon­
ists. National aspirations must be re­
spected, peoples may now be dominat­
ed aud governed only by their own con­
sent.

"Self-Determination" Imperative.
“  'Self-determination' la not a mere 

phrase. It I* an Imperative principle 
of action, which statesmen will hence­
forth Ignore at their peril. All the 
parties to this wur must Join In the 
settlement of every Issue anywhere In­
volved In It, because u hut we are seek­
ing Is a peace that we can all unite to 
guarantee and maintain and every item 
of It must be submitted to the common 
Judgment whether It be right or fair, 
an act of Justice rather tlmi) a bargain 
between sovereigns.

‘'The United States has no desire 
to Interfere In European affulrs or to 
act as arbiter In European territorial 
disputes. She would dtsduln to take 
advantage of any Internal weakness or 
disorder to Impose her own will upon 
another people. She Is quite ready to 
be shown that the settlements she has 
suggested are not the best or the most 
enduring. They are only her own pro­
visional sketch of principles and of the 
way In which they should be applied.

Causes Must Be Removed.
"But she entered this war because 

she was made a partner, whether she 
would or not. In the sufferings and In­
dignities Inflicted by the military mas­
ters of Germany, against the peace and 
security of mankind, and the condi­
tions of peace will touch her as nearly 
as they will touch any other nation to 
which Is entrusted a leading pnrt in 
the maintenance of civilization. She 
cannot see her way to peace until the 
causes of this war are removed. Its re­
newal rendered as nearly as may be 
Impossible.

"The war had Its roots In the dis­
regard of the rights of small nations 
and of nationalities which lacked the 
union and the force to make good their 
claim to determine their own al­

legiances and their awn forma ot po- 
litlcal Ufa.

“Count von Hertling wants the es­
sential basea of commercial and In­
dustrial life to be safeguarded by com­
mon agreement aud guaranty, hut be 
cannot expect that to be conceded him 
If the other matters to be determined 
by the articles of peace are not han­
dled In the satne way as Items In the 
final accounting.

"No Foundation for Peace."
“ He cannot aak the heueflt of com­

mon agreement In the one field with­
out according It In the other. 1 take 
I f  for granted that be sees that separ­
ate and selfish compacts with regard 
to trad# and the essential materials of 
manufacture would afford no founda­
tion for peace. Neither, he muy rest 
assured, will separata aud selfish com­
pacts with regard to provinces aud 
l>eoples.

"Count Czernin seems to ace the 
fundamental element* of peace with 
clear eyes and does not seek to ob­
scure them. He sees that au Independ­
ent Polunrl. made up of all the Indis­
putably Polish peoples who lie con­
tiguous to one another. Is u matter of 
European concern, and must, of 
course, be conceded; that Belgium 
must be evacuated aud restored, no 
matter whut sacrifices and concessions 
that may Involve, and that national as­
pirations must be satisfied even within 
his own empire In the common Interest 
of Europe and mankind.

"Seeing and conceding as he does 
the essentlul principles Involved aud 
the necessity or candidly applying 
them, he naturally feels that Austria 
cun respond to the puritose of peace 
as expressed by the I'nlted States with 
less embarrassment than could Ger­
many. He would probably have gone 
must further had It not been for the 
embarrassment* of Austria's alliances 
and of her dependence u|>on Germany.

“ After all. the test of whether It 
Is possible for either government to 
go any further In thla comparison of 
views Is simple and obvious.

Principles ts Be Applied.
The principles to be applied ar* 

these:
"1. That each part of the final set­

tlement must be based upon the essen­
tial Justice of thut particular cause 
and upon such adjustments as are 
most likely to bring a peace that will 
be permanent.

“2. That peoples and provluces are 
not to be bartered about from sover­
eignty to sovereignty as If they were 
mere chattels and pawns in a game, 
even the great game, now forever dis­
credited, of the balunca of power; 
but that,

“3. Every territorial settlement In­
volved in this war must be made In the 
luterest and for the benefit of th* 
populations concerned and not as a 
part of any adjustment or compromise 
of claims among rival states; and,

”4. That all well-defined national 
aspirations shall be accorded the ut­
most satisfaction that can be accorded 
them without Introducing new or per­
petuating old elements of discord and 
antagonism that would be likely la 
time to break the peace of Europe 
and consequently of the world.

The trag­
ical circumstance Is thut this one party 
In Germany la apparently willing and 
able to send millions of men to their 
death to prevent wliat all the world 
now sees to be Just.

" I would not be a true spokesman 
of the people of the United States If 
I did not say once more that we en­
tered this war upon no small occasion 
aud that we never cun turn back from 
a course chosen upon principle. Our 
resources are In part mobilized now, 
and we shall not pause until they are 
mobilized In their entirety. Our arm­
ies are rapidly going to the fighting 
front and will go more and more rap­
idly.

“Our whole strength will be put Into 
this war of emancipation—emancipa­
tion from the threat and attempted 
mastery of selfish groups of autocratic 
rulers—whatever the difficulties and 
present partial delays.

"We Shall Not Turn Back.”
“ We are Indomitable In our power 

of Independent action and can In no 
circumstance consent to live In a 
world governed hy Intrigue and force. 
We believe that our own desire for a 
new International order under which 
reason and Justice and the common In­
terests of mankind shull prevail Is the 
desire of enlightened men everywhere. 
Without that new order the world will 
be without peaco and human life will 
lack tolerable conditions of existence 
and development. Having set our 
hand to the task of achieving It we

I 
must say to you very frankly that 
it is your duty to leave It to the 
solution of your present dlff cultie* 
with your employers and to advise 
the men whom you represent to re­
turn st onc.e to work pending the 
derision. No body of men has the 
moral right in the present circum­
stances of the nation to strike until 
every method of adjustment has been 
tried to the limit; If you do not act 
upon this principle you are undoubt 
edly giving aid and comfort to the 
enemy, whatever may t>e your own 
conscious purpose.

"I do not see that anything will be 
gained by my seeing you personally 
until you have accepted and acted 
upon (bat principle. It is the duty 
of the government to see that the 
be t possible condition* of labor are 
maintained, as It is also its duty to 
see to It that there is no lawless and 
conscienceless profiteering, and that 
duty the government has accepted 
and will perform. Will you co-opcr 
ate or will you obstruct?

P R IM A R Y  T O P IC -Jesus telling a story 
about sowing.

INTERMEDIATE TOPIC-The Import- 
ance of small beginnings.

Jesus Is now revealing to his disci- 
pies the kingdom in secret which they 
were later to reveal in public. Noth­
ing which he now reveals should he 
hid. and he is also teaching that. If 
we do not use that what Is committed 
to ns, we lose It.

I. Hearing (vv. 21-28). It Is an ob­
ligation resting upon each of us who 
has the light of truth that he should 
so set It before men that It can be 
seen that men may be enlightened, 
cheered and served hy It (Matt. 5:1$. 
16; Phil. 1:15-18). The secret things 
o f our lives will he brought to light 
some day. Ears are given with which 
we are to hear, and possession of hear­
ing involves the responsibility ns to 
what we hen .̂ “The Gospel Is the 
power of God unto salvation to every 
one that belleveth" (Rom. 1:16). hilt 
believing comes through “hearing" 
(Rom. 10:17). In this there is n mis­
sionary suggestion for our teachers, 
but there Is also a rntitlon ns to whnt 
and how we hear. “Take heed what 
wo henr." Many today are being swept 
Into all kinds of damning here­
sies because they do not follow this 
warning (2 Tim. 3 :t-18). Not only are 
we to be good listeners, but we must 
be doers ns well (Jns. 1 :22). Tills 
parable of the Inmp follows closely 
upon the parable of the sower In 
our Inst lesson. “Ood, who first cre­
sted light, and Christ, In whom was 
life, and the life was the light of 
men," both together are ones whom 
we sre equally obliged to see. and 
hear and obey. To impress the duty 
o f this seeing, hearing and using of 
light npon his disciples. Jesns reminds 
them of some familiar things. A can­
dle Is not placed under a bushel nor 
nnder a bed. hut on a candle stick, 
where it may he seen of all. I f  our 
virtues go not forth from us, it will 
he as though we had hidden them 
from the world. “To him that henreth 
right shall more he given," (v. 24) 
but for him thnt hath not and seeth 
not, front him shall he taken. He 
that hath not is he who neglects his 
opportunities, and “ from hint shnll be 
taken even that which he hath." In 
this we see a spiritual multi pi I cat I on. 
and also o spiritual subtraction, de­
terioration.

II. Growing. (1) Secrecy w . 06-29). 
This is a parable of faith and hope, 
found only In Mark. Again the good 
seed Is referred to. hut In this ease 
unseen growth receives the emphasis, 
for the seed will spring and grow up, 
though we know not how. It Is com­
forting to think that, i f  we sow the 
true seed. It grows while we sleep 
(v. 27.) The best selected seed (the 
holy word) Is essential for results. All 
of our seed must have this silent pe­
riod for growth. It Is the earth that 
brings forth the fruit of herself 
through the energies and powers with 
which Go,| endows It. These powers 
are wonderful. We do not understand 
them, but there Is order and symmetry 
in growth. First the blade, then the 
ear, and after that the full corn la 
the ear. Then Is the harvest, the 
purpose of the seed having been ac­
complished. Mark nlnno gives us this 
parable, and It Is given in close rela 
tlon to the parable of the sower and 
of the wheat and tares. Jesus Is the 
great harvester (v. 20), and knows the 
right time to reap the grain, the mo­
ment when It Is “ ripe" (v. 20 R. V.). 
Then he putteth In the sickle.

(2) There Is also a marvelous out­
ward growth of the kingdom (vv. 30- 
32). There Is the closest relation be­
tween the parable of the mustard 
seed and the two parables that pre­
cede. In Matthew the parable of the 
mustard seed Is used In relation to the 
kingdom of heaven, which Is the 
sphere of the Christian profession. 
Here It Is used of the kingdom of 
God. which Is spiritual. Why Is It used 
of both? The explanation, aeeordlng 
to Doctor Scofield, lies In the fact 
that the kingdom of God In this age 
and the kingdom of heaven have this 
In common, that from an Insignificant 
beginning they had a rapid growth.

If the abnormal growth of this 
common garden shruh Illustrates di­
vine Increase, why Is It not more glori­
ous? There Is not here anything 
like the greatness of the Assyrian ivnd 
Babylonian empires. (Rxek. 31:3-6; 
Dan. 4:20-22). Is the significance of 
the birds good or evil? Great Baby­
lon. the figure of a professing Chile- 
tlan body In guilty connection with 
the kings o f the earth, becomes “a 
cage of every unclean and hate­
ful bird" (Rev. 1N:2). The “mixed" 
condition of tbe kingdom of heaven has 
brought together divert* elements at 
flood and bad.
