Attorney General 	Waggoner 
Carr has served the people of 
Texas both as a state officer and 
as a county official from Lubbock 
County. 

Prior to his election to the House 
of Representatives, he served as 
an Assistant District Attorney al 
the 4-county 72nd Judicial District 
and as County Attorney for Lub-
bock County in which position he 
amassed a record of having tried 
more criminal cases than any pre-
ceding County Attorney. 

In 1951, the people of Lubbock 
elected him to his first term as 
a member of the House of Repre-
sentatives. This was the first of 
five terms which he served in 
that legislative body. Its last two 
terms in the House, he was paid 
the greatest compliment which 
the 150 House members can grant 
to one of their fellow representa-
tives. They elected him Speaker 
of the House for two consecutive 
terms, and he became one of on-
ly three men in the history of Tex-
as to receive such a vote of con-
fidence. 

Waggoner Carr is 47 years of 
age, and is a graduate of Texas 
Tech and the University of Texas 
Law School. He married the for-
mer Ernestine Story, and they are 
the parents of a 16 year old son, 
David. 

In 1962, Carr announced his 
candidacy for Attorney General of 
Texas, and after a very active 
campaign, was elected, receiving 
more than one million votes. Gen- 
eral Carr received more votes 
than any other major statewide 
candidate in that election.

Dear Fellow Texan: 
Until Thursday, March 17, every 

Texan over 21 has the opportunity 
to register, free, in order to qual-
ify to vote in this year's elections. 
If you have already paid your 
poll tax by January 31st of this 
year, or if you are over 60 years 
of age and you live in a place of 
less than ten thousand popula-
tion then you are already regist-
ered for this year, and you do not 
have to register again. But, if 
you are between 21 and 60 years 
of age and live in a city of ten 
thousand or more and are not re-
gistered this year, you can now 
register up to March 17th. Since 
the poll tax was declared uncon-
stitutional in Texas it will not 
cost you anything to register now 
regardless of your age. 

You can register to vote by cut-
ting out a registration form in 
the newspapers, or you can get a 
form from the county tax asses-
sor, or you can go to one of the 
places that have been set up for 
Texans to register, or get a prop-
er form from anyone else. Above 
all, register your name to vote 
by March 17, before it is too late 
and above all, see that the regis-
tration form is in the office of 
your county tax assessor - collect-
or before midnight, March 17th. 
In 1964, less than 1/2  of all adult 
Texans who could have qualified 
to vote actually voted in the Pres-
idential election year. This means 
that less than 1/2  of the people 
in this State are determining who 
is going to be elected, and what 
kind of government you will have.

If you are planning to raise 
some puppies, give very careful 
consideration to the brood bitch. 
First, if she isn't an outstanding 
performer in the field—don't use 
her. Even this alone will not 
qualify her. Look for overall 
quality in conformation. Body 
structure is highly important, 
for she will be required to carry 
and deliver that hoped-for litter 
of future champions. Bone struc-
ture is also an important factor. 
If she is a finicky eater, pass her 
by. Use a good "feeder." She 
must feed the puppies in rano 
if they are to be strong and 
healthy. A most important char-
acteristic in a good brood ma-
tron is temperament. She should 
be rather placid, with no wor-
ries, and not the least bit timid. 

All dogs, brood matrons and 
sires, have some faults. We can 
expect that. But if your bitch 
has a particularly glaring fault 
of either temperament or., con-
formation, don't use her as a 
breeder. "Don't depend on the 
sire to correct this fault in the 
puppies — he may possess the 
same fault in lesser proportion," 
asserts Henry P. Davis, Sport-

Guidelines provide that "race, 
color or national origin may not 
be a factor in hiring or assign-
ment of teachers and other pro-
fessiosal staff." State Education 
Agency officials said evidence of 
compliance with this requirement 
is expected to be shown by next 
September. 

Districts which have submitted 
desegregation plans, 	including 
those with geographical school 
attendance zones, must file by 
April 15 a form agreeing to ob-
serve the new guidelines. Office 
of Education will review spring 
reports and schools judged to 
have shown no reasonable pro-
gress will be ordered to take fur-
ther steps before fall. 

School systems also must elimi-
nate segregaion in such programs 
as transportation, athletics and 
extra curricular activities.

Billy Lytal of Summerfield, 
Texas was shooting for a 10,000-lb. 
sorghum yield at planting time in 
1965. This spring he is setting 
his goal another 1030 lbs. higher. 

Lytal produced an average of 
10,521.4 lbs. of sorghum on five 
arid one-half acres last year. He 
was joined by 143 other top sor-
ghum farmers from six states in 
shooting for top yields. All were 
members of DeKalb's Sorghum 
Master's Club. 

Lytal started with a well pre-
pared seedbed and planted his 
sorghum on May 10 at a rate of 
20 lbs. per acre in ten-inch rows. 
Prior to planting, he applied 223 
lbs. of actual nitrogen, 203 lbs. of 
P205 and 76 lbs. of sulphur. 

During the year, the field was 
irrigated seven times. On Octo-
ber 14 the five and one-half acres 
produced 56,720 lbs. of grain at 
12.12 per cent moisture at a test 
weight of 56 lbs. Lytal used a 
new short stalked hybrid, DeKalb 
F65. 

It was a banner year for sor-
ghum producers. The over-all U. 
S. yield average was 2800 lbs. per 
acre, which was a 35 per cent in 
crease over the 1964 yields. Top 
producers more than doubled this 
national average. 

The Sorghum Master's Club 
has attracted many leading pro-
ducers during the past three 
years. Members have as their 
goal the production of top econo-
mic grain yields under practical 
farm conditions. All the yields re-
ported are from more than one 
acre and are determined by field 
measurements and actual scale 
weights. Twelve club members 
topped 9000 lbs. and the 141 mem-
bers averaged 6333.2 lbs.

tiallv returned after the admini-
strative costs are removed. No 
federal strings can be attached to 
how it is spent, and all colleges 
and universities can benefit. 

The education tax credit will 
come. I believe Texans want it, 
and I will continue to work toward 
it. 

Washington Report 
As you know, the Senate worked 

this week on a tax bill designed 
to speed up collection of taxes 
so the government would have 
more funds available this year for 
its domestic programs and for the 
Vietnam War. 

While I felt in general that tax-
es should not be increased until 
a number cf wasteful govern-
ment programs were curtailed and 
pared down, this bill did provide 
an opportunity for the offering of 
several important tax amend-
ments. 

I was deeply disappointed that 
cr.e of those amendments — pro-
viding an income tax credit for 
college expenses — was narrowly 
defeated. I have, for some four 
years, now, been seeking 	to 
achieve such an education tax cre-
dit. And, although the attempt 
was unsuccessful this time, I am 
confident the idea eventually will 
be adopted. I plan to continue 
my campaign to achieve that 
goal. 

Art education tax credit would 
provide taxpayers up to $325 in 
savings on their necessary ex-
penses for college tuition, fees, 
books and supplies. Such a credit 
is not the same as a tax deduct-
ion. The credit means a subtract-
ion from the amount of taxes an 
individual otherwise would pay. It 
is subtracted at the end of the 
income tax form, after the tax due 
The college tax credit, so nar-
rowly defeated this week, would 
have been available to virtually 
anyone paying education ex-
penses. Thus, it would be avail-
able to students working to put 
themselves through school; to par-
ents paying the expenses; to oth-
er relatives supporting students; 
C7 to anyone hleping support a 
deservirg student. 

Parents would benefit from the 
tax credit regardless cf the num 
ter of children they had in coll-
ege. The credit would be avail-
able on a total expense amount of 
$1,500 per taxpayer, no matter 
how many children are involved. 

The income tax credit is an 
entirely appropriate way for the 
federal government to assist edu-
cation. It leaves education sup-
nrrt funds in the hands of the in-
dividual citizen to apply as he 
sees, fit. The taxpayer's money 
never leaves his control. It never 
goes to Washington to be only par-

WHERE THE FREE ENTER-
PRISE SYSTEM BEGAN 

Texas' first National Monument 
— the Alibates Flint Quarries and 
Texas Panhandle Pueblo Culture 
National Monument near the south 
rim of Lake Meredith — could be 
called as much a monument to 
the free enterprise system as 
to Panhandle prehistory. For 12,-
000 years, Indians quarried flint 
at Alibates and traded it far and 
wide for goods they needed. 

This year's budget contains a 
requested appropriation of funds 
to begin development of the Ali-
bates National Monument. The 
bill I had introduced to establish 
the monument — the first ever 
approved by Congress for the 
State of Texas — was signed in-
to law several months ago, and 
the National Park Service is work-
ing on final development plans. 
These include a small visitors' 
center, roads, parking areas, path-
ways, sanitary facilities, water 
supply, and facilities to interpret 
to visitors the meaning of the 
flint quarries and pueblo ruin . 

The Alibates National Monu-
ment will be a big part of the 
Lake Meredith attraction. Visit-
ors inspecting the quarries and 
pueblo ruins will become familiar 
with a very interesting chapter in 
Americas story. Quarrying flint 
and shaping it into weapons and 
tools was the first industry on cur 
continent. Flints from Alibates 
have been found as far north as 
Minnesota and Wisconsin, as far 
west at the Pacific Coast and as 
far south as the Gulf of Mexico. 
Archeologists regard the quarries 
as one of the outstanding sites 
showing the prehistoric culture 
of North America. Toward the 
end of the period during which 
the quarries were worked the Ca-
nadian River valley became the 
home of sedentary Indian tribes 
structures for their homes. Con-
structed of limestone slabs end 
adobe, the structures housed as 
many as 60 to 100 families. Ar-
cheologist say the pueblos are 
a blend of the types of struc-
tures used by the Indians of the 
Great Plains and those of the arid 
Southwest. It is believed that a-
bout 1400 A. D., possibly because 
of a change in the climate, the 
pueblos were abandoned. But no-

Shirley Kountz 
'Teacher Of Week' 

Mr. Paul Hilburn Dimmitt 
School Superintendent, was guest 
speaker for the Parents and 
Teachers Association program at 
Bovina, March 19. 1966. He ex-
plained in detail the history of 
federal aid to education. 

Since many people do not know 
or understand the extent of fede-
ral aid, nor how long this aid 
has been available in the field of 
vocational subjects. the "Bobcat 
Tales" is giving a complete re-
sume of the address. 

Centuries ago Confucius said 
"If your plan is for one year, 
plant rice; for ten years, plant 
trees: for a hundred years, edu-
cate men." That wisdom has not 
been diminished by time, for it 
holds true for all generations. 
One hundred years ago, the AASA 
committed itself to education of 
all Americans — and, today. 
there is no reason to change that 
earlier commitment. 

But today. in this fast-moving 
age, that commitment requires a 
further dimension: educators must 
combine the perspective of the 
past, the accomplishment of the 
present and the expectation for 
the future with the resources of 
information. 

No knowledge can benefit those 
for whom it is intended if it is 
confined to a single person, 	a 
single room, a sirgle group. 
Word must be spread. For years 
local districts took care of the 
responsibility for the disseminat-
ion of knowledge. Then the 
states gradually assumed more fi-
nancial burden but now it is ne-
cessary to have a bigger partner. 
Schools are responsible for this 
job. Federal aid to education 
is not new in this country. 

In 1862 Congress passed 	the 
Land-Grant Act. This act gave 
every state thirty thousand acres 
of land for each senator and re-
presentative it had in Congress. 
The land was sold, the proceeds 
invested, and the income used to 
create and maintain a college for 
agriculture and the mechanical 
arts. These funds were to enable 
states to enlarge and expand its 
college education offerings. This 
act was expanded in 1890 and 1907. 

The next Federel aid t' educa-
tion was Smith-Hughes Act of 19- 
7. 	This Act furnished money 
for vocational etaicaticn. It pro-
vided funds to states to help train 
tachers in agriculture, trades 
P r d home econcmics and indust-
rial subjects, and helped pay their 
salaries. This act has been ex-
randed several times with the 
Smith-Lever Act, George Bearden 
Act. These acts are now being 
used today to operate our pro• 
gram in Vocational Agriculture. 
Vocational Hcmemaking and all 
our ether vocational prcerams in 
public schools. 

In 1963 another vocational act 
was passed tc enlarge and expand 
cur Vocational prcgram. 	Next 
year, Texas will receive mare 
than twelve million dollars more 
Federal mcney for vocational ed-
ucation. 

In 1933, Federal Assistance was 
made available to schools to ope-
rate a school lunch program. This 
support stimulated the program, 
more children came to praticipate 
and the nutritional quality cf the 
lunches improved. A type A lunch 
supplies the requirements from 
one-third to one-half of a child's 
nutriti'anl requirements. Since 
1933, this act has been expanded 
and now included the special milk 
rrcgram and surplus food tinder 
the agricultural program. 

In 1944 the Serviceman's Reed-
justment act of 944 usually called 
the GI Bill of Rights, erne-
federal funds to veterans of World 
War II to attend schools and roll-

eges. A similar bill was Passed 
in 192 for Korean War veterans. 
And in 1966 Congress has Passed 
the third veteran education act 
for service men. 

In 1958 Congress passed the N-
DEA Act. This bill provided funds 
to promote service in science, 
math and foreign language in-
struction. The act also aimed to 
improve, testing, guidance and 
counseling; to extcad audio-visual 
techniques; to broaden vocational 
education; and to finance fellow-
ships and loans for needy college 
students. This program was ex-
panded in 196 to include other 
areas of the curriculum, namely 
— English, Reading, History and 
Geography. 

In 1965 Congress passed the 
Elementary and Secondary Act. 
This is by far the largest amount 
of money made available to 
schools by any of the foregoing 
legislation. Texas is receiving 
more than eighty million dollars 
under this act. President Johnson 
told us at Atlantic City last month 
that present federal education pie,  
grams are only the beginning of 
what we are going to du in the 
field of education. He puts the 
federal investment in edocation 
and training at the ten billion 
dollar mark in the budget he has 
proposed for the fiscal year be-
ginning July 1 — three times that 
what it was six years ago. He 
promised that the federal gov-
ernment will not be a silent part-
ner in the drive to eliminate pov-
erty and ignorance. He listed 
"top nriority" request which have 
gone or will go this year to Con-
gress: 

1.. Explanation of each progreen 
in the Elementary and Secondary 
Education Act and extension of 
the act through 1970. 

2. Doubling of funds for opera-
tion Head Start, making it avail-
able next year to seven hundred 
thousand disadvantaged children. 

3. Money for the National Teach-
er Corps, which Congress author-
ized last year while withholding 
funds for its operation. 

4. Passage of a child nutrition 
act to provide both sawed bteak-
fast and lunch for needy Opas 
without subsidizing those who can 
afford to pay. 

He said further that if educa-
tion is to achieve its promise in 
America it cannot and must not 
be done in Washington alone. 
Each state and each local cern 
munity must fashion its own de-
sign and shape to its own insti-
tution. But we will need a ce-n-
mon vision to build schocls to 
match our common hopes for the 
future. Every member and each 
school will be independent and 
different but the difference will 
not range as they de today be-
tween satisfactory and schecking. 
We will have instcod n diversay 
of 	excellence. 	Tomorruv's 
schools will be a schcal without 
walls — a school built of dears 
which open tc the entire commun- 
ity. Tomorrow's schools 	will 
reach out to places that enrich 
the human spirit; tc the muse:'m 
to the theaters, to the art galler'cs 
to the parks and rivers and moun-
tains. It will ally itself with the 
city, its busy streets, farms and 
factories. its assembly lines and 
its laboratories — so that the 
world of work does net seem an 
alien place for the student. To-
morrow's school will be the center 
of community life, for grownups 
as well as children, a shopping 
center of human service. It might 
have a community health clinic, 
or a public library, a theater 
and recreation and other facili-
ties. It will provide formal edu-
cation for all citizens — and it 
will riot close its doers any more

new procedures, to report and 
certify to their 1966 crop acres for 
all programs in which they are 
participating.

Castor beans or other approved 
substitute crops, may be planted 
on diverted acres above the 20 per 
cent for feed grain and on all 
acres from wheat below the 1966 
wheat allotment and payment will 
be made at 50 per cent of the ave-
rage feed grain and wheat pay-
ments.
