On Ninth 
Street the contracts call for curb 
and gutter and a 32-foot pave-
ment. All other streets will prob-
ably be 32 feet with the excep-
tion of Jones Avenue, which is 
tentatively scheduled for 60 feet 
of pavement.

Social Security 
Wage Ruling Given 

The Amarillo social security of-
fice points out that while employ-
ers usually report all cash pay-
ments to their employees, they do 
not always include the money 
value of other pay which is made 
in some medium other than cash. 
This has come to the attention of 
the office during the handling of 
claims for benefit in this area. 

J. R. Sanderson, manager of 
Amarillo social security office ex-
plained that the word "wages" 
used in the Social Security Act 
includes pay is4 various types. It 
includes cash, payments in kind 
such as meals, lodging, rent, or 
goods, and of course, salaries, bo-
nuses, back pay, as well as pay 
by the hour, day or- week. 

Workers who receive part or 
all other pay in the form of 
meals or lodging, rent, or goods 
of any sort, and have reason to 
believe their wage accounts are 
incorrect, should contact the Am-
arillo social security office, locat-
ed in Room 324, Post Office 
Building. Ask for a postcard 
form which makes it easy to ob-
tain a statemet of wages credited 
to the employee's account. 

All persons covered by Federal 
old-age and survivors insurance 
should keep in mind that benefit 
payments to them or their sur-
vivors are based on wages from 
jobs covered by the Social Secur-
ity Act.

The 
people of Dimmitt expressed 
their desire for a street paving 
program by passing a paving 
bond issue by an overwhelming 
majority several months ago. Be-
lieving that the citizenship was 
ready for paving, the. City Com-
mission has gone through all the 
necessary routine preliminaries 
at considerable cost to the City 
Government. Now the comple-
tion of the project rests with the 
property owners of our town. The 
contractor will be ready to start 
actual operations the first week 
in May, but the beginning of the 
paving program will be delayed 
or postponed indefinitely unless 
a sufficient number of contracts 
have been signed by property 
owners to allow the paving of a 
complete street or unit. 	Other 
streets will be contracted as pav-
ing work progresses. The prog-
ress and growth of Dimmitt and 
Castro County has undoubtedly 
been retarded during the past 
due to lack of paved highways 
and improved county roads. But 
during the past three years all of 
our highways, with the exception 
of Highway 86 west, have been 
paved, and the benefit to our 
towns and county could not be 
overestimated. 	All highways in 
the county will be paved with the 
completion of the paving project 
on Highway 86 this spring and 
summer. 	The State Highway 
Department will have discharged 
it obligation to our area in 
building our highways. Now the 
development of Dimmitt and its 
territory rests with our citizen-
ship and the initiative of its lead-
ers. A great era is just dawn-
ing in the Panhandle and the 
towns that will serve as the 
trading centers for this rapidly 
developing area will be the ones 
that take advantage of their op-
portunities by keeping abreast 
with the development of the en-
tire area. 

The cost of paving' the streets 
of Dimmitt, or any other town, is 
enormous. Cost of all types of 
construction is high. 	But it is 
the opinion of this writer, and 
the majority of our people that 
that benefito.frookAie pavthg pro-
pram will justify the expense. 
We will not only get our town 
out of the mud and add to our 
own convenience, but we will en-
hance the value of our property 
more than the expense of the.im- 
provement and at the same time 
will attract new residents and in- 
vestors to our community. The 
City Government has done its 
part, the paving program is now 
in the hands of the property own-
ers of Dimmitt. You'will speed 
the street paving program by 
signing your paving contract at 
the first opportunity. 

It is possible that the paving 
of Dimmitt streets will be "Now 
or Never".

actly even with the other boat is 
run at full speed. 

Timing over an estimated or 
even carefully calculated distance 
is of little use.

It 
may indicate poor motor tilt, a 
too-low transon, a wrong-size 
or bent propeller. It may mean 
poor distribution of load aboard. 

The owner may not know just 
what speed his outfit should 
make, but at least he can find 
out, by checking his speed again 
the same way after a month or 
a year, whether or not he is los-
ing speed. 

A marine speedometer offers 
the best way of determining 
speed. If you can't install one in 
your boat, find some boatowner 
who has one. Run alongside for a 
fairly straight stretch—the boat

WENCH TRUCK WORK 

OF ALL KINDS 

Radioactive Materials 
Prove Successful In 
Cancer Treatment 

Radioactive materials are prov-
ing to be a powerful new weapon 
in cancer research and treatment. 
Because of the recognized pro-
gress in this field, a bill was in-
troduced in the Texas Legislature 
which provided $1,350,000 for the 
construction and equipping of a 
radiologic Institute and Atomic 
Energy Research Laboratory as 
part of The University of Texas, 
M. D. Anderson Hospital for Can-
cer Research. 

This Hospital was founded by a 
Legislative act in 1941, prior to 
the advent of radioactive iso-
topes; hence no provision was 
made for their use. The act did 
provide for a statewide facility 
for cancer research and educat-
ion, and a hospital unit for de-
veloping the latest advances in 
cancer treatment. To date, while 
still in temporary quarters, the 
Hospital has cared for patients 
from 166 counties in the State of 
Texas. 

The present proposed legislat-
ion is vital. The lives of many of 
us actually depend upon the pas-. 
sage of this bill. If it passes, 
Texas will have a complete, well-
equipped facility for the use_ of 
radioactive materials. In this cen-
ter men can be trained to use 
these substances in other hos-
pitals throughout the State. As 
it is now, Texans are largely 
deprived of the benifits of this 
new means of cancer research, 
diagnosis and treatment. Over- 7, 
000 Texans will die of cancer 
during 1949; another 40,000 are 
suffering from this disease. The 
magnitude of the need, therefore, 
is apparent. 

There is great danger, how-
ever, that funds -will not be pro-
vided for the establishment of 
this Radiologic Institute and 
Atomic Energy Research Lab-
oratory. In a recent committee 
meeting in the Senate, all pro- 
visions for the building and 
equipping of this institution were 
deleted from the bill. Hence, in 
order to assure establishment of 
this institution, the appropriat- 
ions for it must be reinstated in 
the Education Appropriation Bill 
for Institution of Higher Learn-
ing (Senate Bill 134), and then 
passed by both the Senate and 
the House. If the appropriation 
is not provided, the citizens of

SUMMER CARE OF 
AZALEAS GIVEN 

Summer care of azaleas: Many 
of you have enjoyed azaleas sent 
flowered it seems to be the gen-
eral impression that there is ,n3 
use trying to keep them for an-
other indoor season. There isn't 
unless you have an outdoor spot 
where they can hibernate with a 
little intermittent care. After all 
danger of frost is passed, plung 
the pot into the ground or into 
peat moss, with gravel for drain-
age and in a semi-shade. Then 
the trick is always to keep them 
in a state of moisture. Rainwater 
is best medium, applied daily, at 
the same time sprinkle the leaves. 

Keep the soil closely around the 
pot to prevent evaporation during 
dry spells. Give a feeding of liq-
uid manure, or commercial fer-
tilizer every month and turn the 
pot from time to time to insure 
symmetrical growth. Bring the 
azalea indoors before frost. Keep 
in a cool place after bringing in-
doors. When buds appear the 
plant is brought into the living 
room but keep out of the sun.

CONSERVATION 

When Miles Standish came to 
America the topsoil averaged 
about nine inches in depth. To-
day the national average is six 
inches. Moreover, nature must 
work 300 to 1,000 years to re-
build east ,_s lcist inch. In an effort 
to help M hie hundreds of mil-
lions of productive acres endan-
gered by erosion and' gullying, 
Texas has accepted the National 
4-H Soil Conservation program 
for 1949. During the past year an 
increase of more than 9,000 
4-H'ers participated in the nation 
wide project, reports the Nation-
al Committee on Boys and Girls 
Club Work. 

4-H members learn to success-
fully conserve soil and prevent 
wastage and deterioration. Be-
cause of its wide scope, parents 
cooperate in a farm-family soil 
conservation plan. Some of the 
activities are: to establish a farm 
nursery; sow fall cover crops; 
test for limestone, phosphate or 
potash; construct checks in gul-
lies; sow grass; plant windbreaks 
build a dam to hold water for 
livestock. The Cooperative Ex-
tension Service directs the pro-
gram. 

Although individual awards 
cannot be given all 4-H youth for 
their work in the project, what 
they accomplish is a vital contri-
bution to the country's future. 
However, to those with outstand-
ing records, Firestone Tire and 
Rubber company presents the fol-
lowing: Gold filled medal of hon-
or for county winners; $50 U. S.
