Feed Grain Program will be a vol-
untary program in which a farmer
may divert an acreage of barley,
corn or grain sorghums to a con-
servation use, receive a diversion
pavment, a price support loan and

a price support payment.

2. One Program - For 1963, bar-
ley, corn and grain sorghums are
combined into one program.

3. Base Acreage - Base acreages
for each of the feed grains (barley,
corn and grain korghums) produc-
ed on the farm in 1959 and 1960 will
be combined into a total 1963 feed
grain base for the farm.

4. Minimum and Maximum Di-
version - A producer may divert
a minimum of 20 percent of the
total feed grain base for the farm,
a maximum of 50 percent or up
to a total of 25 acres, whichever
is higher, In order to be eligible
for any payments or price sup-
port on any of these feed grains,
he must comply with the intentions
shown on the agreement.

Other proposals were a recom-
mendation that the convention as-
sume ownership and operation of
Mexican Baptist Bible Institute ir
San Antonio and the Valley Bap-
tist Academy in Harlingen.

Delegates voted on a proposed
state-wide Baptist evangelistic cru-
sade in 1964 designed to reach
more than 2% million Latin Ameri-
cans.

A special report was given Wed-
nesday night on the Japan Bap-
tist Crusade sponsored by Texas
Baptists. Featuring Billy Graham.
the vast evangelistic effort will be
conducted March 26-May 6. in Ja-
pan with some 600 Baptist minis-
ters and laymen leading revival
meetings in the country.

Special emphasis was placed on
inspirational preaching during the
convention acecording to Dr. James
H. Landes of Wichita Falls, pre-
sident of BGCT. Convention ac-
cording to Dr. James H. Landes
of Wichita Falls, president of BG
CT.

CROP Shares
With Needy People

Tell an American that two-thirds
of the world's people go to bed
hungry and chances are he won't
believe you. Even If he does, he's
likely to respond, ‘That's terrible,
but what can I do about It.”

Individually, there is little he
can do about it, But working to-
gether, Americans can share their
abundance with the two billion per-
sons who climb into bed (of they
are lucky enough to have a bed)
with empty stomachs.

Member churches of Church
World Service—long concerned a-
bout the world's hungry—have a-
dapted their shipping and overseas
dstribution facilities to handle food-
stuffs collected in community ap-
peals. The appeas are known as
the Christian Rural Overseas Pro-
gram (CROP).

Since 1947, CROP has handled
$14 milllon worth o supplies for
export to relef agencies overseas.
paid for the handling' and distri-
bution of a half-billion pounds of
government-donated food valued at
$46 million.

Yet feeding hungry people for a
few weeks does little to solve the
problems that caused the hunger
n the first place. Aware of this,
CROP is gearing more of its aid
toward ‘‘self-support’’ programs,
especially in Latin America, the
Middle East, The Congo, Korea
and Hong Kong. Hundreds of the
thousands of refugees from famine
struck Red China have already
overtaxed Hong Kong's food sup-
ply and made the situation critical.

Recently, a raod project in south-
ern Haiti was in danger of being
abandoned because of a lack of
funds. CROP offered food gifts as
“workpayments'’, and the project
was completed. Not only were the
road workers able to provide for
their families and themselves in
a dignified way, but the completed
road connected a remote village to
a main highway. Soon after, in-
dustry moved into the area, creat-
ing work for the unemployed of
the village.

Expressing their gratitude in a
letter to CROP, the villagers said
that “aid in this form is a neigh-
borly handshake, not a degrading
hand-out."’

Rate is Effective
January 7, 1963

going into effect next January 7
under the legislation signed Thurs-
day, October 11 by President Ken-
nedy.

Fifty stars and thirteen stripes
-—each star a symbol of the hea-
vens and the divine goal to which
man has aspired from time im-

memorial; the stripe a reminder
of the rays of light emanating from
the sun. And the colors, red, white,
and blue, recognized throughout
the world as the emblem of lib-
erty. This is our flag.

But how much da we actually
know about this pennant that spells
freedom of religion, of speech and
of peaceable assembly; the right
to bear arms plus other equally im-
portant rights that give each A-
merican security and protection so
that no State shall deprive a person
of life, liberty or property without

due process of law. This could also

be interpreted to include a man's
reputation—one of his most valu-
able possession.

The story of the origin of our
national flag is not unlike the his-
tory of our great country. We re-
celved our birthright from the peo-
ples of many lands who gathered
on these shores to build a new life
and found a new nation. So, also,
did the pattern of the Stars and
Stripes rise from numerous ori-
gins back in the mists of antiquity
to become emblazoned on the stan-
dards of our infant Republie.

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forefathers reflected their strug-
gles In the new world, Oftentimes
beavers, pine trees, rattlesnakes
anchors and various like inignia
with mottos such as ‘‘Hope,” ‘“Li-
berty,'”” “Appeal to Heaven," or
“Don't Tread on Me'" were ued
on the earller banners.

However, the first flag to have
any resemblance to the flag so
familiar to us today was the Grand
Union flag, sometimes referred to
as the “Congress Color." It, too,
was made up of 13 stripes, alter-
nately red and white, representing
the Thirteen Colonies. The blue
field in the upper left hand corner
bore the crosses of St. George and
St. Andrew, signifying union with
the mother country, This flag was
first flown by the ships of our Colo-
nial Fleet in December of 1775.

Although some historians dispute
the story, it Is commonly believed
that Betsy Ross made the first
flag and on June 14, 1778 the Con-
tinental Congress established the
Stars. Establishment of a national
flag became a necessity o that our
ships at sea would be recognized
and not mistaken for pirate ships.

When the Star Spangled Banner |

was [irst flown by the Continental
Army, General Washington is re-
puted to have said,
stars from heaven, the red from
our mother country, separating it
by white stripes, thus showing that
we have separated from her, and
the white stripes shall go down to
posterity representing liberty."

As new states were admitted to
the Union,
that a star and a stripe be added
but it was soon recognized that the
flag could become unwieldy so the
law of April 4, 1818 proclaimed
that a star he added for each new
state on the 4th of July after its
admission. No change was made
in the flag from 1912 with the ad-
mission of New Mexico and Ari-
zona until 1959 when
added for Alaska and a year later
our 50th star, representing Fa-
waiian statehood.

Recognition of the Pledge of Al-
legiance to the flag was given by
the Congress in 1942 and in 1954
when the phrase “‘under God"” was
officially added. Presiddnt Eisen-
hower, at that time, said that “‘in
this way we are reaffirming the
transcendence of religous faith in
America’s heritage and future; in
this way we shall constantly streng-
then those spiritual weapons which
forever will be our country's most
powerful resource in peace."

Modern Farming
Is Mechinized

College Station—The farmer who
works hardest don't always get
the most done. If he spends all his
timq lugging around bulk mater-
ials that could be handled better
and cheaper by machinery he is
actually wasting much of his time,
according to W. S. Allen, exten-
sion agricultural engineer, Texas
A&M College.

Transportation, harvesting, and
marketing have become mechaniz-
ed and the farmer who is still using
“horse and buggy'' methods of
hauing bulk material is wasting
time and labor as well as money.
The farmer who is increasing his
production and profits today is the
one who is moving materials me-
chanically on the farm, Allen says.
Good buildings and equipment
substitute for much labor but re-
member that a proper balance must
be maintained between machine
and hand labor. Some jobs require
a person's judgment and observa-
tion to perform them properly but
many can actually be done better
by machines, he says.
Mechanization may be cheaper
than you think, Allen explains.
Look around your farm and how
many jobs could be done easier
and better through mechanization.
Then find out how much cheaper
a machine can work than a man,
he adds.

Do vou have any idea how much
trouble an old coat or colored hand-
erchief can cause in a bale of cot-
ton bound for the textile mill? Be-
verly Reeves, extension cotton gin-
ning and mechanization specialist,
Texas A&M College, says that
colored threads mixdd with the
lint can be very expensive to the

have been spun into yarn and may
not be noticed until they are made
into cloth. By then they have con-
taminated a large volume of ma-
terial and the manufacturer suf-
fers a great loss, the specialist
explains.

The stiff competition cotton is
receiving from synthetic fibers
makes it important to use care
while unloading the seed cotton
and all during the ginning process
to reduce losses to the textile mill.
Contamination usually occurs at
the suction and a hat or sweater
which accidentally gets into the
gin here will be shredded and
spread through many bales.

Removing the parts of bales that
contain such threads is costly to
both the producers and the gin-
ners. Farmers and ginners should
make every effort to keep the bal-
ed coton as free of foreign mat-
ter as possile, advises Reeves.

Texas Soil Needs
Quantities of Lime

The value of limestone in crop
production has been known for
many years. It can correct soil
acidity, supply calcium, promote
desirable bacterial activity, make
other plant nutrients more avail-
able, and improve the effectiveness
of fertilizers and manure.

developed under the cooperative
research program of the U, S. De-
partment of Agriculture and the
Texas Agriicultural Experiment
Station.

The new variety averages three
to four feet in height on the High
Plains this disease is present only
is very wet growing seasons. The
variety has demonstrated superior
wind resistance and ability to with-
stand weathering after frost.

Developers of the new variety
report that yields on the High Plain
have ranged from 2,200 to 2,400
pounds an acre in field trials. Lynn
has alo been a high yielder in
Oklahoma, Kansas and Nebraska
variety trial. Adequate soil fer-
tility and molisture are needed for
high yields. It is satisfactory for
mechanical harvest, !

It combines well with available
dwarf-internode female lines to
produce high vielding first-genera-
tion hybrids. Yields of 2,300 to 2,
750 pounds an acre were produced
in 1961 experimental plots by first-
generation hybrids which had Lynn
as the male parent.

Lynn is recommended in Texas
as an early commercial variety and
for use as a male parent in the

production of early, dwarf-inter-
node, first-generation hybrids. Be-
cause it is early, it can be grown

in the northern extremes of the cas-
torbean growing area—Nebraska,
and Kansas—and for late plantings
on the High Plains of Texas.

The new variety has performed
well under irrigation in the South-
ern and Ceniral Great Plains State
Though it has some drouth toler-
ance, it is not recommended for
dryland planting nor for areas with
high rainfall and relative humidity
due to possible capsule mold da-
mage.

Foundation seed were made a-
vailable to seed growers for 1962
plantings.

Cotton Allotment
And Quota is
Announced for 63

College Station, Oct. —The U.S.
Department of Agriculture announ-
ced on October 15 a national mar-
keting quota of 14,367,000 bales and
a national acreage allotment of 16
million_acres for the 1963 upland
cotton crop. December 11 was set
as the date for grower referendum
on 1963 marketing quotas.

The announcement also said an
additional 310,000 acres would be
available as a national reserve to
be used for establishing minimum
farm allotments. It was further
stated that it is not anticipated
that this will be the final national
acreage authorized for 1963 since
new legislation is to be recommend-
ed to Congress by the President.

The 16-million acre allotment is

bales by August 1, 1963.

The Presldent has announced that
he will recommend legislation to
remove the Inequity in the present
two price cotton system and has
requested the USDA to make re-
commendations to him as to the
means for accomplishing that pur-
pose, This legislation would in-
crease the domestic use of U.S,
cotton and may also contain other
provisions which would permit in-
creases in the acreage to be plant-
ed.

In the December 11 referendum,
a two-thirds majority of those vot-
ing is needed to make marketing
quotas effective on the 1963 up-
land cotton crop. Extra long sta-
ple growers will vote on the same
day on marketing quotas for their
type cotton. If marketing quotas
are approved, price support to coop-
erating growers will be available

First Meeting

Dimmitt, Nazareth, and Hart
teachers met Thursday in the South
Grade School Cafeteria where they
enjoyed a dinner of ham with all
the trimmings.

This is the first of three meet-
ings conducted by the Castro Coun-
ty Unit of Texas State Teachers
Association.

Business sesion was presided
over by J. M. Slavik, president of
the Association. The group elected
a new ftreasurer Bailey by ac-
clamation. Preident Slavik appoint-
ed a nominating committee com-
posed of Ralph Smith of Dimmitt,
G.G. Graves of Hart, and Sister
Borgerding of Nazareth.

Mrs. S. T. Newman, vice-presi-
dent of Castro County T.S.T.A. was
in charge ol the program. Featur-
ed speakers of the evening were
W E. Reisdorph of Dimmitt, Mal-
colm Atwood of Hart, and Sister
Benedict Marie of Nazareth.

Reisdorph spoke on ‘‘Texas State
Teachers Association'’. The speak-

er brought out the historical back-
ground of the assoclation. Austin
Assoclation and North Texas As-

soclation united In 1880 as the T.
S.T.A. Flirst memers of the asso-
clation were school leders. Later,
classroom teacher joined the pro
fessional association. Headquarter
presently in Austin of T.S.T.A. were
moved there In 1919,

According to Residorph, the as-
sociation has promoted several leg-
islative acts for the benefit of tea-
chers. Among these acts were sal
ary increases for teachers, teacher
retirement program and the
association's fight to defeat bills
which hurt the profession.

The speaker emphasized the ser-
vices of T.S.T.A. such as a good
research department, field service,
workshops for teachers, numerous
handbooks and bulletins, publishs
the “Texa Outlook'', film library
service, speakers available for pro-
grams, and an excellent program
of public relations.

“The average salary in 1961 for

teachers was $5128 which was
brought about through T.S.T.A ef-
forts,’”" declared Reisdorph.

In conclusion the principal em-
phasized,’"'We need to perform es-
sential services to our school and
our community. First priority
should be service."

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Malcolm Atwood, second speak-

er of the evening emphasized the
importance of teachers meeting
their professional standards.

“If we are golng to be profes-
sional people, we must strive to
take the first seat and not be con-
tent with second or third,”” urged
Atwood.

He went on to say, ‘“We must
improve ourselves to met the chal-
lenges of the sciences, new em-
phasis on foreign languages. and
new modern math methods."”

Many provisions are made for
teachers to improve in their re-
spective fields. In-service and pre-
service programs are provided for
teacher improvements.

According to the speaker, Texas
ranks 4th among all the states in

recornizing the dignity of the whole

having degree teachers. Approxi-
mately, 79 per cent of Texas tea-
chers have degrees.

Speaking on ‘“‘Teacher Ethics"
was Sister Benedict Marie of Na-
zareth. She read and emphasized
certain aspects of the teacher’s
Code of Ethics. The code ,\!m(‘:;l
a teacher is responsible to pupil,
parent, public, and profession.

The teacher declared, ““We can-
not build ourelves up, if we tear
someone else down.”

She concluded with the idea of

personality of the student and striv-
Ing to develop its myrid aspects
At the conclusion of the program

each superintendent introduced new
teachers In the school systems and
county.

P In 1948 Connally managed Johnson’s Senate campaign, (87 vote landslide)
which involved the scandalous vote frauds of Duval County and Box 13 in
Jim Wells County.

Late in 1949 Connally joined the law firm of Powell, Wirtz and Rauhaut in

Austin. State Senator Wirtz was Under Secretary of the Interior when he
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resigned his Washington post to return to Texas to run Johnson’s firs¢ Sena-
torial campaign in 1941.

In 1952 John Connally went to work for Fort Worth oil man, Sid Richardson.
Attorney General Will Wilson said, “Sid Richardson did not hire (Connally)
for his training or knowledge. Sid Richardson hired him because he was LB]J’s
campaign manager.” Lyndon Johnson had this comment on Mr. Richardson,
“Nobody did more to send me to the Senate than the late Sid Richardson.”

P In 1956 Lyndon Johnson tapped Connally to place Johnson’s name in nomi-
nation for President at the Democratic National Convention.

P In 1956,1958,and 1960 Connally was picked to lead the Johnson forces in
the county and state conventions.

P> In 1960, Johnson called on Connally to lead the drive to obtain the Presidential
* nomination for him. Later, Connally was active in Johnson’s Texas campaign.

P As a reward, Connally was tagged for the post of Secretary of the Navy

patronage plum.”

In 1961 Connally, after less than a year on the job he pledged to fill for four

years, resigned to run for Governor of Texas., Time magazine said Connally’s
announcement for Governor *‘certainly seemed to carry Lyndon Johnson’s
political fingerprints.” (December 22, 1961) After Connally’s victory over
Yarborough, Time said “His mentor Lyndon Johnson thus tightened his grip
on the Texas Democratic organization.” (June 8, 1962)

P All over Texas long-time Lyndon Johnson backers are spearheading Connally’s
million dollar campaign, Why? Federal pay offs from the Kennedy-
