Howell's hopes stay high

"“The doctor said we could
safely say now that the arm
has been saved, but that the
hand is still questionalbe,”
Charlene Howell said Satur-
day in the hospital room of
her son, Matt.

Mrs. Howell has not left
Highland Hospital in Lubbock
since her 19-year-old son was
brought there Jan. 2, after his
left arm had been severed
above the elbow in a farm ac-
cident.

In a unique 11%-hour oper-
ation, a team of surgeons re-
attached Howell's arm. It was
a tough, intricate assignment:
the arm had been literally
knocked off; the elbow had
been separated; both bones in
the forearm were fractured.

Hours after the operation,
the arm swelled so badly that
Howell had to undergo sur-
gery again. This time the sur-
geons made four lenthwise in-
cisions in his forearm to ease
the pressure that was hinder-
ing circulation.

“They've told me that as
long as the bone is still alive,
they can build me a new
finger around it,”" he said.

Arthur (Herrera) said ‘----,
let’s get the -—-- out of here’.
. . . Roxanne screamed. . . .1
heard the shot come in, and
they killed her."”

The incident, he said, oc-
curred in the driveway of the
Loy Dean Stone farm home,
near a small pumphouse.

And Lena Mae Elmquist,
an employee of the A&M Gun
Shop in Hereford, identified a
Winchester Model 1400 auto-
matic shotgun in the court-
room by serial number as the
one she sold to Stone on Oct.
14, 1977.

Garza and Mrs, Elmquist
were the last of 24 witnesses
called by District Attorney
Jimmy Davis before he rested
the state’s case against Stone
Tuesday morning.

Neither Garza nor the other &

“Results for the quarter
and six months when com-
pared to those of last year re-
flect a significant improve-
ment in earnings from our
sweetener operations, princi-
pally because of a greater
contribution from cane sugar
operations and reduced losses
in our corn sweetener opera-
tions.

‘‘Earnings from the indus-
trial products group, while
less than those of the com-
parable periods in 1979, con-
tinued to constitute a major
portion of the corporation’s
total operating profits,”’ said
Robert T. Quittmeyer, presi-
dent and chief executive of-
ficer.

"“We are encouraged by the
better economic environment
which appears to be develop-
ing in the sweetener business.
High sugar prices have been a
factor in improving conditions
in both the beet sugar and
corn sweetener operations.

‘‘However, the poor quality
of sugar beets processed dur-
ing the fall of 1979 caused the
Spreckels Sugar Division to
operate at a loss during the
quarter just ended and tended
to obscure the favorable effect
of better price levels.

“Results from our com
sweetener operations, al-
though showing a slight loss
for the quarter and half-year,
were significantly improved
over the comparable periods
of a year ago.

““The International Trade
Commission is currently con-
ducting an investigation to de-
termine whether these less
than fair value imports are
causing material injury to the
domestic industry. If the com-
mission’s decision is affirma-
tive, a dumping finding will
be issued and imports from
Canada will be subject to
special dumping duty.

"‘Operating rates have been
high and order input has been
strong in the Duff-Norton and
Milwaukee Electric Tool sub-
sidiaries through the first six
months of fiscal 1980.

“‘Although the earnings re-
corded by the industrial pro-
ducts group were less than
the outstanding results ach-
ieved in the comparable per-
iods of fiscal 1979, we believe
it is possible to recapture dur-
ing the balance of the current
fiscal year at least a portion of
the ground lost in the first six
months."’

Notary public
law changed.

A new Texas law concern-

ing notaries public, which was -

approved in the November el-
ection last year, is now in ef-
fect and affects the method of
appointment of notaries pub-
lic, also the length of terms in
office and area of jurisdiction.

Application for commission
as a notary now must be filed
directly with the secretary of
state, instead of going
through the county clerk’s
office as formerly. Instead of
renewing a commission every
two years, notaries public now
need to apply only every four
years.

Also, the jurisdiction of a
notary public is statewide un-
der the new law, rather than
confined to the county in
which the appointment is
made.

State Sen. ton Clower (D-
Garland), who introduced the
bill in the Texas Senate, said,
1 am very pleased that the
people of Texas overwhelm-
ingly approved the act. By re-
moving the step of applying
with the county clerk’s office,
this measure will cut cost,
ume and duplication to the
advantages oi taxpayers.'’

Clower mentioned that the
act does not change the com-
missions of notaries appointed
under the old system, who
need only apply to the sec-
retary of state for renewal of
appointment when their term
ends.

Gerald McCathern, who an-
nounced his intention to run
for state senator from District
31 on Sept. 19, made it official
Monday by sending his filing
fee to the state Democratic
headquarters.

According to the American
Legion ‘‘Adjutant’s Letter'" of
Jan. 16, the new Viet-Vet eli-
gibility dates of Aug. 5, 1961
to May 7, 1975 have been re-
vised by P.L. 96-155 signed
by the President and are to be
Dec. 22, 1961 to May 7, 1975.

A large number of veterans
and widows of veterans who
are entitled to Veterans Ad-
ministration disability and
death pension benefits are
currently receiving letters
showing incorrect monthly
payments. Anyone receiving
an incorrect award letter from
the VA should contact their
local Veterans Service Office
for assistance.

In November and Decem-
ber, veterans and widows re-
ceived annual income ques-
tionnaire cards to be com-
pleted and returned to the
VA. The income information
is required under Federal
laws each year, and the in-
formation shown on the cards
enables the VA to determine
whether a person continues to
be eligible for the benefits
being paid.

““They’'re going to do some
skin grafting sometime this
week, and in three weeks
they're going to check the
broken bones to see if they've
healed —and I want to be here
for all tFut,”’ Mrs. Howell
said, as though an explana-
tion were needed.

"‘The doctors have been ex-
tremely honest and helpful,
and have been careful not to
mislead us,’’ Howell's father
said. ‘“‘But you know, Dr.
(Gerald) Woolum isn’t the
type of fellow to show his feel-
ings too much, but he gets ex-
cited when he looks at the
arm, and says, ‘Boy, this is
looking good!” "'

Once a day the arm is freed
from its bulky wrapping—
gauze pads, pressure ban-
dages and exterior brace—
and is treated in a medicated
whirlpool bath. Then silva-
dene salve (the same as is
used for burn patients) is
rubbed on it, and it's re-
wrapped for another day.

How much longer will How-
ell be in the hospital?

“Well, we asked them
once, and they just laughed
and said, ‘A long time,’ "’
Howell said. ‘'‘The laugh
seemed to make it sound
longer."’

Coke switches to fructose,
but not the type made here

“‘I think this move by Coke
is a significant one for us,"
said Doug Lapins, general
manager of the Dimmitt Am-
star plant.

Lapins was referring to an
announcement by Coca-Cola
that it would replace half its
sugar usage with high fruc-
tose corn syrup. Coca-Cola is
the largest sugar buyer in the
world, using 1'2 million tons
a year.

Coke and Pepsi produce
one-half of all the pop made,
Lapins said, and there are
indications that Pepsi may
also be considering a shift to
use of high fructose syrup.
Lapins said he thought this
change to fructose was
brought about by anticipation
of “‘higher sugar prices down
the road."

However, the Dimmitt plant
has the capability to manu-
facture 55 percent fructose ‘‘if
the money is available for the
additional equipment,’’ Lap-
ins said. :

“Fructose has been the
‘ugly duckling' of the sweet-
ener industry, and now we've
bloomed,””  Lapins  said.
“"We're being looked at fav-
orably now by the bottlers as
well as the gasohol people.”

It would require an execu-
tive decision by Amstar
whether to put the Dimmit
plant into the ‘'55 fructose
game,’’ ethanol, or both.

“If enough money is avail-
able, we would have the cap-
abilities of doing both,"" Lap-
ins said.

““There is a seasonality
problem with 55 fructose—
more pop is consumed in the
summer—that ethanol doesn't
have,"" Lapins added.

““The company will have to
look at the economics of all
the possibilities and make its
decision,'’ Lapins said.
