Meet Betty Bryant once and

you’re family.

After more than four decades of serving
as surrogate mother and grandmother to a
whole farming community, Bryant closed
the Pleasant Valley Gin Cafe this week.

The small, cozy cafe just over the Lamb
County line off U.S. Highway 70 was
more than a place to grab a cup of coffee
or munch on her famous chicken-fried
steak and peach cobbler — it was home.

“I’ve been here so long, they all feel
like family,” said Bryant, stealing a hearty
hug from the granddaughter of a longtime
patron.

“I"ve seen all these fellas grow up. I've
hugged them all. And if they needed a
smack, I gave them one,” she said as a
steady stream of well-wishers poured
through the tiny cafe door Thursday
during a farewell ceremony.

Bryant opened the cafe in 1953 when
her late husband Oakie helped build the
gin. She kept the cafe open just during
harvest season until he passed away in
1979. Then she kept it open year round.

Lecretia Roland, who worked at the

Cafe for 10 years, said Bryant has seen her
through both the good and bad times.

“She’s more than a good friend, she’s
like my mother,” said Roland, now a nurse
at Muleshoe Area Medical Center. “She’s
always been there. She helped get me
through my divorce.”

She still stops by once a week.

The cafe opened for breakfast and
lunch, serving about 25-30 customers who
devoured Bryant’s homestyle cooking and
hospitality.

Regulars would grab their own coffee
or ice tea. Make yourself at home was the
cafe credo.

“It’s a place for the community to get
together and visit,” said Frank Wuerflein,

Curbing
domestic
violence

Domestic violence isn't just abig city problem.
Just ask local law enforcement and court offi
cials.

“Anyone believing that domestic violence isn’t
a problem in Muleshoe, just because it is a small,
quiet town, is definitely mistaken,” Bailey County
Judge Marilyn Cox said.

Last year, the Muleshoe Police Department
investigated about 30 cases of domestic violence

Local judges, attorneys and police have taken
a hard-nose approach to prosecuting abusers.

“Society finally got fed up with drunk driving.
Now the time has come that we have to take the
same attitude towards domestic violence,” said
Cox, who hears misdemeanor domestic violence
assault cases in her court.

Cox wants local offenders to be aware that
Bailey County is taking a serious stance on the
potentially deadly crime and taking full advan
tage of a state law notrequiring victims to initiate
charges.

Cox explained that if there is evidence of an
assault, the state can, and in Bailey County most
likely will, prosecute the abuser on the behalf of
the victim. She added that the last four county
attorneys have been aggressive about charging
abusers, regardless if the victim agrees to testify
or not.

The judge strongly supports the law since most
victims are usually too scared to press formal
charges against their abuser and that almost 90
percent of the time, the victim asks for the case to
be dismissed. But once an assault occurs, it is out
of the victim’s control and up to prosecutors to
determine if enough evidence exists to charge the
perpetrator.

According to District Attorney Johnny
Actkinson, who prosecutes felony domestic cases,
“more emphasis is being put on developing a case
where the victim’s testimony is not needed —
although the best witness is always the victim.”

The district attorney said police today are
more conscious of gathering evidence at abuse
crime scenes thatcan help his office prosecute the
domestic abuse cases.

Muleshoe Police Chief Don Carter links
Muleshoe’s problem of domestic violence di
rectly to alcohol use, since it is a factor in most of
the cases in which the police department is
called. Cox agreed, saying most of the domestic
violence cases in her court involve the abuser
using alcohol or drugs, which always seem to be
a factor in the escalation of the violence.

Carter said that his department takes domestic
violence cases seriously and if an assault does
occur, the abuser, male or female, will be ar-
rested.

“It’s important to intervene, because if the
violence isn’t stopped, it almost always contin-
ues, and unfortunately usually escalates,” Carter
said.

Farm Bureau questions pesticide changes

WACO — Texas' largest
farm organization is offering
cautious optimism for the
Clinton Administration's ef-
forts to salvage the use of key
crop protection chemicals
from aggressive regulation by
the Environmental Protection
Agency.

Vice President Al Gore
stated the administration's
policy by calling for imple-
mentation based on "good sci-
ence, sound regulation and
public input, and the needs of
farmers."

Ned Meister, director of
Commodity and Regulatory
Activities for the Texas Farm
Bureau, said there are no vi-
able replacements available for
the chemical tools on the chop-
ping block, and insisted that
they are safe when used by
applicators and farmers who
are trained to apply them.

The agency is using the Food
Quality Protection Act, passed
in 1996, to propose the elimi-
nation of many crop protection
chemicals considered vital to
the agricultural industry.

Ironically, the Farm Bureau

supported the passage of
FQPA in 1996.

"What we had in mind in
1996 sure wasn't this," said
Meister. He thanked Gore for
efforts toslow down andevalu-
ate what he calls a "potentially
huge regulatory mistake."

Meister stated, however,
that while the Gore directive
buys agriculture more time,
the industry needs much more.

"Science and technology
are the reason food in America
is cheap and safe,” Meister
said. "We have to get politics
outof these decisions, and rely
on science."

An entire class of chemi-
cals, called organophosphates,
are at risk under regulations
proposed by EPA. They have
many on farm uses, and they
are some of the most effective
means to control common
household pests, like fire ants
and cockroaches.

"There are no effective sub-
stitutes, nothing to replace the
organophosphates,” Meister
said.

"Thereis alimit tothe num-
ber of tools that can be taken

away from agriculture with-
out affecting the supply and
price of food and fiber."
Meister said farmers and
ranchers feel a moral obliga-
tion to provide food for in-
fants and children that meets
every reasonable test for
safety.

"Without these production
tools, the availability of af-
fordable, safe and nutritious
food, for the first time in the
memory of most Americans,
could be in jeopardy," he said.

Gore emphasized four prin-
ciples, saying the decisions
must be based on good sci-
ence; agricultural producers
must be kept informed

WASHINGTON, D.C. —
In response to incorrect infor-
mation distributed by others
on the Internet, the Department
of Veterans Affairs (VA) is
clarifying recent changes re-
garding veterans'eligibility for
health care.

VA is required by law to
establish anenrollment system
for health-care services to be
in place by Oct. 1, 1998. While
veterans must be enrolled to
receive care, it does not mean
that veterans who have not ap-
plied for enrollment by that
date will lose their eligibility
for VA health care. Veterans
can apply and be enrolled at
the time they are in need of VA
health care. Veterans who have
received VA health-care ser-
vices since Oct. 1, 1996, will
have an application processed
automatically on their behalf.

Applicants will be placed in
one of seven enrollment pricr-
ity groups specified by Cc 1-
gress. Based on the prioruy
they are assigned, the number
of other veterans requesting to
be enrolled, and the funds avail-
able for VA health care, VA
will determine how many vet-

VA clarifies rules for health-care enrollment

erans can be served. Veterans
will be notified by mail begin-
ning in late spring whether or
not their application for enroll-
ment has been accepted.

After Oct. 1, 1998, some
veterans may still be treated
without being enrolled. Veter-
ans with service-connected dis-
abilities may be treated for
those disabilities, and veterans
who were discharged or re-
leased from active duty for a
disability incurred or aggra-
vated while on active duty may
be treated for that disability
within the first 12 months after
their discharge.

Veterans who are classified
as being service-disabled with
arating of 50 percent or greater
will continue to be eligible for
VA health-care services with-
out making application for en-
rollment.

While veterans in these cat-
egories do not have to be en-
rolled to be treated, they are
encouraged to do so to help
VA plan its services and allo-
cate its resources.

Those who are enrolled will
be eligible for inpatient and
outpatient services, including

preventive and primary care.
Other services include: diag-
nosis and treatment; rehabili-
tation; mental health and sub-
stance abuse treatment; home
health, respite and hospice care;
and drugs and pharmaceuticals
in conjunction with VA treat-
ment.

Veterans accepted for en-
rollment will be eligible to re-
ceive care at any of VA's more
than 1,100 service sites. While
enrollment must be renewed
every year, a veteran's enroll-
ment will automatically be re-
newed unless he or she chooses
not to re-enroll, or unless VA

resources limit the number of

veterans the department can
cover. Certain veterans will be
asked to provide income infor-
mation annually in order for
VA to properly classify them
within the enrollment system,
as required by law.

Toapply forenrollment, vet-
erans should call, write or visit
their nearest VA health-care
facility.

Cloud seeding begins this month

The second year of a pre-
cipitation enhancement pro-
gram within a 10-million acre
target area in the Texas High
Plans and the east central part
of New Mexico begins May 1.

Precipitationenhancement,
or cloud seeding, attempts to
stimulate clouds to generate
more rainfall than they would
otherwise by adding silver io-
dide as a seeding agent. The
silver iodide provides addi-
tional condensation nuclei that
can allow more cloud moisture
to be converted to large rain-
drops that can survive the fall
through the dry sub-cloud layer
and reach the ground as mean-
ingful rainfall.

"We are excited about the
second year of the precipita-
tion enhancement program,”
said James P. Mitchell of

Wolfforth, president of the
High Plains Underground
Water Conservation District
No. 1 Board of Directors. "Any
additional rainfall generated
as aresult of this program may
help reduce ground water
pumpage and increase natural
recharge. This will help ex-
tend the life of the Ogallala
Aquifer within the Texas High
Plains and a portion of New
Mexico."

Weather Modification Inc.
(WMI) of Fargo returns as the
contractor forthe 1998 Texas/
New Mexico project. Under
the contract, WMI provides a
licensed meterorologist who
selects clouds suitable for seed-
ing using a weather radar dis-
play, standard meteorological
data and forecasting proce-
dures, surface weather obser-

vations, and pilot reports.
Based on this information, air-
craft stationed at Amarillo,
Lubbock, and Portales can be
dispenced to dispense silver
iodide at cloud-top levels into
the selected clouds.

The program target area
includes Bailey, Castro, Co-
chran, Hale, Hockley, Lub-
bock, Lamb, Lynn, Parmer,
Terry, and Yoakum Counties,
as well as portions of
Armstrong, Crosby, Deaf
Smith, Floyd, Potter, and
Randall Counties. Curry,
Roosevelt, and southwestern
Quay Counties make up the
New Mexico target area.

After
many tries, Wilson narrowed
down the precise chemical to
oleic acid. If the ants smelled
oleic acid, they would carry

enough, their nestmates seized
them and marched them, their
legs and antennae wriggling in
protest, out to the ant ceme-
tery.

If they did not
remove every trace of the oleic
acid, the nestmates would
promptly seize them again and
return them to the cemetery
They had to be certifiably
alive, judged solely by smell,
before being accepted back
into the nest.”
