I can recommend that men believe on the Lord 
Jesus Christ before they can be saved, because God 
authorized it (Heb. 11:G; John 8:24; 3.16). I cannot 
recommend salvation by faith only, though, because 
God's word says man is not justified by faith only 
(Jas.' 2:24). I eiui recommend that men must repent of 
their sins before they can be saved, because God “com­
mands all men everywhere to repent’ (Acts 17:30). I 
can safely recommend tnat men must openly confess 
Chri.st with the mouth to be saved, because the Apos- 
ti« ppiii rpIcI “with the mouth conlession is made unto 
salvation” (Rom 10:9.10». 1 can recommend that men 

"♦—'d fimm*>isedi) in water for the remission 
of sins, because God specifically authorizes it (Acts 
2:38, 10.47.48). I cannot recommend any plan of sal­
vation which stops short of this because no man can 
be saved In his sins. If he could be. Christ need not 
have come and need not have died.
