Promoting and financing a 
derby was quite a )oh The 
money war raised by having 
horned toad races as one of 
the main festivities of the der­
by Clever letters were sent

to merchants, manufacturers, 
and prominent people all over 
•k MnP-d States and various 
other places asking if they
w.uia i.iutr a frog in the rsc- , 
es.

The response was belter
than expecting, for there were
entries from everywhere.

On year Edger Bergen, 
crestur of Charlie McCarthy, 
entered a (rog that won a 
share of the ptue money.

fh e  coat of entrv was five 1 
dollars a toad and fifteen dot 
lars entry fee for those who 
wished to enter the sweep­
stake race Three hundred 
dollars went to the first pla­
ce w.ntwr of the sweetstake 
race, $200 for second place 
winner, and $100 for third pla­
ce winner

The whole plan-went smoo­
thly, and Eastland had threal 
successful derbys

The last Horned Toad Der­
by was held in 1990 and it 
proved to be the best of the 
three.

Over 300 toads were enter 
ed in the races

It has been said that the 
next year or so would lie a 
good lime to revive the der­
by, for it would again draw 
nation-wide attention to Eaat- 
land County.

The past derbys merited 
publicity nationwide
