Judge H arris, in the  county court, 
fc«ard some pleas of guilty, aud th is 
(afternoon departed fo r Dublin.

The only courts in session were those 
of Justice Terrell and Justice Mullins, 
(he la tte r  engaged in civil business.

In County Court
In the county court the docket 

shows th a t J. Gray, a lias Foote, a  ne­
gro, pleaded guilty to  stealing an  
am ount of money from  under a  white 
m an’s m attress  on the N orth Side, and 
.was fined $25 and 25 days In Jail. Com­
plain t was made to the officers of tho 
theft and Foote was suspected. Depu­
tie s  Sheriff Smfthee aud D illard went 
over and made tho a rres t. The negro 
retu rned  $13 of the money. .Resistance 
was expected, and, sure enough, when 
the  negro was found he had a huge 
knife open iu his baud. One. of the 
officers asked the negro to let him 
look a t the knife, which request was 
complied with, the  negro not knowing 
he was talk ing to  an officer. 'I he a r ­
res t was made, however, a t th a t times 
w ithout difficulty.

Judge H arris also accepted a  plea of 
guilty  to the charge of aggravated as­
sau lt made by a m an named M urphy, 
and assessed his punishm ent a t  $25 
flue, with costs attached.

Je rry  Rogers, a negro, pleaded guil­
ty to  aggravated assault on Bal>e Fer- 
rel. a white woman “coke fi°nd.” and 
w as fined $25 and costs, l ie  will be 
sen t to  the county road.

In Justice  T errell's  Court
In  Justice Terrell s court th is m orn­

ing a  case, of assault was hoard pre­
ferred against a business m an named 
W ard. The evidence on which the 
prosecution was based w hat tha t a 
m an named Moinand had purchased a 
pair of shoos, and becoming dissatis­
fied requested his money back. W ard 
proposed to provide ano ther pair of 
shoes, but th is did not meet with the 
approval of Mom and and angry words 
ensued. W ard undertook to lead Mo- 
mand from the store, and a scuffle fol­
lowed. and Momand claimed W ard 
used harsh m easures to  eject him. T he 
defense was th a t Momand became bois­
terous In action and language and the 
proprietor sim ply,led him toward the 
door, and Momand stum bled against a  
ladder.

Justice Terrell rendered a verdict In 
favor of the defendant, declaring him 
not guilty.

Ruling in Favor of State
Judge Dunklin yesterday afternoon 

rendered a decision in the case In 
which argum ent was commenced at 
2:30 o'clock, styled "The State of Texas 
vs. the Gulf. Colorado and Santa Fe 
Railw ay company," particulars of 
which were fully s*vt forth in yester­
day’s M ail-Telegram. llis  decision 
w as in favor of the state  in accord­
ance with A ttorney General Bell's 
contention. Judge Bell did not a.-k 
for the extrem e penalty, $500. but the 
lowest fine was suggested, $100. as it 
was in the nature of a test.

A num ber of these small coins are  still 
preserved, and it will be easily under­
stood how th e  nam e “bawbee,” or 
baby, cam e to  be given to  tho coin 
bearing the  effigy of the  baby. The 
halfpenny of Scotland Is still common­
ly calk'd th e  bawbee, although th e  
baby face uo longer appears on i t — 
Pearson’s.

All th e  m ountains of Ja p an  a re  of

nnquestioned 'voleanie origin, an d  F u ji 
s tands w here Hondo, t-brv m ain island, 
is broadest. About tw en ty  c ra te rs  are  
still active th roughout th e  Islands, b u t 
Fuji-san belongs to  the  m urb  g rea ter 
num ber w hich a re  now Inactive. I ts  
las t eruption occurred In 1707, contin­
uing m ore th an  a month. As fa r  aw ay  
us Tokyo, 6ixty miles northeast, tha  
ashes fell to  a depth o f seven or eigh t 
inches, while on the  Tokaldo, tw elve 
or fifteen miles southeast, the  accu­
m ulation w as six feet. A t th is  tim e 
w as form ed Ho-yei-san, a secondary, 
or parasitic, cone on th e  sou theast 
elope.

No o ther m ountains in Ja p an  reach 
w ith in  3,000 fee t of the  elevation of 
F u ji, and  it Is therefore  in prom inent 
view from  an  imm ense area, including 
th irteen  provinces of th e  empire. Cer­
ta in  avenues in Tokyo are  culled Fujl- 
nil, or F u ji viewing streets, and  from 
all of them  the  fam ous peak is a glori­
ous spectacle. All w in ter long the  sum ­
m it of Kujl-san is unapproachable, and 
from  November to Ju ly  suowrs reign 
suprem e. In  the la tte r  m onth, how­
ever, when th e  tra ils  up th e  m ountain 
slopes a re  laid  bare, the  ascen t be­
comes feasible and  rem atne so th rough­
out the  sum m er and  early  autum u.

T h e r e  1« No M ik a d o .
Mr. W. S. G ilbert w as no doubt p ri­

m arily  responsible fo r the  belief which 
Is everyw here p revalen t th a t  the  em ­
peror of Ja p an  is a lw ays called the  
m ikado by ills people. Ask nine men 
ou t of ten w hat is the  official title  of 
th e  ru ler of th e  Islands o f the  ch rysan­
them um  and they will probably th ink  
they  are  being m ade fun  of. Assure 
them  th a t  the  question is asked  In all 
sober seriousness and they  will give 
th a t  of the  title  of Mr. G ilbert's  Im­
perial opera. F o r all this, the  nine 
men out of ten  would be wrong. H is 
m ajesty Is known as “tenno hei-ka;” 
which moans “bis Im perial m ajesty .” 
Thus the  people of Ja p an  address their 
sovereign exactly  as  do th e  sub jects 
of the im perious kaiser. M ikado used 
a t  one tim e to  be the  title , for It is the 
oldest form  of address in use. I t  has. 
however, fallen Into abeyance fo r sev­
era l generations.

O r la d a to a e a .
The production of grindstones in the  

U n ita l ¡States is alm ost entirely from  
Ohio and  Michigan. The principal 
grindstone d istric t in Ohio is included 
in Lorain, Cuyahoga and Sum m it coun­
ties, w ith Cleveland as a  center, the 
largest grindstone quarries and  m anu­
factu ring  p lan ts being w ithin tw enty- 
live miles of Cleveland. The quarries 
in southern  Ohio are  along the  Ohio 
river w est of M arietta  and Inland 
northw est of th a t city. A few  quarries 
a re  in W est Virginia across the  river 
from  M arietta. The M ichigan quarries 
a re  on the  shores of L ake H uron, abou t 
ninety miles north of P o rt H uron, n ear 
G rindstone City. In  South D akota a re  
located the  quarries of the  Edgem ont 
Stone company.
