from the station I heard a noise at the
back door. No one had any business
there. As I started out I met a fellow
who told me he wanted me fo go
through the train with him while he
perpetrated a hold-up., meaning I was

to receive the valuables as the pas-
sengers offered them. I told him I
guessed I would not; he said I had

another guess coming, and raised hrs
already drawn pistol as to strike me.
I made a rush, grabbing at thé weapon
with both hands. One of my hands
had been injured a year ago and was
not strong. We struggled around for
a few minutes which seemed a long
time to me, until my grasp became
weak end the robber was able to fire.
He did so three times, all of the balls
going through the palm of my hight
hand. I still held to the gun while
we struggled on the back platform.
After a few more minutes which seem-
ed another long time the gun was drop-
ped and rolled off the train.

“The robber knew his business for he
reached for the emergency valve and
stopped the train. In an instant he
was gone. A mystery about the visit
of. the lone bandit is where he con-
cealed himself until we reached the

siding. He could have been on top of
the car or he might have been under-
neath the platform, either of which is
a common occurrence. It would be im-
possible for me to furnish any descrip-

THE COTTON CROP IN
SIGHT IN TEXAS STATE

D ALLAS, Tex., Aug. 6.—The sit-
| uation in the cotton crop of the

Dallas district—and, for that matter,
of the entire state—is one of perplex-
ing uncertainty. The chapces are de-
cidedly more favorable to an unusual-
ly large crop than a small one. The
tremendous rainfalls of the last two
weeks and the attendant destructive
floods have created the uncertainty.
The crop will stand all the rain that
has fallen without serious damage, if
the clear, dry, warm weather that
started in on July 31 continues for a
period of two weeks. This looks as if
it will be the case. But if more rain
falls and the cloudy, cold conditions
of the last two weeks are renewed,
then the crop will be almost sure to
suffer irreparable loss, July rains, in
the volume just experienced, are the

most dangerous that can fall during|
the cotton-growing season in this sec-|

tion of Texas. It is just the period
when the crop iz on the verge of ma-
tursag and needs the sunshine and
warm nights. The long drouth had
put the Texas cotton lands in condi-
tion to accept an abnormal quantity
of water, and that is why the recent
floods are not likely to prove disas-
trous to the crop as a whole.

The plant as a rule in the Dallas
territory 1s of robust—alinost gigantic
—size. It is waist high in many
places and full of rank growth. Farm-
ers generally say warm, clear, dry
weather for two weeks to come will

enable splendid fruitage to develop,
and the estimates of yield run as
high as a bale to the acre in the rich |
bottom lands, three-quarters of a bale |
in the next best, and nowhere is the
estimate put at a lower quantity than
half a bale.

Of course there are a few calamity |
apostles, who declare “worms will- kill
the crop” as a result of the long wet
spell, but- the worms have not yet ap- |
peared in disastrous numbers. With |
the good weather proviso, the crop of
Texas (including Oklahoma and the
Indian Territory ) should go close to
the 4,000,000 bale mark for 1902

All reporis received here indicate
that the condition of the crop at this
date is much improved on that noted |
in the report furnished for July 1.

The crop in Northern Texas is
about three weeks late. The fields are |
in a comparatively clean condition to |
promote good development for the
remainder of the growing season, ap-
proximately thirty to forty days.

Labor may develop as a serious|
problem when the picking season ar-1
rives, particnlarly if a reford-makitjg
crop is realized. Extensive railrea.l
construction over the state and strong |
activity in the erection of new build-

W. K. VANDERBILT BREAKS THE
PARISIAN RECORD FOR
AUTO TIME

New York, Aug. 6.—W. K. Vander-
bilt has broken the automobile reec-
ords for a mile and almost for a kilo-
metre, according to a Paris dispatch to
the New York American. He drove tne
car used in the Ardennes circuit race.
The course was along the road be-
tween Ablis and Starnaul, flying along
the mile in 48 2-5 seconds and the kilo-
metre in 29 2-5 seconds

The kilometre time has been beaten
only by two-fifths of a second.

The previous world’s record for one
mile by an automobile was held by
Henri Fournier. It was made in a
record competition held under the aus-
pices of Long Island Automobile club
over the Coneyv Island boulevard. be-
tween Prospect park and Coney Island.
Brooklyn, on November 16 last. The
course was straight away and practic-
ally a dead level. The mile was elec-
trically timed in 51 4-5 seconds, a rate
of 69 1-2 miles an hour.

Other records for a mile are: Train.
32 seconds; horse,"one minute 35 1-2
seconds; bicycle, 57 4-5 seconds (Mur-
phy behind locomotive), and running
record, four minutes 12 3-4 seconds.

FARM AND RANCH PARTY EX-
PRESS THEMSELVES FREELY
ABOUT THE TOWN

ALL OF ONE OPINION

The North Side Will be a Town of
15,000 in Five Years—Former
Attorney General Crane
Sounds Key Note

(Special to the Telegram)

Dallas, Tex., Aug. 6.5-The members
of the Farm and Ranch party who
went to Fort Worth in Col. J. W. Max-
well's private car to attend the edi-
tor's banquet and inspect the stock
yards are back in Dallas full of praises
for the hospitable manner in which
they were entertained.

The Panther, they declare, was very
wide-awake and on close acquaintance
proved to be an exceedingly attractive
beast. The day spent in Fort Worth
was one of unalloyed pleasure.

The packing houses, it is admitted,
will go far towards making Fort Worth
a great town and, it is further pointed
out, the benefits will be shared by all
the people of the southwest.

“I had heard a great deal of the big
packing piants,” said- Col. Joe Max-
well, general superintendent for the
Katy, who was with the party, “but my
expectations were more than realized
when I saw tne big buildings in the
course of construetion. They will
mean an increase in railway traffic,
and in the output of the farms and
ranches of the southwest almost be-
yond estimate. The stock yards and
packing companies, the Traction com-
pany, the brewery and the people of
Fort Worth generally, entertained the
visitors in a way to make them long
mindful of the hospitality and enter-
prise of that city.”

E. P. Turner, general passenger
agent of the Texas and Pacifie, said:
“One of the most pleasant features of
the day was the manifest harmony in
which Dallas and Fort Worth ars
working for the advancement of North
Texas. This was shown in the numer-
ous speeches by residents of both
cities, The interests of the two cities
are in the main identical and the bond
of union can not he made too strong.

VOLCANIC ACTION
IN WEST INDIES

A Government Official Defines Line
of Danger and Gives His Views
as to the Proper Course to
Be Pursued

(Associated Press Correspondence.)

Fort de France, Martinique, July
20.—In an interview today with a rep-
resentative  of the. Associated Preas
James A. Jaggers, Jr., assistant geolo-
gist to the United States geological
survey, who had been investigating
volcanic conditions in the West Indies,
said:

“l have been fortunate in seeing a
real eruption, before I go and the erup-
tion of the night of July
9, seems to have been a
very characteristic one. Mount
been a very characteristic one. Mount
Pelee has impressed me as being much
more venomous looking than the Sou-
friere of St. Vincent. The question has
been constantly asked me, do you not
think it is finished now, is not the daa-
ger over? 1 have always answered:
‘The mountain at this moment appears
calm and the dust columns that one
sees from time to time are largely due
to landslides from the crater into the
head of Riviere Blanche.” The eruption
of that night was to be expected, We
may expect many more before so hot
and vigorous a steam engine as Mount
Pelee comes to rest.

Danger to Inhabitants

“A diagnosis of the real dimension
in activity can be made after the moun-
tain has been watched a year and all its
movements recorded. After watching
events here gince May 21 I do not think
a single habitation northwest of the
line from Bellefontaine to Vive is safe
to live in at present. 1 do not think
that Carbet, Fonds St. Denis, Morne
Rouge or Basse point are safe at pres-
ent. Not that there is any immediate
danger, but 1 believe that the action or
Mount Pelee is too uncertain for us to
be assured that future eruption may

‘| not occur to windward.

“The greater part of destruction
wrought by the Soufriere in St. Vin-
cent was on the windward or easternt
side and Mount Pelee is in many re-
spects a twin sister to the St. Vincent
volcano. I gave the same advice with-
out hesitation at St. Vincent, although
the Soufriere there was much quieter
than is Mount Pelee. 1 know well that
causing people to move from all these
villages and habitations will produce
great inconvenience, but the alternative
is a risk of human life. When the
mountain is entirely cold, and the peo-
ple are protected by a properly equip-
ped experiment station, with advices to
signal danger, they may with certain
restrictions, return to the volcanic
lands. No city should ever again, how-
ever, be built on the northeast end of
the island.

Fort de France Is Safe

“I do not think that Fort de France
is in any danger from the volcano.

“Most of the towns in the West
Indies are equally in danger from tidal
waves, It would take an explosion
from Mount Pelee of enormously great-
er dimension than anything that has
happened as yet to make a wave which
would harm Fort de France. No evi-
dence exists of augmenting violence 1n
the eruptions hitherto which would
lead to the supposition that a Kraka-
toa explosion is coming here. In com-
parison Mount Pelee is rather a small
volcano. This is all I can say about
danger.”

SETH WELLS GIVES GOOD ADVICE

He Tells Farmers to Sell Wheat and
Corn and Avoid Shrinkage

Topeka, Aug. 6—Seth Wells, of Erie,
Republican nominee for state auditor,
is not only an editor but also an au-
thority on agricultural subjects. He
gives this advice in the last issue of
his paper about the marketing of their
grain crops:

“Wheat, from the time it is thrash-
ed, will shrink two quarts to the
bushel, or 6 per cent, in six months,
hence 94c a bushel in August, when
first thrashed, is as good, taking into
account shrinkage alone, as $1 in the
following February. Corn shrinks
much more from the time it is first
husked. One hundred bushels of ears
as they come from thé field in Novem-
ber, will be reduced to not far from
80, so that 40c a bushel as it comes
from the field is as good as 50c¢ in
March. In the case of potatoes, con-
sidering rot and shrinkage, bhetween
October and June there will be a loss
to the holder of 33 per ecent.”
