Then, for the flrst time in 
his life, he took a railroad train for Ham 
il*on. Ont . near which place he had a 
sort of home. He eridently feU that his 
end war near, for before he left Hamil 
ton he drew up the will which has already 
been published.

More than thirty vears ago Todd made 
M s flrst appearan 'e at a  PiTactise bark 
He was tall and titigalnly and unwashed. 
Tiis hair looked as If It h.ad pevei been 
rut and hIs clothes as If they were read*- 
to fall off. On his shoulder h» carried an 
ax which he used to rhop wood and make 
flres on his Journey, for he had com e 
from  itam llton. Ont.. on foot.

At that time he was worth ll.'i.d'tfl, 
whieh ne h.ad Inherited from a relative. 
W hen he appeared at the hank with his 
ax a  clerk grabbed a revolver .md sent .1 
horryup call to the police st.ation. th ink­
ing that a crazy man had com e down from 
the forests to clean the hank ont.

Todd, howev.er. had no belligerent in ­
tentions and laid down his ax and pro­
duced a well-.stuffed wallet, the content.* 
o f  which he deposited In the bank. A fter 
his first appearance he showed up in town 
every six months to have his hook bal- 
anerd up and generally to  make i t w  d e ­
posits.

T odd 's faith in Investments was broken 
by Ijis loss on a railroad bond which he 
bought early In his career. For this he 
paid $1,000. Many years after, learning 
that It was depreclafIqng in value, he 
journey ed to N ew  York on foot to  sell 
it. It alm ost broke his heart when he re 
celved only $28i for It.

Salonlra and 
many other places has been in readiness 
for a long time.

In the dirt o f Constantinople and Sa­
lonlra the plague germ s, once set free, 
would multiply by mUHons. I’he sfiltan 
would take flight and his palaces, built 
with the blood and tears o f Bulgarian la ­
borers, would be deserted. The plague 
would dem oralize the Turkish arm y and 
disperse It. As for the M acedonians, they 
may save them selves as their father* al- 
rays did when a  plague visited the land.

People are siiperetltious about these 
guns, which date back to the time of 
George III and once did duty at the Tow er 
of lyondon.

H oben was e x ­
am ined by mem bers o f the faculty o f the 
Medical C ollet#  o f  Indiana, w ho terra his 
alim ent aortic regiisgltaflon. The normal 
position o f the human heart is one Inch 
to  the right In the fifth Intercostal space. 
H oben's heart shows that the apex beat 
Is four Inches below and one Inch to  the 
left. It 1s believed his peculiar ailment is 
the result o f overw ork In a  rolling mill. 
A severe shock at any time would un­
doubtedly produce Instant death. M ed­
ical experts say that there are a  few  
case* o f heart displacem ent o f such e x ­
tent as the case o f Hoben.

A fter walking through the 
cabin reserved for men several times, he 
crossed over to the wom en’* cabin and 
sat down.

Suddenly he drew a  bottle from  his 
pocket, drank Its contents at two 
draughts and threw the bottle on the 
floor. The odnr o f the acid a lu m ed  the 
wemen who sat near, and when the man 
fell to the floor, where he lay writhing in 
agony, they fled .screaming to the deck. 
The man died before the boat reached 
Its dock. He was well dressed, but could 
not be Identified.

Thousands o f them  have been 
assim ilated by A m erica  and thousands 
m ore will be assim ilated. T he prejudice 
against the negro is the instinct o f  self- 
preservation. I record here the predic­
tion that I. as a  southern man. expect 
to live to  see the day when the whole 
people o f  the south w ill build a statue to 
Abraham  I-incoln Jn the capital o f  the 
C on federacy.”

"I believe that there exists between the 
races, w hite and black, a physical d if ­
ference w hich will forever forbid  their 
living together on a  plane o f social 
equality .”
