8T. LOUIS. Mo, June 10.—-The river
this morning reached a stage of 37.9. the

”_ totally submerged, by noon.

The southern half of East 8t. Louis is
deep in the floed and the city’s 2.500 levee
builders have fallen back on Mississippi
avenue, in an attempt to save the re-
inder of the ecity, menaced by swell-
ng waters from three sides.

T.ee Harper, former city engineer, savs
the water will be two feet deep in front
of city hall before 6 o'clock this
v ’
DRIVEN FROM HOMES

Seven miles of water, pressing from the
gouth and southeast, overcame the ecity's
line of defense shortly before 1 o'clock
this morning and 5,000 persons were driven
from their homes.

Numerous reports of drownings have
Yeen received, but the East S§t. Lomnis po-
lice have thus far learned the name of
none,

One  thousand men are working on the
part of the levee which broke. For sev-
eral hours before the final break they
had the active assistance of hundreds of

women and children. The break came at

the St. Louis Valley crossing of the Illi-
rofs Central embankment, two miles
south of the railroad depot. While as
many men, women and children as could
stand on the embankment were holding
sand bags between the rails to prevent
the menading waters from mounting over
the “top the resistless current broke
through the lower part of the wall of the
levee and spurted in rivulets in the face
of those who were carrying sand bags
upon the bank.

Bags were thrown into the openings by
dozens of men, but they were tossed by
the waters like feathers.

Then the workers fled from their use-
less task and the alarm was given by the
ringing of bells and blowing of whistles.

Some of the workers on the top of the
embankment remained at their posts un-
til the rushing waters made it necessary
for them to swim for their lives. They
joined their companions in warning the
residents of the thickly settled district
of their danger. The awakened families
paw the water in streets, and when they
were geady to leave with their hurriedly
colleoted stock of necessities, the flood
was at the door sills. All fled to the
north.

The Washington school was the nearest
point of safety. Many made for the high
ground near the Illinois Central tracks.
Men from Alta Sita and Denverside, who
pad been working on the abandoned leves
jJastened to those localities to tell (heir
seighbors of their danger. Every locomo-
ive and factory whistle joined in the
slamor of alarm. The water was not ex-
pected to reach its level in the flooded
yart of the city before noon. Engineer
Harper phedicts that when the level Is
reached the water will be two feet high-
¥ than at 7 o'clock this morning.

KEEP UP FIGHT

Undisgnayed by the defeat which had
Jome after their seven days’ battle with

_fhe flood, the greater part of the levee

e

builders fell back to Broadway where
It was first decided to resist the water.
A half hour's work and a survey of
the prospect convinced those in charge
that it was useless to try to keep the
water from Broadway and the flood
tighters fell back upon Missouri ave-
aue, which runs east from the relay
station.

Here the scenes of the past week
were repeated as the street was rapidly
transformed into a dyke of sand bags
and clay.

An appeal from Mayor Cook, to the
governor of Illinois for state troops to
aid in guarding property was an-
swered by the promise of details of

A few hours before the break
of the levee, Ned Roberts, a negro,
employed as levee builder was killed
by members of the levee patrol for
attempting to tear down a portion of
the dyke.

His act was caused by anger be-
cause he was not allowed to draw his
pay at once.

RELIEF SENT

Relief started from St. Lounis for
BEast 8t. Louis this morning. Congress-
man William A. Robenaburg has
sued an appeal for aid for the flood
sufferers. Food, he says, is mostly
neaded and means must be had Yor giv-
ing it to persons who are in the upper
stories of their homes or in box cars.
At 9 o'clock this morning the water
threatening the north and east side
was preserved temporarily by the Bal-
timore and Ohio railroad embankment
and reached to the viaduect only seven
blocks east of the city hall.

In this public building four and a
half feet of water has already col-
lected. The low points of the city are
under water.

ST. LOUIS, Mo., June 10.—8 a. m.—The
southern half of East St. Louis is under
water and it is belleved # be only a
question of a few hours before the whole
city of 32,000 inhabitants will be sub-
merged, for the river is rising. As yet
no lives are reported lost. A telephone
message just recelved from Congressman
Rodenburg says that 30 lives have al-
ready been lost in the East >t. Louis
flood. The break in the Baltimore and
Ohio levee on the north is reported to be
menacing the city from that point.

DROWNED LIKE RATS

ST. LOUIS, Mo., June 10.—At 9 o'clock
today Congressman W. A. Rodenburg es-
timated that thirty lives had been lost by
the flooding of the lower portion of East
St. Louis early this morning. While a
general alarm was given by the police
and the retreating levee workers with
shouts and pistols, there was not time to
call at every house in_ the thickly settled
district, and it is believed many families
in the first stories of cottages awoke only
too late to escape. The levee workers
who laid down to rest on the embank-
ment worn out with hard labor were
caught by the flood and drowned like
rats. It may never be learned how many
died this way.

Among the drowned last night, previous
to the break of the Illinois Central levee
were D. H. Sherwood and John Koalish
and their children. They lost their lives
by the overturning of a boat in the north-
ern part of 'the city. A negro was
drowned at 8 o'clock this morning in the
waters, which are climbing up the side
of the embankments supporting Broad-
way in East 8§ Louis. The man was
trying to get team to higher ground
and remained in the rising waters until
the swift curernt upset and plunged him
to the bottom. His team also drowned.

Everything obtainable is being used to
rescue the unfortunate people from the
second stories of dwellings in the sub-

merged district.

HUNDRED FEET WIDE
TWENTY-FIVE DEEP

(BEarly morning report by Associated
Press.)

8T. LOUIS, June 10.—The pressure of
the flood forced a passage through the
Illinois Central railroad embankment
in the southeastern portion of East
st. Louis shortly before 1 o'clock this
morning. The break speedily widened
until a torrent one hnndred feet wide
and twenty-five feet in depth was
pouring through. threatening East St
Louis and the village of Centerville
adjacent.

Precautionary levees that had been
erected for just such an emergeucy

were swept through and the flood
sped onward. Just before the break
4@ negro employed on .the levee de-
manded his wages on a threat to cut
the water barrier. Without parley he
was shot dead. The shooting served
to arouse the citizens who scarcely
slept any way, owing to the flood's
tension, and when the rush of water
came soon afterwards they were not
caught in their beds.

Runners tore through the streets
shouting a warning and soon people
half mad from fright were fleeing for
their lives. About 20,000 people live
Iin that part of the city which is In
the flood's path.

There is no way to reach East St
Louis from here except by boat from
the east entrance of Eads bridge as the
viaduct over what was Cahoka creek
partially sank yesterday and no one
can cross it. Little can be learned from
the stricken district by telephone.

At first it was reported that the
water was pouring into the central
portion of East St. Louis but up to
3 o'clock that part of the city was
still dry. The city hall, churches and
other public buildings have bheen
thrown open and are rapidly being
filled with refugees and clothing 1s
being procured for those scantily clad.

Pandemonium reigned throughout the

~

city. In the north portion where there
was no immediate danger the alarm
was sounded that the water was

sweeping into the city and the inhab-
itants, scantily clad and badly fright-
ened, ran about the streets Later
quiet in that section was restored.

A great force of men and
sand bags were immediately rushed to
the southern portion of the and
efforts were immediately begun to
erect a dyke high and strong enough
to meet the advancing water and save
the main portion of the city.

STRIKE AT WORLD’'S FAIR GROUND

ST. LOUIS, June 10—A general
strike of the building trades artisans
employed on the exposition site, five
thousand in number, is threatened for
September 1. Official notification has
been given the exposition manage-
ment that unless an increase of wages,
averaging $1 per day per man, is
granted by September 1, a walkout
will be ordered. An increase to $4 a
day for artisans was recently granted.
Two hundred electric wirers who had

threatened to strike June 15 if not
granted an increase of wages have
been discharged.

AT AXLE GREASE
ha PURE BUTTER

Chicago Professor Discovers
That Citizens Are Paying
For Food and Getting Ran-
cid Grease Instead

CHICAGO, I, June 10.—Axle grease
in the form of bricks, with a veneer of
creamery butter, is being sold for table
and cooking uses in large quantities in
Chicago. By a process of washing and

bleaching with chemicals rancid fats that

are purchased at crossroads groceries os-
tensibly for lubricant purposes are made
into a seemingly appetizing substance
that finds a ready market as a choice
dairy product. So perfect is the decep-
tion that a brick of the spurious butter
recently found its way to the dinner table
of Dr. W. K. Jaques, director of the mu-
nicipal laboratory, who will retaliate for
the fraud by starting a number of prose-
cutions,

Health department officials are touring
the country districts in Michigan to learn
the extent of the trade in axle grease and
the shipments to Chicago, while another
feree of watching South
Water street to find the firms that send
out “‘process’” butter without the proper
label: The “gold brick” game has been
played with such :s for months that
Dr. Jaques found it expedient yesterday
to explain to Chicago consumers how to
distinguizh between the good and the
poor butter.

HOW TO TELL BAD BUTTER

“Good butter has a grain and fractures
at medium temperature,” he zaid., “Proe
s butter is pasty and like salve. Good
butter should not stick to the knife when
cut, ‘while process butter sticks to the
blade like warm vaseline. That butter is
ir ‘bricks is no assurance of its being
creamery butter. Examine it before buy-
ing. It is easy to distinguish.”

The fight against impure butter follows
after a visit to Michigan made by Dr.
Jagues last week. While in a country
grocery the director of the laboratory
went into a back room and found a lot of
farmers’ butter piled among the Kkero-
sene barrels, old vegetables and dirt. The
grocery clerk in reply to questions said
that the rancid fat was sold to Chicago
men for axle grease. It is bought for
a few cents a pound from the village
storekeepers, who take it in trade rather
than offend farmer customers. Some of
the ghipments were traced to Chicago.

. Jaques said: ““This vile-smelling,
putrid stuff is taken to some out-of-the-
way place, meited, treated with acids and
worked over into process butter. It is
olored and niecely wrapped into pound
packages and sold as creamery butter.
It is =old on its looks and consumed by
persons whose taste is dulled by the bad
air, dust and filth of the city. Men get
this grease for a few cents a pound, and
by treating it they often make 50 per
cent.

the butter consumed in Chicago is proc-
ess butter, but the percentage is very
large, if not mere than half.”

ASK REMEDY FOR FRAUD

Samples of the bricks of rejuvenated
axle grease are in the possession of the
health officials.” *““The exterior of the
cake is of pure creamery butter and the
inquisitive buyer who scrapes off a sllo2
from the surface is taken in by the fraud
and purchases the brick at a fancy price.
But by cutting the brick through it is
found to be stratified, layers of yellow al-
ternating with streaks of a whitish ole-
aginous compound.”

To remedy the evil
ask for the passage of an ordinance re-
quiring that the bricks be wrapped in
wax paper on which is stamped the name
of the maker. The prosecutions which
are to be started will be brought under
the state pure food laws, the director of
the laboratory having as one of his duties
the examination of foods. Dr. Jaques has
aralyzed several of the samples obtained
in South Water street and declares that
formalin is among the chemicals used in
making so-called axle grease, it being an
excellent deodorizer.

CUT TO PIECES IN
HIS OWN REAPER

BROWNWOOD, Texas, June 9.—Elias
McDonough of Thrifty, Brown county,
was cut almost to pieces by a reaper
which he was managing this morning.
The team became unmanageable and ran
away, throwing him in front of the
blades. His body was dragged until it
fell into an irrigating ditch, and at every
revolution of the machine the Kknives
made horrible cuts into his body. Physi-
eians say he cannot live. He has resided
in this county for thirty years and is an
estimable citizen.

HIGH WATER DANGER
IN- LOWER COLORADO

TRINIDAD, Colo.,, June 10.—Residents
in the lower sections of the city are in a
state of terror from the high water In
the Las Animas river and the report that
the city reservoir above here is in a dan-
gerous condition and liable to break at
any moment. Fully one thousand people
have deserted their homes and are spend-
ing the night on higher ground. Great
damage has been done by the floods and
all railroads are practically tied up. The
hardest rains ever known here have been
falling continually since Frlday night.

BUILDING TR.ADES
STRIKE AT AN END

NEW YORK, June 10.-—-A strike in the
building trades in Waestchester county,
which has kept several thousand mechan-
ics idle for two months and has cost, it
iz estimated, $1.000,000, is practically at
an end. The men's demands were not
granted, it is stated. Several of the
huilding trades councils have dissolved
and it is said the employers will deal di-
rectly with the unions in the future.

PLAN TO DEFRAUD
INSURANCE COMPANY

VIENNA, June 10.—Alais Grebenz, a
merchant, and Anton Cerie, an agent,
have been arrested ‘at Trieste on the

charge of defrauding New York insurance
companies by affecting an insurance on
the lives of sick persons and then acquir-
ing an interest in the policy for small
sums. They insured seven persons for a
total of $68.000, The company paid the
first claim for $8,000, but they discovered
the conspiracy in the second case, in
which a man named Anton Petschek was
insured for $12.000. Petschek revealed the
plot shortly before his death, stating that
he had sold the interest in the policy to
the prisoners for $400,

KILLED IN EFFORT

Incidentally the shock to the
dignity of the court has been relieved
by the lodgement against Judge Par-
ker of a fine of $25.

The affray took place during the
preliminary hearing of Willie Stone,
half brother of J. M. Boyd-Wilder.
Boyd-Wilder, it will be remembered,
recently made an alleged confegsion in
which he implicated Willie Stone, Joe
Wolf and Charles Melton in the murder
of Walter Miller in the Rock Island
yards in this city in September, 1900,

Stone was arrested in Pueblo, Colo,
and was brought to Fort Worth last
Friday evening by Sheriff Honea.

Boyd-Wilder, who is a self
admitted bigamist and forger.

SOUNDS KN
OF WINEROOMS

During the course of an argument in
the Forty-eighth district court this morn
ing County Attornmey Lattimore sounded
the death-knell of winerooms in Fort
Worth.
He said that in his opinion and in that
of a number of prominent lawvers with
whom he had consulted, saloon men hav-
ing wine-rooms in their resorts could be
penalized under the anti-screen law.
“And hereafter I shall prosecute under
this statute any saloon-keepers who per-
sist in maintaining winerooms in their
saloons,” he said.
The firet of the anti-screen law cases
came up in the Forty-eighth district
court this morning on a demurrer filed by
the attorneys for J. J. Kelly, whose place
of business is at Tenth and Main streets,
It will be remembered that County At-
torney Lattimore recently filed suits
against about forty saloon keepers,
leging violation of the anti-screen law,
The fine for violation of this law is $.00
for each offense. The suits filed were
for $5,000 in each case and the suits were
made against the saloon men and their
bondsmen, as the bonds are drawn so as
to expressly provide that they shall keep
“open house.™

PEFENSE'S CLAIM

The attorneys for Kelly and his bonds
men set up in their demurrer that  the
state has no right or claim for damages
as a penalty unless the offense is made a
penal one by statute.

Attorney Lattimore maintains that
while it is a civil statute, it expressly
makes the act of obstruction of the view
from the street of the interior of saloons
by any means whatever an offense
against the state and fixes the punish-
ment at $500 fine for each offense. It is
the same as the statute against selling to
minors, in which either private parties or
the state may recover upon furnishing
proof of the offense, aecording to the
county att ey.

Judge Dunklin took the matter under
advisement. Upen the decision in this
case depends the future action in all the
cases against the saloon-keepers.

“I meant just what I said,” said Mr.
Lattimore, following the adjournment of
court. “I will take the position that the
maintenance of winerooms in a saloon
constitutes a violation of the anti-screen
law and the express condition in the
bond furnished by each saloon-keeper to
keep “open house.”
