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House Wiring "Bundles" 
Could Be A Fire Hazard 
New Research Leads To Electrical Code Change 

Almost every home has 
electrical cables bundled to-
gether in various locations, 
and those bundled wires typi-
cally run through holes in the 
wood framing. Do such 
bundles get hot enough to 
create a fire hazard? The an-
swer is "not likely, but it 
could happen," especially 
when a combination of un-
dersized wiring and high cur-
rent loads are present, says 
Bill Black, vice president of 
wire and cable for the Cop-
per Development Associa-
tion. 

Recent research has shown 
that bundled cables passing 
through holes in building 
materials can reach danger-
ously high temperatures, par-
ticularly when outdoor and 
attic temperatures are also 
elevated. 

The Trouble with 
Bundles 

Overheating is com-
pounded when some of the 
wires are not only bundled 
tightly together but are also 
carrying heavy electric-cur-
rent loads. Black says, in 
tests conducted recently, the 
worst scenario occurred 
when loaded, bundled wires 
passed vertically through a 
hole in building materials 
such as wood wall framing. 
According to most construc-
tion codes, such holes must 
be "fire-stopped" with insult-
ing material. Although this is

intended to control the 
spread of a house fire, it has 
the unintentional effect of 
preventing heat generated in 
the hole from escaping. Un-
der these conditions, wire 
temperatures can approach, 
and sometimes exceed, the 
maximum rated temperature 
of wire-installation materials 
(typically 194 degrees Fahr-
enheit). 

New Code Requirements 
Faced with these research 

results, the CDA, which 
sponsored the research, pro-
posed a change to the Na-
tional Electrical Code. 
Though the new Code does 
not prohibit wire bundling, 
it does require that measures 
be taken, known as "derat-
ing," to prevent excessive 
heat buildup. 

Bundling can be especially 
hazardous above the electri-
cal panel, where many wires 
converge and the loads are 
concentrated. It's a good idea 
to visually check for bundles 
of wires throughout your 
home, Black recommends. 

If you have doubts about 
the safety of the wiring in 
your home, you should call 
a qualified electrician. If you 
and your electrician deter-
mine that unsafe or hazard-
ous conditions exist, you 
need to take immediate cor-
rective 'action: You can also 
visit www.copper.org/ 
buildingwire for more info 
abbut residential electrical 
wiring.

Tip #7- Do not admit fault 
or discuss the accident with 
anyone except for the police 
or your auto insurance com-
pany.

*Tip #8- Write down per-
tinent information such as 
the other driver's name, ad-
dress, telephone number, li-
cense plate and driver's li-
cense number and the time of 
the accident. Note the names, 
addresses and phone num-
bers of any witnesses, the 
badge number of any police 
officers and where to obtain 
a copy of a police report and 
any other pertinent informa-
tion about the scene, such as 
exact locatin, the issuance of 
any tickets by the police, and 
any recollections about your 
vehicle's handling or me-
chanical functioning just 
prior to the accident. 

Tip #9- Carry an emer-
gency kit in your car that 
should minimally include: a 
road flare or traffic triangle, 
brightly colored cloth to tie 
to your radio antenna and 
driver side door handle, a 
flash light, with fully charged 
batteries, a first aid kit, a ba-
sic tool kit with duct tape and 
a pen and paper. Always have 
a copy of your Insurance 
Company IA qard in yqur 
glove.compartment and hive 
with you, your driver's l 1-
cense and car registration. 

Tip #10- Assist others. if 
you come upon an auto acci-
dent that you are not a party 
to and wish to offer assis-
tance, pull your car off the 
road ahead of the accident 
scene. Do not park in back 
of the accident, which will 
only make your vehicle vul-
nerable to oncoming traffic 
and block the view of emer-

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Former student replicates classics for small community

• Few artists can brag about 
their work hanging in museums, 
but even fewer artists starttheir 
own museums. 

North Texan Cathi Ball, a for-
mer TCC student, is a nominee for 
State Artist of Texas because of a 
local project. 

She is building an outdoor 
museum in Eastland, an endeavor 
she started in May 2002. 

The paintings in the exhibit 
are replicas of famous works by 
well-known artists. 

Each piece includes a short 
history of the original piece and its 
artist. 

With 25 sites around the town 
94 miles west of Fort Worth, visi-
tors can experience art while dri-
ving through the community. 

Ball says the exhibit is her 
way of sharing art with a commu-
nity. 

Each site is specific and re-
lates in some way to the busim,s 
where it is located. For instance, 
Site #1 consists of a 15-foot tall 
tomato soup can on Interstate 20 
next to the Dairy Queen. 

When visitors drive around it, 
they can find the story of Andy 
Warhol on the back. 

Another piece of art is on 
Farmers and Merchants Bank: 
Grant Wood's "American Gothic." 

Although known as the farmer 

Ball later learned that other 
students had experienced similar 
problems, so she dropped out six 
weeks before the semester was 
over and moved home. 

Ball returned to school at 40. 
She decided to take art as an elec-
tive because her youngest child 
liked to draw and public speaking 
to help her older daughter, who 
was a beauty contestant. 

Ball loved learning and going 
back to school. She graduated 
from Cisco Junior College and 
then transferred to Tarleton State 
University and earned a degree in 
art education with secondary certi-
fication in 1996. 

She was named outstanding 
graduate in fine arts and speech 
and had a 3.842 grade point aver-
age. Ball currently has 250 hours 
of undergraduate credits and an 
additional 24 hours toward her 
master's degree. 

Ball taught at Eastland High 
School for four years until she had 
to quit for health reasons. Her 
room was on the third floor of a 
school with no elevator. After 
foot surgery, she had no way to 
get to class. 

However, Ball plans to return 
to teaching next year after gradu-
ating this summer with her mas-
ter's in art education. 

Returning to her TCC roots, 
Ball invited Eddy Rawlinson, ad-
junct instructor of visual arts on

and his wife, his models were his 
dentist and his sister. Mona Lisa 
graces the local Pizza Inn. 

Ball says each site has a fun 
and interesting story, so while 
someone is in line at the drive-thru 
at the bank, he can learn art histo-

ry. 
Many townspeople have 

helped Ball with her project, in-
cluding one former mayor, who 
painted the Mona Lisa. 

Ball attended NW Campus 
1992-93 in the interpreting for the 
deaf program. Ball has served as 
interpreter for the deaf in her 
church as an assistant and the lead 
interpreter. 

Ball said she attended TCC to 
make sure she knew what she was 
doing. 

Her major teacher was Mike 
Cinatl, who now has transferred to 
SE Campus and is the coordinator 
of Career Campus Services. 

Cinatl's wife, Mary, was also 
one of her teachers. 

Ball described the program as 
extremely intense. She took 20 
hours of college credit four semes-
ters in a row at two colleges-100 
miles apart. 

Ball originally went to TCU 
in 1968 as an interior design and 
fashion merchandising major. 

"I hated college and had some 
bad experiences with two teachers 
in my department. One lost a se-
mester project," she said.

NW Campus, to be a guest artist 
for one of the art history works in 
the Eastland project. Rawlinson 
selected Gustave Klimt's "The 
Kiss." 

Rawlinson went to Eastland 
in August and began work on the 
piece at Ball's studio. 

The works are painted on 4-
by-8 pieces of plywood prepared 
with a white background. The im-
ages are already drawn on the sur-
face. 

A small area at the bottom of 
each work is left for the name of 
the artist, title of the work and a 
short biography of the artist. 

Rawlinson said the piece was 
completed over the span of two 
full days of painting. 

"Cathi and I both worked on 
this selection and began another 
work by Picasso. This is a won-
derful way to bring the history of 
art to the public," he said. 

"As an artist and an educator, 
I think this is a fantastic way to 
raise interest in the visual arts," he 
said. 

Most people who live in 
major cities with major museums 
rarely take advantage of visiting 
their local tine art museums. Ball 
hopes her museum will draw a 
dedicated group of museum fans. 

Ball believes her project will 
make art more accessible to the 
public and the public more com-
fortable with art.
