It 
was considered a beneficial 
frost since it did serve to aid 
in defoliating the plants and 
will hasten maturity. Where 
artificial defoliants had iM'cn 
.ipplu'd fields will probahly he 
ready for the stri|»pcr next 
week, gin men say. Very few 
strijijK’rs have been running to 
this date.
