College Station — Farmers 
may save several dollars on 
income tax by keeping good 
records, reminds C. H Bates, 
extension farm management 
specialist.

Small leaks are the ones 
that sometimes prove costllesl. 
Bales points out. An oversight 
of only S25 in expense items 
may cost an additional $5 tax 
So. records should include all 
items of expense and income 
that will help determine net 
profit or loss from the business.

To simplify filling out the tax 
forms. Bates recommends class­
ifying various items in cate 
gories rorn^iKrnding to the 
various headings used in tax 
forms For recording sales, the 
following gmu|>s are recom 
mended; <1» sale of llvi*sto( k 
raised. C2) .vah* of prorluce 
raisr-d. (3) other Income, <4' 
sale of ili'ms purrhasml for re- 
sail* and <5i sale of a.ssets tliat 
may r«'<‘eive capital asset treat 
ment.

A depreciation schedule 
should h«' kept on farm 
building (except dwelling i. 
f e n c e s ,  machtnerv', f*quip 
ment and purchased livestock 
used for dairy, breeding or 
draft purpo»-4>s These Items de­
preciate each year and this loss 
is deductible for income tax 
pur(XMu>s at the end of the year 
in which it occurs.

Itx-al county agricultural agent 
about your tax problems The 
county agent .also can provide 
a copy of the 1959 Farmers’ 
Tax Guide which should be 
helpful in your lax manage
