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Aldermen search for new chief 
The Dimmitt City Board of Aldermen have begun formally ac-

cepting applications for a new police chief in the wake of Don 
- Franklin's official resignation. 

Franklin handed in his resignation last Thursday, effective 
May 1, to accept a position with Littlefield Enterprises Corp., a 
New York City-based firm with sites worldwide as reported in the 
News last week. 

Franklin has made a recommendation for a successor, but the 
Aldermen will be accepting applications for an unspecified time 
period. Franklin indicated Monday night, at the board's meeting, 
that he will be in Dimmitt on weekends through the rest of the 
school year, and will be assisting the Police Dept. while he is in 
the city. 

The board accepted bids for a new garbage truck and two 
pickups for the Public Works Dept., and learned they will need a 
new earth-moving machine at the city landfill, but may opt to 
contract that work to a private individual or business. 

The board accepted the bids of McGavock Motor Co. in Plain-
view for two new pickups, totalling $17,123, and of EMCO Mfg. 
Co. of Plainview for $47,000 for a new garbage truck. The 
vehicles were put in service Wednesday, and were the lowest bids 
submitted. 

The City's 1974 Caterpillar at the landfill site northeast of 
Dimmitt "has completely quit" according to Director of Public 
Works James Killough, who said it would cost about $25,000 to 
completely repair the machine. 

City Manager Paul Catoe said the City is currently renting a 
machine from Plains Machinery of Amarillo for $1,500 per 
month. 

The aldermen agreed to advertise for bids for a new machine for 
the landfill, but will also consider contracting the work out to 
private enterprise. The bids will be considered at the Aldermen's 
next meeting on May 6. 

The board also accepted two bids from Trellis Summers, totall-
ing $5,472, for re-roofing the Aldermen's Chambers at City Hall. 
The proposal was the highest of three considered, but came with 
a 12-year guarantee. The project will begin in about two weeks. 

The Aldermen gave the go-ahead to reverse the direction of the 
doors at the southwest corner of City Hall, at a cost of $105, but 
nixed an idea to replace the two metal doors in the south half of 
City Hall with glass doors. Catoe presented estimates ranging up 
to $1,554 to replace the doors, which he termed "dilapidated." 

The aldermen tabled any action on drainage problems in nor-
thwest Dimmitt pending any action on drainage problems in 
northwest Dimmitt pending further study. Representatives of 
the Castro County Country Club were on hand, and told the 
board that two low-water crossings that have been proposed by 
City Engineer Bill McMorries of Amarillo would not work at the 
golf course. 

CCCC club pro Cliff Cook told the Aldermen that three bridges 
wide enough to handle the CCCC tractor and mower would suf-

A man who apparently had 
been drinking came into a local 
store Saturday, and told the 
woman in charge that he 
hadn't eaten in a week, was out 
of gas and was broke. He asked 
if she could give him some 
money. 

The woman had not been 
confronted with this problem 
before, and was understan-
dably a bit scared. This could 
have been the guy's opening 
gambit toward a robbery. Or 
he could be the type who gets 
violent if refused. 

The woman — who is a sharp 
gal — did some quick 
summing-up. If the guy really 
was too broke to buy food, why 
did he have liquor on his 
breath? And why were he and 
his buddy (who stayed outside) 
smoking? 

Then she did the right thing. 
She called Rev. Vernon O'Kel-
ly. She knew the Ministerial 
Alliance had an aid fund to 
help truly needy people, and 
that they have had experience 
in spotting phonies. 

If someone ever approaches 
you with a similar tale, the first 
rule is: Don't give money. A lot 
of people make their living on 
hard-luck stories and han-
douts, and some are really ex-
perts at it. There's a good 
chance that any money you 
give for gas or food won't be 
spent at the service station or 
cafe. If you feel inclined to buy 

To try to prevent the loss of 
life, minimize injuries and 
safeguard property as best as 
possible, local and county law 
enforcement and civil defense 
agencies and the National 
Weather Service joined with 
the Castro County Lucky 7 CB 
Club last Thursday in hosting 
the annual Weather Watch 
meeting at the Expo Building. 

Over 60 persons from Dim-
mitt, Hart, Nazareth and the 
county were on hand for the 
meeting, where LEA, CD and 
CB Club members outlined 
plans of action for severe 
weather. 

"The Sheriff's Office plays a 
trifold part in severe weather," 
said Deputy Jerry Jansa. "We 
take part in the planning of the 
various agencies of the county, 
send units out for watch duty 
throughout the county, and 
serve as a clearinghouse for in-
formation during watches and 
warnings. 

"We have five different 
telephone lines into our office, 
plus radio contact with all of 
the units in the county,-  Jansa 
explained. "We have a problem 
with people tying up our 
telephone lines during severe 
weather, though. I'd suggest  

that anyone wanting informa-
tion listen to local radio. 
NOAA weather radio, watch 
television, or monitor their CB 
or scanner. Any information 
we receive is relayed directly to 
the NWS, and they will 
disseminate the information to 
TV and Radio stations. 

"We need to mention that we 
don't have access to the cour-
thouse basement," Jansa said. 
"In case of severe weather, or 
an imminent tornado strike, 
people need to find shelter in 
their own home or as close as 
possible. Don't go to the cour-
thouse. We do solicit severe 
weather information from the  

public, but we ask the public 
not to come into the Sheriff's 
Office in person." 

County Civil Defense Coor-
dinator Steve Jameson said the 
biggest problem he faces is 
"the people in Dimmitt still 
don't want to tell us where 
their cellars are. We have tried 
for three years to find out 
where cellars ate. We're not go-
ing to share this information 
with anyone — it's not to relay 
to other persons. We just need 
this information so we can 
make sure that a house or 
something hasn't blown over a 
cellar and trapped everyone in-

•THUNDER AND LIGHTNING — Lightning 
kills over 100 and injures 250 other persons annually. You can 
estimate the distance lightning is away from you by counting 
the number of seconds between lightning and thunder and 
dividing by five. 

*FLASH FLOODS — Flash floods can result from 
locally heavy rains associated with thunderstorms. Persons, 
especially motorists, in low-lying areas are especially prone to 
flash flooding, which takes over 150 lives a year. 

•HAIL — Hailstones range from pea-size to the size of a 
grapefruit in most cases. Hail is most devastating to crops, 
but can also cause heavy damage to aircraft, automobiles, 
roofs and windows. 

•DOWNBURSTS — Intense concentrations of sink-
ing air which fan out upon striking the earth, causing damag-
ing "straight" winds. Downbursts can cause as much damage 
as a tornado, and makes it imperative that the threat of severe 
thunderstorms be taken as seriously as tornado. 

•TORNADOES — Claim over 100 lives and cause hun-
dreds of millions of dollars in damage each year. The most 
deadly force nature has created. Usually, but not always, 
associated with a severe thunderstorm.

J. B. Allensworth of the Hart 
Fire Dept. said units there 
would go through town soun-
ding their sirens and PA 
systems before going out of 
town, while Dennis Kern of the 
Nazareth Fire Dept. said the 
siren there would sound and 
the units of the NVFD would 
also go through town to warn 
residents.

"In a lot of places, the Civil 
Defense has direct access to 
the cable, and we hope we can 
work with our local CATV and 
get this for Dimmitt and Hart.

"In Hart, they have about 
90% of all the cellars listed, so 
they know where to check and 
make sure everyone is alright," 
Jameson said. "In Dimmitt, 
we only know where three per-
cent of the cellars are, and we 
would have a big problem if we 
ever had a strike. 

"That's why we may say 'A 
severe thunderstorm is located 
on radar five miles south of 
Dimmitt' and everything is 
happening maybe 10 or 20 
miles away," Castaneda said. 
"We have to have these spot-
ters out there looking for where 
the storms are, and with 
budget cutback and manpower 

"The public shouldn't wait 
for an official warning from 
us,-  Castaneda continued. "If 
they see severe weather, they 
should already be prepared to 
take cover. And the local com-
munity should take care of 
itself first, then call the NWS.- "We are not going to be too 

free about setting off our tor-
nado warning siren,-  Jameson 
said. "We can activate it at the 
Fire Dept. or at the Sheriff's 
Office, but we won't sound the 
warning unless we have good, 
positive proof the tornado is on 
its way. We have real problems 
at night, both in sighting the 
tornado and warning the 
public. A lot of people are go-
ing to think lightning set off 
the siren. That's why we'll roll 
all of our Fire Dept. and Police 
Dept. units, using our sirens 
and the Public Address 
systems, if we have time. 

Most of the spotting of 
storms in the county is done by 
the CB Club along with LEA's.

"The spotter is the key," 
said CB Club president Joe 
Langford. "Without spotters, 
we can't tell what a storm is 
doing. If anyone would like to 
help us as a spotter, they 
should get in touch with me or 
any CB Club member.

The Social Security Act was 

signed 50 years ago. A golden 
anniversary year is a good time 
to reflect on the value of an ex-
perience. Why was such a com-
prehensive national commit-
ment to income security made? 
Has the system created in 1935 
worked? 

In 1937, 65% of people 65 
and older had to rely on the 
charity of their children or 
their communities to have 
roofs over their heads, food to 
eat and clothes to wear. In-
dependence and dignity were 
beyond the means of most 
older Americans. That same 
year, many workers, about half 
the work force, encountered a 
new tax. A penny out of every 
dollar earned up to $3,000 was 
held out of their pay. These two 
historical facts were related. 
Poverty in old age was a major 
problem. The tax on workers' 
wages was the beginning of a 
hoped for solution called Social 
Security. 

The idea, encompassed in the 
Social Security Act signed two 
years earlier, was that man-
datory contributions by 
workers and their employees 
would earn the worker the legal 
right to a continuing income 
after retirement. The system 
was backed — guaranteed —
by taxing power of the federal 
government. Even before the 
first benefit checks were issued 
in January 1940, the Act was 
amended to include benefits for 
dependents and survivors of in-
sured workers. 

Over the next three decades 
participation in the program 
was extended until 9 out of 10 
workers were covered, in-
cluding people with their own 
businesses, lawyers, doctors 
and ministers. 

As originally projected, the 
tax rate and taxable wage base 
were increased to cover the 
cost of a growing beneficiary 
population and higher benefits. 
Specific tax allocations were 
added to finance new 
categories of benefits —
disability benefits and 
medicare. Beginning in 1975, 
benefit values were protected 
against inflation with 
automatic annual increases 
triggered by a rise in consumer 
prices of three percent or more. 

Today, there is a wealth of 
statistical information which 
supports the conclusion that 
the income security system 
created in 1935 has successful-
ly reached across time and 
generations. 

About 95% of people 
reaching age 65 are eligible for

social security benefits. More 
than 36 million people get 
benefit checks each month. 
Over $15 billion a month is 
paid to retired and disabled 
workers, their dependents, 
widows and surviving children. 
Medicare hospital insurance 
covers 27 million people 65 or 
older and another three million 
people of all ages — disabled 
people, and people with perma-
nent kidney failure. 

Perhaps the most pertinent 
statistic is the dramatic 
decrease over the past five 
decades in the number of elder-
ly Americans who live in pover-
ty. It has been estimated that 
in the late 1930's two out of 
three Americans over 65 did 
not have enough income of 
their own to meet their basic 
living needs. Census bureau in-
come surveys show about one 
out of seven persons 65 or older 
have income levels below the 
poverty line today. 

Certainly, general economic 
growth and the increased 
availabiltiy of private pensions 
have improved retirement pro-
spects. 

People should plan to supple-
ment their social security with 
other income sources. But 
inflation-indexed social securi-
ty benefits have been and will 
continue to be the foundation 
of financial support for 
retirees. 

The Social Security Act of 
1935 held a great promise to 
the workers of that era, and the 
country has generously kept 
that promise. The demographic 
realities of longer life expectan-
cies and a growing elderly 
population have required 
Americans to moderate their 
expectations of what social 
security can and should do in 
the future. But the program re-
mains a solid value for today's 
younger workers. Today's 
workers can count on a 
measure of financial protection 
for thernelves and their 
families in the event of pro-
longed disability or death. 
Medicare will be available for 
them, too. They can expect and 
will receive a fair return upon 
retirement. There will be a dia-
mond jubilee and a social 
security centennial, too.

someone gas or a meal, then go 
with him/her to the cafe or sta-
tion and pay at the cash 
register. 

The second rule to remember 
is that you don't have to refuse 
the person directly, because we 
have the machinery to help tru-
ly needy people. You can refer 
the person to County Judge 
Polly Simpson (who ad-
ministers the local Salvation 
Army fund) or to your minister 
or to any other member of the 
Ministerial Alliance. 

These aid programs serve 
several good purposes. They 
help people who really need 
help; they provide a screening 
source that can weed out con 
artists; and they can be a safe-
ty factor for you. (I've known 
of one man who tried to burn a 
church after being turned 
down, and have had a couple of 
others threaten violence of one 
form or another if they didn't 
get some help.) 

If you can't get hold of the 
judge or a minister right away, 
tell the person to go to the 
Sheriff's Office and they'll 
refer him to the proper agency.

Is it CUFUPU or PUCUFU? 
Ask anyone on the street this 

week, and they'll tell you this is 
CUFUPU Week in Dimmitt. 

Ask anyone on the street in 
1943, and they would have told 
you it's PUCUFU Week. 

"Beautify Dimmitt — Paint 
up, Clean-up, Fix-up," said the 
July 29, 1943 edition of the 
News. "CITY-WIDE CLEAN 
UP CAMPAIGN BEGINS 
MONDAY" screamed the 
main headline of the story. 

The campaign began August 
2, prompted by "the preval-
ence of infantile paralysis in 
Texas cities, especially in the 
Panhandle-Plains area," said 
the story:To eliminate as far 
as possible the danger of the 
spread of the dreaded infantile 
paralysis scourge, and other 
communicable diseases, an all-
out effort by a hundred percent 
of the citizenship of Dimmitt 
will be required to stamp out 
the fly and rodent means of 
communicating germs. 

"All filth, rubbish, trash and 
breeding places of flies should 
be thoroughly eliminated and 
cleansed," the article said, 
"and all pig stys and cow pens 
within the city limits should be 
cleaned and kept clean, both 
for sanitation and to eliminate 
the breeding of flies if the cam-
paign is to be a success." 

The News also carried a pro-
clamation by Mayor Ward 
Golden and a statement by Ci-
ty Health officer, Dr. R. E. 
Cogswell. 

Scattered amidst the stories 
on how to get more than the ra-
tioned 10 pounds of sugar per 
person and endorsing gasoline 
coupon books immediately, 
and the ads for Dimmitt Pro-
duce and Hatchery ("We pay 
the highest market prices for 
hens, eggs, cream and hides"), 
Rio Theatre ("Little Tokyo" 
was showing Friday and Satur-
day, with "Stand By For Ac-
tion," "Lucky Jordan" and 
"North of the Rockies" on tap), 
a farm sale and a big ad from 
several businesses (including 
Wilson Grocery, Higgin-
botham-Bartlett and Wilson & 
Son Lumber Companies, 
Thompsons Grocery, M 
System, Shipleys, Manning 
Dry Goods, Griffith Grocery & 
Produce and Miller Hardware) 
announcing they would all 
open for business at 8 a.m. and 
close promptly at 7 p.m., with 
the exception of Saturdays, 
were ads prompting PUCUFU. 

Never one to miss a dollar, 
former publisher B. M. Nelson 
sold a half-page to Willson & 
Son, who just happened to 
have everything you would 
ever need to Paint Up and 
Clean Up ("Here in this one 
store, you can solve many of 
the most important problems 
of modernizing and refitting 
your home to measure up to 
Today's standards . . . and the 
Clean Up. Paint Up, Fix Up 
campaign"), Dimmitt Drug 
Store ("Do not think for an ins- 
tant that a Drug Store is not 
tied-in with this wonderful 
Clean Up, Paint Up idea") 
and Castro Drug Company 
("A successful Clean Up cam- 
paign can be had by using our 
Fly and Insect Eradicator and 
Rat Poison"). 

The City of Dimmitt got into 
the act, too, as Nelson conned 
Golden into a pretty big ad 
from the City of Dimmitt 
pushing PUCUFU. 

You'd think after 42 years 
we could have come up with an 
original idea — and name.
