The Leibfrieds remember

Old Settlers Day in Floyd County
makes it an auspicious opportunity to
recognize long-time residents. Lorin
Leibfried, who will be 79 years young
the 22nd of June, was Floydada's first
city mail carrier and retired after nearly
44 years of service on June 23, 1972.
Bennie, his wife, refused to comment on
her age when Lorin laughed and said
“‘Everything, around here is an antique,
but the dog.”’

Lorin, who is a second generation
German, can recall moments in history
that most Americans have only read
about. During the first World War when
Germany was the adversary, Lorin
remembers government agents periodi-
cally searching their home to determine
if the Leibfried family was hoarding
rationed goods. However, he emphasi-
zes that the community bore no animo-
sity towards the Leibfrieds even though
there were few German families in the
area. Leibfried moved to Floyd County
from Fisher County in 1924.

Describing the changes seen in
Floydada through the years Lorin and
Bennie stressed that ‘‘Floydada people
still have that hospitable honest spirit,
but there have been many cosmetic
changes.”” During the twenties every
building around the Square had a
business. ‘‘Country people came into
town on Saturday and stayed until
midnight. Businesses tried to stay open
until everyone went home.”’ Leibfried
remembered. There were three theatres
in town in the twenties and thirties.
Between 1922 and 1924, half of the
square was paved, and all residential
housing had windmills.

In 1924, the post office was located
behind the bank, next to Warnie
Hilton's Barber Shop. City delivery
started in 1929 and Leibfried was the
city’s first mail carrier. The salary was
$1700 full time for one year and he
received a $100.00 bonus each year.

During the Depression, Leibfried was
the only carrier and he made deliveries
twice a day. In 1926, the Leibfrieds
burned maize heads and cotton seed in
a coal stove for fuel because the market
was so depressed. Two banks failed in
Floydada during the Depression, how-
ever, according to Bennie, ‘‘this did not
affect them adversely, since they did
not have an over abundance of money."’
Also, both had meager salaries that saw
them through the rough times. Bennie
recalls with humor that ‘‘cotton went to

4 cents per pound and when Lorin
bought a new suit, it took eight bales of
cotton to pay for it."

During the Dustbowl, in 1934 and 35,
Lorin had to wet a handkerchief over his
face for protection against the suffocat-
ing dust and gale-force winds. Through
all the wind and dirt, however, Lorin
never lost a letter to his knowledge.

After the conclusion of World War I,
the country became more prosperous.
Lorin philosophized that ‘‘when the
farmer prospers, then everyone does.
This was especially evident during lke’s
administration. It was a boom time!”’
During WWII, Bennie worked at the
ration board and related, ‘‘Lorin could
get extra stamps for additional shoes,
since he was a mail carrier. Salaries
were frozen and stamps were used to
buy many necessities, especially tires
and gas.”’'

When asked about presidential ad-
ministrations, both Leibfrieds agreed
that Hoover’'s was among the worst.
Lorin was convinced that ‘‘Roosevelt
put the country back on its feet and
helped everyone with the New Deal.”’
Leibfried believes that ‘‘the current
administration needs to concentrate on
balancing the budget.”

Lorin states, that in his opinion, ‘‘the
U.S. began losing esteem in the eyes of
the world when Roosevelt’s administra-
tion kept Patton from going into Berlin
and let the Russians in at the Yalta
Conference. During Eisenhower’s ad-
ministration, foreign aid was freely
given, and it seems that the more other
countries received, the more they hated
the United States.”’

Retirement does not apply to the
Leibfrieds; they always are occupied
with various hobbies. Both are involved
in needlepoint. Lorin also hooks rugs
and Bennie quilts and does crewel
embroidery. Lorin also makes between
250 and S00 large patties of peanut
brittle per year which have earned him
the name of ‘“Mr. Peanut Brittle".

Bennie always can ascertain when
Lorin is bored, because with ingredients
for the patties always on hand, he gets
into the kitchen and makes a batch.

Regarding his wife, Lorin warmly
emphasizes that ‘'she is the boss of the
bunch and pulls me along.’” The couple
have one daughter, LaJuana Jackson
who is a science_teacher at Perryton,
three grandchildren and one great
grandchild.

extent that students spend excessive
time away from the classrooms. But
there is no reason why the two,
academic achievement and vocational
training, cannot go hand in hand.

I know of course that I am not a good
example, but during my high school
years, long ago, I was very active in the
Future Farmers of American organiza-
tion, as were many farm boys. While
many of our readers might argue the
point, I do not believe it seriously
undermined whatever capacity 1 might
then have had for intellectual growth.
We have to look elsewhere for the
answer to that problem.

Many of the recommendations by Mr.
Perot and his committee will be
beneficial, if adopted. Despite all the
arguments to the contrary, one cannot
escape the moral truth that good
teachers ought to be paid more than
poor teachers, and good students ought
not to suffer from the hands of
educators who think like politicians or
politicians who try to be educators. That
is exactly what happens when all
teachers, and all students, are consid-
ered on a par and treated accordingly.

Just as decisions regarding war and
peace are too important to be left to the
generals, so is education too important
to be left to the colleges of education.
The people themselves are going to
have to get involved. After all, they pay
the bill.

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Caprock serves community

Caprock Hospital in its present
location opened its doors in October,
1967.

In conjunction with National Hospital
Week and Texas Hospital Week, May
6-12, it is interesting to note how many
improvements and additions have been
made at the local facility in the last year.

Four heart monitors have been pur-
chased. To are implemented in the
intensive care unit. The remaining two,
telemetrys, are traveling monitors for
use in the patients’ rooms.

New fetal heart monitors have also
been purchased for obstetrics. In addi-
tion a new isolette is used in delivery
and the nursery for all newborns. An
infant warmer has also been obtained
for ICU care. Approximately 10 babies
per month are delivered by physicians
at Caprock.

The physical therapy department has
had the most transition of any of the
departments. A new blood gas machine
for monitoring oxygen in the blood is
only one of the new pieces of equipment
that has been purchased in the almost
totally new department. Caprock offers

respiratory and physical therapy on ap
outpatient basis.

An annual fund raiser is scheduled
for purchasing new equipment for the
ambulance. Last year a stretcher was
bought with those funds. A concession
stand, sponsored by the hospital, is
planned at Old Settlers but a fundraiser
has not been set. The ambulance crew
consists of four certified drivers and
four attendants who stand ready to
serve on a 24-hour basis.

The 40 bed hospital provides 85-9(
general surgeries each year with a crew
of four assisting the surgeon at all
times. Services by three anesthetists
are available.

Prenatal classes are presently being
offered. New classes are offered about
every six weeks. Aerobics are offered
several times annually.

Floydada is fortunate to have a
medical facility adequate to serve the
needs of the area with the most
up-to-date equipment. It is a vital
ingredient in the growth of our com-
munity.

Watson, hired as head athletic coach
in 1950, held the position for 10 years.
After a brief hiatus, Watson returned to
the Floydada Public Schools as a Texas
History teacher in 1966, then as D.E.
coordinator. 1974 was Watson's last
year in high school as assistant principal
and athletic director. Watson has
remained at R.C. Andrews grade school
for the last 10 years.

Mixed emotions regarding retirement
have filled the few remaining days of
school. Although he will miss the
children, Watson related that he is

1952 signified one of his most
memorable years in the teaching pro-
fession. As head coach, the Floydada
Whirlwinds had won 10 consecutive
football games with only seven total
points scored against them. The bi-dist-
rict playoffs were to be held in Amarillo
and the adversary turned out to be
Phillips, a football powerhouse. To put
the icing on the cake, it began snowing
in Amarillo. Watson excitedly recalls
that ‘‘the boys could not stand up on the
field, but kept slipping on the snow. At
half-time the score was 7 to 0 in
Pampa’s favor. Watson sent someone to
town for tennis shoes to fit the entire
team. The tennis shoes replaced the
cleats and Floydada was victorious,
scoring 13 to Phillips 7. However, the
following week, Childress tromped on
the Whirlwinds ruining their chances
for state.” Watson philosophized that
“‘in athletics, not only do students learn
to win, but they learn to lose.”

taxes on vehicles

A source of controversy in Commis
sioners Court Monday, May 14, was a
resolution implementing a new tax in
Floyd County. The resolution was
passed with Choise Smith, Jack Lackey,
and Sam Spence voting for the measure
and Bob Jarrett voting against it with
Thomas Warren abstaining.

The adopted resolution reads ‘‘Each
vehicle in Floyd County will be charged
an additional fee of $5.00 for registering
a vehicle in the state with the proceeds
being deposited in the County Road and
Bridge Funds.”'

Jack Lackey and Choise Smith were
both convinced that by adding this
additional tax, it would take the tax
burden off of property owners by
forcing those who are not shouldering
their share in the County, and taxing
them. Lackey believed that ‘‘with the
additional revenue, it might be possible
to lower the ad valorem tax rate.’’ Bob
Jarrett voted against the measure citing
the fact that ‘*he could not conscien-
tiously vote for additional taxes in the
County when they could be faced with a
surplus of revenue without the tax.’’

New produect kills

livestock parasites

A new product that controls both
internal and external parasites of live-
stock has been approved by the Food
and Drug Administration and is now
available from licensed veterinarians. It

will be sold under the trade name
Eqvalan for horses and Ivomec for
cattle.

The new product, which contains

invermectin, is the only anti-parasitic

drug to control many commonly oc-
curing internal roundworms and lung-
worms as well as many external
parasites of cattle, such as grubs, lice
and scabies mites.

Insect pests stop feeding almost
immediately on treated animals. Grad-
ually, the insects become paralyzed and
die. Tests indicate that cattle grubs can
be completely controlled by this pro-
duct, which is more effective than

conventional pour-on phosphate treat-
ments.

For grub control, cattle should be
treated just after the end of the heelfly
season. The drug is given by injection,
which can be repeated during the winter
months for control of internal parasites,
lice and mites. Although Ivomec is not
approved for use in female dairy cattle
of breeding age, it can be used in dairy
calves and bulls. It has a relatively wide
margin of safety. The proper dosage for
treatment is provided on the label.
Read and follow label directions care-
fully.
