Wins Football Contest

Shelley Gammage of Plainview won
first place in the Beacon football contest
last week. Aaron Wilson of Lockney was
second, and Michale D. Means, Lock-
ney, came in third in the grid guessing
game.

All three of the prize winners missed
seven contests, but only Mrs. Gammage
circled Lockney in the tie-breaker
section, so she was awarded the $10
first prize.

Wilson’s total-score guess in the
tie-breaker section was 28, four points
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built and furnished by the High Plains
Underground Water District to assist
the SCS and the Water District to train
and retrain their personnel in all phases
of irrigation found in the South Plains
area.

but overall the efficiency was good.

The third stop on the tour was at the
Orba Miller farm, where the farmers
viewed 12 soybean varieties. This test
was also established on May 29 with the
help of representatives from the Pfizer
and Ring Around Seed Companies.
Different maturity groups were also
shown in this test.

The last stop on the tour was at the
Laron Fulton Farm, south of Sandhill,
where nine corn vairties were viewed

that were established on May 7. Herber
siad, ‘“The corn varities, looked very
good and very little corn bore damage
was noticed."’

‘“Angel Dusf

WE WENT ON THE ATTACK a-
gainst "‘angel dust’’ last year and early
indications are that we're meeting with
some success.

Last fall Congress passed and the
President signed the Bentsen Bill which
clamps down on the illegal manufacture
and sale of this animal tranquilizer.

The call it “‘angel dust,’’ but it is the
devil's own brew. I call it the most
dangerous illicit drug in use today, bar
none.

When “‘angel dust,”” also know as
PCP (phencyclidine hydrochloride;, was
developed in the mid-50s, it was viewed
as a promising new anesthetic for use in
operating rooms. Research, though,
established that it was causing psycho-
tic reactions in large numbers of cases.
In other words, it was literally driving
reoplc mad so it was barred completely
or use on humans.

Today the drug can still be used
legally on some large animals, though
not all of them. The National Park
Service found this out the hard way.
They objected to my legislation as it
wound its way through Congress last
year, claiming my bill would make it
difficult for them to tranquilize Grizzly
Bears. They dropped that objection
when advised by the Drug Enforcement
Administration that they were not
supposed to use ‘‘angel dust’” on
Grizzly Bears anyway.

A case from the files of the Los
Angeles Police Department shows
graphically how ‘‘angel dust’ can
derange the human mind.

TWO OFFICERS ANSWERED a call
involving a ‘‘mental patient’’ brandish-
ing a knife. What they found was a
young man, under the influence of
"“‘angel dust,”’ who attacked them. He
hung onto his knife with a *'death-like”’
grip even though the officers hit his
hand repeatedly with their night-sticks,
hard enough to shatter the knife's
handle. It took six officers to finally
subdue him and when they did he still
clutched the knife blade in his hand.
Later, x-rays showed his hand was
broken in four places.

There are other horrifying cases: a
29-year-old man bit his forearms almost
to the bone after smoking a marijuana
Cigarette laced with ‘“‘angel dust’’ and
experienceing ‘‘auditory hallucina-
tions™ telling him that his hands had
offended him; a young person drank rat

To paraphrase an old story, there was
once a man who built a mighty house; a
beautiful house complete with scores of
rooms, enough, in fact, for every man,
woman and child in the village.

And the people were in awe of the gift
and they rushed to move into their new
homes, as their old ones were in sad
repair and they could not afford to
rebuild.

But, while that towering house was a
masterpiece of gingerbread from the
doorstep to the highest turret, the
builder had put all of his money into the
beautiful shell of the house and had
neglected to construct a foundation.

The house and all of the people came
tumbling down.

That may be a rather simplistic way of
describing the construction of some of
our nation’s economic and tax policies
in recent years, but the description fits.
While the Federal Government has
concentrated on fancy gingerbread,
very pleasing to the general populace, it
has neglected the underlying founda-
tion.

We are now facing an economic
slowdown, along with rampant inflation
and declining productivity. During past
periods of recession, the Congress has
built a gingerbread house in an attempt
to solve the problems by settling on
programs aimed at stimulating the
economy through increased Federal
spending.

But rather than solving the problem,
these measures have fueled inflation
because more consumer dollars are
being chased by fewer goods. Pumping
up the demand for goods only gives
short-term relief to a sagging economy
and does nothing to correct the struc-
tural inefficiencies in the marketplace
— the foundation — that are responsi-
ble for stagnating growth.

It is time for the rebuilding of the

foundation of our economic strategy.
The emphasis should now be placed on
the supply side of the economy. Policies
which expand our capacity to produce
goods and services more efficiently are
the most effective in dealing with out
current economic problems.

You fight inflation and recession by
producing more goods, cheaper, not by
lengthening costly unemployment and
welfare rolls.

In order to promote productivity,
changes must be made in our tax laws. |
have co-sponsored the Capital Cost
Recovery Act, designed to encourage
real economic growth by stimulating
investment in more efficient plant and
equipment. This legislation would scrap
existing depreciation schedules for
fixed assets and substitute in its place a
simplified system of rapid depreciation.
The proposal would allow a 10 year
writeoff for buildings, a five year
writeoff for equipment and a three year
writeoff for limited investment in cars
and light trucks. This is no ‘‘quick-fix,"’
gingerbread solution, but a long-term
attempt to make the United States more
competitive in world markets.

Among major industrialized nations,
the United States is 18th in both
economic and productivity growth over
the past 10-year period. In 1976 the
actual rate of fixed business investment
was 9 percent of the Gross National
Product, compared with 20 percent for
Japan and 15 percent for West Ger-
many. We cannot continue to ignore the
facts. Our economic position in the
world is in decline. The choice_ now _
before us is whether or not we have the
courage to reverse this trend — before
the gingerbread house falls on us.
Clearly meaningful tax reforms, such as
the Capital Cost Recovery Act, would be
at least a beginning in the building of a
strong economic foundation.

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Open House Honors Mrs. Boeker

An independent little Plainview lady, who' will be 9
Tuesday would like to live in Ruidoso, NM if she‘ were
younger. The trees and streams there remind Mrs. T.H.
Boedeker of her native land, Germany. ' :

She and her daughter and son-in-law, Louise and Jlm Hodel
with who she makes her home, spent a week at Ruidoso in

August.
Did she go to the horse races? “I rode too many horses

when I was a girl,"” was her reply.

MRS. BOEDEKER was honored with an open
house celebrating her 95th birthday Sunday
afternoon at the Hodel home, 1403 Holiday St.,
Plainview.

“‘Another pretty place is Phoenix," said white-haired Mrs.
Boedeker. “‘She likes to get out and go”', added her daughter,

“‘and she goes every time the car does."

Mrs. Boedeker walks with a walker after breaking her hip
in November. She is able to take care of herself, despite
surgery at 90, and mishaps throughout her life, including
being in three car accidents. ‘I was crippled up — in the first
wreck had a broken thigh — but I always came out alive!”

she exclaimed.

EVEN AS A child, Mrs. Boedeker was accident prone. The
former Emma Schmidt, she was born in Province Possen in
East Prussia Sept. 25, 1884 and in 1890, when she was 6 years
old, came to America and with her parents, Mr. and Mrs.
Herman Schmidt. Aboard the Elby, a German ship which
brought them to New York in 22 days from Bremen, Emma
was nearly washed over board when a big wave knocked her
down, but a sailor saved her. ‘I was just prowling around the
ship,” she recalled. “The sailors always had something to

giveme.”

From New York City, the Schmidts sailed to Galveston
aboard an American ship, Vera, and settled in Brenham

where her mother’s sister and family had already come.
Emma'’s father, a farmer, died when she was 12 years old,
and her mother and all the children had to work in the fields.
Emma picked cotton and chopped weeds. ‘‘That's all I
knew,"” she said. ‘‘We worked not only in the day but also at
night.”

She remembers that they had enough to eat, but it was not
always what one would want. “‘In those days there was not
much food anyway,” Mrs. Boedeker explained. ‘My mother
always fixed buttermilk soup, potatoes and bread and what
she cooked was good. We had no canned goods then.”” Emma
learned to cook, not from her mother, but while working in a
cafe in Summerville.

MRS. BOEDEKER reminisced about how she raised
cabbages and put them in a trench, covered with two layers
of dirt and they kept all winter. Sometimes she made as
many as 55 gallon barrels of sauerkraut, put grape leaves on
the top and the kids would come by and grab a handful. The
Boedekers had their own cattle and hogs for meat. ‘‘We killed
seven hogs one year,” she commented.

““Mother made such good bread, pies and cobblers,’” Mrs.
Hodel said. Her baking ability apparently rubbed off on Mrs.
Hodel who is chief baker at Furr's Cafeteria. Hodel is
maintenance man at Furr’s.

Emma had very little schooling. Most of what she had was
as a very small child in Germany where she was taught by a
pastor. She was baptized in the Lutheran Church in Germany
and at 15 was confirmed and now is a member of St. Paul's
Lutheran Church in Plainview

AFTER THEIR MARRIAGE, Aug. 17, 1905, Mr. and Mrs.
Boedeker lived in Channing five years, where he operated a
meat market and helped build the courthouse. They came to
Plainview in 1908 and moved to Waco in 1911. They returned
to this area in 1915 and farmed about 15 miles northeast of
Plainview in Floyd County. Boedeker died Dec. 24, 1959 and
she continued to live on the farm two years. In 1962 Mrs.
Boedeker moved to Plainview and lived alone until making
her home with her daughter 12 years ago.

Her other children are Edwin Boedeker, precinct judge in
Lubbock; Charlie Boedeker, who farms in the Providence
Community; Bill Boedeker of Levelland, district attorney in
Hockley County; Helen McDonald of Lockney; and Emma
Bontke of Kress. She has 13 grandchildren and 10 great-
grandchildren. Of her three brothers and one sister, the last
one, Willie Schmidt of Plainview, died in June 1978.
