(Editor’s note: Bob Kropp is the son

Under his leadership, the printing 
business grew from putting our five 
area papers to 19 newspapers and 
several books and magazines. Economic 
decline and local competition reduced 
that number to 10 newspapers, includ­
ing the Hesperian and Beacon, which 
for the size of the local plant is still 
enviable.

The Ratzlaffs have been members of 
the First United Methodist Church 
here, with Art serving as a Sunday 
School teacher and a one-year stint on 
the church board of directors.

In 1973, Ratzlaff joined the Floydada 
Lions Club, eventually holding every 
office except secretary. He was Lion 
Boss until his resignation earlier this 
autumn.

Ratzlaff also served three years on 
the Roydada Chamber of Commerce 
board of directors.

“ This move will be a better financial 
opportunity for us,” Ratzlaff said 
Friday. ” 1 like the people in Slaton...in 
fact, the only other town we’ve ever 
lived in that could compare with it is 
Roydada.

16-State fa rm  poll to focus on gra in  transportation
Texas farmers will have a unique 

opportunity to be heard on grain 
transportation issues through a poll 
announced this week by Pioneer Hi- 
Bred International, Inc.

Jam es W. Lindsey, president of 
Pioneer’s Southwestern Division, to­
day outlined details of the “Pioneer 
Poll on Grain Transportation’’ to be 
conducted in 16 major agricultural 
slates to gather farmers’ opinions on 
the current crisis in grain transporta­
tion.

“The purpose," Lindsey said, “is to 
find out exactly how serious our 
current transportation problems are, 
hov they affect farmers in various 
regions and what farmers think should 
be done.”

According to Lindsey, poll results 
will be publicized and shown to key 
decision makers to give them a better 
understanding of farmers’ views.

“Pioneer dealers are responsible for 
distribution and gathering of comple­
ted questionnaires,’’ Lind.sey said.

“Each dealer is encouraged to work 
f<T maximum distribution and return in 
his area by reaching all concerned with 
grain producers.”

Estimates are that this poll, avail­
able to all farmers, will yield as many 
as 75,000 completed questionnaires, 
possiblly more.

“Polling this extensive î  ̂ unusual," 
Lindsey said, “but so are the growing 
problems of grain transport facing 
farmers in many areas."

Prepared by Jefferson Davis Asso­
ciates, a Cedar Rapids, Iowa research 
firm and Yankelovich, Skelly and 
While, Inc., New York, the question­
naire asks farmers to respond to more 
than 50 statem ents on grain transpor­
tation issues.

Subject areas include rural roads and 
bridges, railroads, barge lines as well 
as rates and regulations affecting grain 
carriers.

Every questionnaire will be electro­
nically scanned to provide the total 
result. Findings of this poll should 
provide the most complete picture yet 
of the current relationship of transpor­
tation and the American farmer, accor­
ding to Lindsey.

"This is one of the most effective

ways I can think of for farmers to reach 
those who can help solve transporta­
tion problems-shippers, carriers, law­
makers, government agencies," Lind­
.sey added.

“The best way to make farmer 
opinions count is to make them heard. 
With the growing importance of crop 
exports to Texas farmers, we all have a 
big stake in an efficient system of grain 
transport," Lindsey said.

In addition to polling Texas farmers. 
Pioneer will be distributing question­
naires in Colorado, Indiana, Illinois. 
Iowa, Kansas, Michigan, Minnesoate. 
Missouri, Nebraska, New Mexico, 
North Dakota. Ohio, Oklahoma, South 
Dakota and Wisconsin.

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World agricultural output declines fo r first time in seven
For the first time in seven years, 

world agricultural output declined in 
1979. Global output of agricultural 
commodities this year, excluding the 
People’s Republic of China (PRC), 
dropped about 2 percent from 1978, 
according to the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture.

In a summary of the World Agricul­
tural Situation, released this month by 
the Economics, Statistics and Coop­
eratives Service (ESCS), USDA eco­
nomists reported that production in the 
developed countries, including the 
USSR and Eastern Europe, fell almost 3 
percent in 1979, while output in the 
developing countries held nearly 
steady. Agricultural output fell in all 
major industrialized countries, except in 
the United States. Tlie USSR’s reduced 
grain crop cut their overall agricultural 
production by 12 percent in 1979. U.S. 
agricultural output was up by 5 percent.

Among the developing countries, out­
put increases in East Asia. Latin 
America, and Pakistan offset declines in 
India and West Asia.

Total 1979 world food production 
declined 2.5 percent. The output of 
developed countries dropped approxi­
mately 3.5 percent while production in 
the developing countries held almost 
stable. Per capita food production 
decreased by 3.3 percent. The 1979 
declines in food output, in a per capita 
basis, were approximately equal in both 
the developed and developing coun­
tries. Population continues to grow 
about 2 percent annually in the develop­
ing countries while remaining constant 
or increasing minimally in the deve­
loped countries.

Economic activity worldwide in 1980 
is expected to slacken. Growth in major 
developed countries may slow to 2 
percent with higher inflation and unem­
ployment anticipated. This slowdown in

the developed countries may influence 
tiie developing countries. Rising oil 
prices and general inflation will be 
major factors impacting global econo­
mic activity.

World grain production for 1979/80 
(wheat, coarse grains, and milled rice) 
totaled 1.38 billion tons, 4 percent 
below the previous year. As a result of 
record carrying stocks, supplies this 
marketing year will be down less that 2 
percent from 1978/79. World consump­
tion is likely to hold near last year’s 
record level. To maintain consumption 
will require a 31-million-ton drawdown 
in global stocks to 195 million tons and a 
10 percent increase in world grain 
trade. Virtually all the increased trade 
will be with the Soviet Union.

World production of protein meals, 
fats, and oils in 1979/80 is expected to 
continue increasing. U.S. soybean 
production was up 20 percent in 1979. 
The South Amercan crop, which will be

harvested in early 1980, is currently 
forecast to increase sharply from the 
last 2 year’s drought-reduced level.S

World cotton production will be up 7 
percent in 1979/80 to a record 64.2 
million bales. Slowing gains in con­
sumption will probably lead to a stock 
buildup of 0.8 million bales.

Beef and veal production in major 
producing countries hks declined in 
recent years and will probably continue 
to decrease in 1980. However, larger 
pork and poultry production will conti­
nue to offset this decline. Global milk 
production has continued upward this 
year. World milk output in 1980 will 
continue to exceed use, and dairy 
surpluses are expected to remain in 
major producing nations.

Sugar output worldwide is expected 
o decrease this year. Rising conwmp- 

tion will contribute to reduced stocks
f 979/ £ r r .* "  P "*** -  Coffee output in 
1979/80 IS up somewhat, but consump­

tion is rising and stocks may be reduced 
during the year. The freeze earlier this 
year is having little impact on 1979/80 
production; it may, however, reduce 
1980/81’s potential crop.

Limited supplies and transportation 
difficulties in some exporting countries 
will probably result in the United States 
providing much of the increased gra<o 
trade for 1979/80. The U.S. will remain 
the only major supplier of soybeans an 
meal in the world until March 1980. 
when new-crop Southern Hemisphere 
soybeans and products reach the mar­
ket.

These factors indicate another strong 
export year for U.S. agriculture. E*' 
ports of farm products in fiscal 1980 are 
expected to reach about $38 billion, up • 
fifth from a year ago. Although p-T  ̂
increases will account for some  ̂
gain, export volume is anticipated 
increase 16 percent. Agricultural cx

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Oil industry manipulation of diesel 
fuel in Texas will cause many farmers 
to lose their crops and drive others out 
of business, members of a House 
Agriculture and Livestock subcommit­
tee reported last week.

“ The manipulation is entirely legal, 
following the removal of price controls 
in July, but cost of diesel today is m.ore 
than the farmers can bear,” said Rep. 
Dan Kubiak of Rockdale, chairman of 
the Energy Subcommittee.

The U.S. Department of Energy lifted 
all diesel allocation priorit'es for the 
agriculture in July, allowing oil compa­
nies to sell diesel for whatever price the 
market will bear.

Testimony by oil company represen­
tatives at a Nov. 28 subcommittee 
bearing revealed that although the 
firms are voluntarily continuing some 
allocations to longtime customers, the 
arc not adding any new customers to th' 
sel'-imposed allocation program.

Ar. 3 result, the companies are selling 
mo*-e diesel on the spot market, 'n*' 
price of allocated diesel is from 60 tc 
cents per gallon, while the spot ma. 
price is from 99 cents to S I .14 a gall' '

Kubiak said information the pan

has received during the past fi 
months indicates the oil companies a 
acting to eliminate a<l allocations as fr 
as possible.

Manipulations also include putting 
economic pressure on fuel distributor., 
called jobbers, forcing some to sel 
diesel at higher prices than their retail 
competitors. The jobbers usually are the 
sellers who still allocate diesel to 
long-time customers at wholesale pri­
ces. When a jobber goes out of 
business, those customers have no 
alternative but to buy diesel on the spot 
market.

“ Unfortunately, many farmers can­
not afford to pay the higher prices on 
the spot m aikei,” said Rep. Forrest 
Green, of Corsicana, Chairman of the 
Agriculture and Livestock Committee.

“ If city residents can imagine what it 
would be like to buy several thousand 
gallons a month at their filling station, 
they will get a good picture of what 
many farmers are having to go 
through.”

“ The subcommittee is convinced that 
many farmers are going to lose their 
crops because they cannot obtain 
enough fuei for normal farming opera­

tions, Green said.
He pointed out the federally required 

4 percent state set-aside is not enough 
to supply agriculture energy needs. The 
Office of Fuel Allocation is swamped 
monthly with applications for emrgency 
allocation of fuel, and there are specie 
problems getting fuel to new farmers 
and for farmland which has changed 
management.

“ Their applications have increased 
from 185 in January, 1979 to 8,500 in 
November,” Green said.

He stressed that under federal guide­
lines,agriculture gasoline allocations 
are tied to farmland, so a farmer or 
rancher acquiring new land can retain 
its gasoline allocation.

“ However, that is not the situation 
with diesel. When land changes hands, 
the previously allocated diesel could be 
channeled by oil companies into the 
higher spot market,” Green said.

Green also pointed out that 100 
Octane Aviation Fuel is in critically 
short supply in some areas, despite 
lifting of price and allocation controls in 
February, 1979.

Rep. Patterson said farmers paid 14

cents a gallon for diesel in 1975, and 
while diesel prices have jumped over 
500 percent, farm commodity prices 
have stayed about the same.

“ Inflation has raised the price of 
other products which farmers use in 
their operations. Fertilizers and other 
products made from petroleum have 
been raised by 300 to 400 percent over 
the past four years.”

Although Texas farmers are troubled, 
many farmers in other states have an 
abundance of diesel, the subcommittee 
has learned. In Iowa, for example, 
jobbers are phoning their customers to 
inquire if their tanks can hold an 
8 .000-gallon transport load of diesel at 
65 to 72 cents a gallon. This fuel reaches 
Iowa via pipeline originating in Hous­
ton, Texas.

“ The oil companies could ease the 
hardship to farmers by adding more 
farmers to their allocations,” Kubiak 
said. “ 1 don't think this would be a 
financial burden to the oil companies 
which are reporting huge windfall 
profits.”

Kubiak pointed out the current f u J  
shortage could lead to a shortage on 
supermarket shelves and, ultimately, 
higher grocery prices.

Cattle raisers present 

recommendations
Texas and Southwestern Cattle Rais­

ers Association gave 20 recommenda­
tions on the structure of modem 
agriculture to Agriculture Secretary Bob 
Bergland during a public meeting on 
that subject in Wichita Falls, Dec. 6 .

More than 600 people representing a 
broad spectrum of Southwestern agri­
culture attended the sixth of 10 meet­
ings held by USDA throughout the 
nation. The purpose of the meeting, 
according to USDA, was to “ collect and 
evaluate information about the current 
structure of agriculture and the forces 
that affect it. The ultimate goal is to 
establish national policies and programs 
that will best promote the kind of 
agriculture and rural life Americans 
want for the future.”

TSCRA attorney David W ins, repre­
senting 14,000 Association members 
throughout the Southwest, told the 
Secretary that if the goal c f  the 
meetings was indeed the promotion of 
agricultural productivity and not a 
political courtship of American agricul­
ture, there were immediate steps that

could be taken.
Witts gave the following list of 

recommendations:
1) Reaearcli funds. The budget for 

agriculture research is only one percent 
and misdirected. This needs to be 
corrected.

2) Reduce regulatory plague, which 
increases farm costs and consumer 
prices, but decreases productivity.

3) Current export policy, if any, is 
feeble and contradictory. Agriculture 
needs a positive program for exports.

4) Water. TSCRA encourages USDA 
to invest in permanent and vital assets 
such as reservoirs and water conserva­
tion and discourages the meat-axe

5) Farm proBts. Rural America is 

going in the red. The farmers, forced to 
take off-farm jobs and borrow more 
money, are paid less today than 25 
years ago. Yet the smallest increase in 
farm product prices causes political, 
consumer and media outrage.

6) Fbumce. Farm financing is in a 
vertical vacuum andemergency credit 
should be provided to prevent fore­
closures; capital should be available for 
young farmers. Credit should be made 
available to qualified people in agricul­
ture with proven credit management 
capability who have suffered financial 
reverses from natural disasters, market 
fluctuations or other uncontrollable 
circumstances.

7) Energy. Rural energy needs are 
unique. Natural gas is required for 
fertilizer and irrigation.

8) Environmental overbnrden. Regu­
lators are not responsive to profit and 
loss. Don’t make the same mistake we 
did with the energy shortage.
10) Farm transportation ayatem, both 
water and rail, is inadequate.

11) Repeal of the carryover tax basis
is absolutely essential to the preserva­
tion of the family farm.

12) Predator control policies reward 
the predator and punish the producer.

13) Politicians like Smith of Iowa 
andRosenthal of New York would 
penalize the efficient meat producers to 
reward labor unions.

14) Restricting hide exports repeats 
the folly of oil controls.

15) Senator Bentsen's coontercyciical 
meat Import bill will strengthen in­
dustry.

16) Payola for public witnesses is an 
unnecessary expense to build a stacked 
deck.

An array of 19 witnesses will appear 
before House Cotton Subcommittee 
hearings in Lubbock December 29, 
according to Donald Johnson, Executive 
Vice President of Plains Cotton Grow­
ers, Inc., Lubbock, “ giving Subcommit­
tee members the opportunity to hear a 
good cross-section of views on a variety 
of matters important to the cotton 
industry.”

The hearings are scheduled from 9:00 
a.m. to 1:00 p.m. in the Lubbock Civic 
Center. The public is invited. Similar 
hearings are scheduled for December 27 
in Greenwood, M iss., and January 4 in 
Fresno, Calif.

Subcommittee member Kent Hance, 
Democrat of Lubbock, has announced 
that the issues open for testimony and 
discussion before the hearing will 
include the USDA proposal of no 
set-aside for 1980, the idea of a cotton 
reserve, proposals for automatic acre­
age reduction when a certain carryover 
level is reached, the farm structure 
study, and the expansion of U.S. export 
markets.

“ The Cotton Subcommittee will wel­
come testimony on any of the listed 
topics as well as other matters of 
concern to cotton industry members,” 
Hance said.

The subcommittee has seven mem­
bers, including Hance, Chairman David 
Bowen (D-Miss.); Charles Stenholm 
(D-Tx.); Ed Jones (D-Tenn.); Margaret 
Heckler (R-M ass.); Tony Coehlo (D- 
Calif.), and William Thomas (R-Calif.). 
According to John Waits, Counsel for 
the Subcommittee, only Bowen, Hance, 
Stenholm and Thomas are expected to 
be present for the Lubbock hearing.

Also according to Waits leadoff 
witness for the hearings will be Joe D. 
Unfred of New Home, President of

Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., Lubbock, 
accompanied by PCG Executive Vice 
President Donald Johnson.

Other witnesses named by Waits 
include Earl Sears, Executive Vice 
President of the National Cotton Coun­
cil, Memphis, Tenn.; Charles Wofford, 
Executive director of Lower Rio Grande 
Valley Cotton and Grain Producers and 
Chairman of Texas Association of 
Cotton Producer Organizations; Robert 
Gibson, cotton producer from Meadow;

FARM LABOR UNIONIZATION 

John M. Ashbrook. a Congressman 
from Ohio, placed in the CONGRP<t 
SIONAL RECORD. 11-10-79. inform^ 
tion with regard to the unionization of 
agricultural labor. The most disturbinc 
information contained in Congressman 
Ashbrook’s information is the fact that 
government is supporting the unionlza* 
tion of farm labor with tax money. The 
Congressman reprinted a WASHING­
TON STAR article of November 11 
1979, entitled “ I Won’t Bow To Cesar 
Chavez , by C.C. Bruno. This article is 
reprinted here for your study and 
information.

“ I am dumbfounded by what 1 read in 
the newspapers. Many reporters and 
ministers are championing Cesar Cha­
vez and the United Farm Workers 
Union as if they were apple pie and 
motherhood when right now we farm­
workers are losing our freedom and 
basic rights to this union’s abusive 
control. It is not clear to enough 
Americans that whoever controls the 
food on our table can control our 
country.

Monday morning. June 11, 1 was 
packing lettuce on one of the five 
wrapping machines moving down a field 
in Monterey County. California. Felipe, 
the foreman, yelled: “ It's them!” I 
looked up and saw strikers get out of 
their cars at the entrance of »he access 
road. Tliey ran over to the govemmeat 
inspector’s car and began rocking it. 
The inspector, and older fellow, tried to 
stop them. But they busted out the car 
windows and turned it over. Cars of 
more strikers pulled up. From a 
bullhorn in Spanish and English they 
shouted: “ Scab! Strikebreaker! Come 
out and join us!”

At least 50 strikers came toward the 
rrachinc I was on. Some carried red 
flags with the black eagle. For a 
moment I thought of the flags that ran 
me across the rice paddies cf Korea for 
11 months and 23 days. Other strikers 
were waving jack handles.

I shouted 10 the women wrappers to 
drop the rolls of paper off the pipes. We 
could use the pipes to defend ourselves. 
The strikers who taced us threatened: 
“ Come out on strike or we’ll get you!” 
They stayed out of range of our pipes. 
“ Scab! W e’ll see you tonight. We'll 
burn your camp!”

Three carloads of sheriff s deputies 
appeared. When the deputies threat­
ened to use gas, the strikers ran back to 
their cars. Afterwards my stomach was 
in knots. It was as bad as any day I 
spent in six years in the Marines. I 
could hardly open my hand to let go of 
■he pipe. Even seeing the sheriffs 
deputies Jid  not relieve the tension.

What is this all about? Some of us in 
my crew have worked together for 
several moidhs. Some of the strikers 
have never worked for ny company at 
all. In fact some of them have just 
arrived from Mexico.

W e’ve tried to understand how 
outsiders could call us scabs and 
strike— breakers. You don’t like to be 
called a scab when your family depends 
on you. These outsiders are trying to 
make us feel bke intruders on our own 
ground.

I grew up among the poorest of the 
poor in West Virginia—can still remem­
ber getting my first pair of shoes at age 
9. At 16 1 managed to get into the 
Marines. I had new clothes, outdoor 
ac'ti.ity , learned new things, knew 
pretty well what I would be doing from 
day to day and had a regular income. 
There war good food, lots of it. And 
above all, I belonged to something. I 
had n y  own identity.

For 20 years I’ve worked m the fields 
and orchards up and down California 
and southern Oregon. Now life i* 
changed.

Strikers can now come 
into the camp parking lot legally. Thmr 
leaflets are only in Spanish. An̂ glos 
don’t count. They warn us that if ^e 
don’t walk off our jobs we will regret it. 
No longer do I feel free to follow the 
peak harvests and choose where I wan 
to work.

My friends, Mexican and Anglos 
alike, agree we’re paid more than we ve 
ever been paid in our lives. 
more than some warehouse and office 
workers downtown. My base rate i* 
S4.35 an hour, and I make some 
additional through piecework *9^” 
tives. Last week, after deductions t 
Social Security and disability—we are 
given a free medical plan and H 
iniurance— I got a check for S268.1 P*y 
S7.50 a day for my bunk and three 
meals. A hot lunch is brought to us 
wherever we are at noon. C om p la in ts - 
Just normal griping. .

We live in fear now. There’s 
throughout the valley. They ve bw 
destroying tractors and equipmen . 
know of workers they’ve beaten * .

Texas Laws specifically states that everything of 
value unless it be specifically excempt by law 
comes within the meaning of taxable property. 
Courts have ruled for example that where cattle 
are being fed, pastured, or otherwise cared for 
on property owned or leased by another, the 
owner or leaser in responsible that the cattle be 
rendered properly, or he may be assessed frr 
the cattle himself and under certain conditions 
applies to equip, on lease, merchandise on 
consignment, and almost any type of personal 
property, controlled by persons not the owner.

Jessamyn West was 42 
and dying of advanced tu- 
burculosis when she tirst 
dared to unleash her artistic 
impulse.

“They sent me home from 
the hospital to die among my 
loved ones,” she reca ll^  on 
over easy, when the national 
award-winning PBS series 
on aging examined “Crea­
tivity in Laier Life.”

Unable to knit or crochet 
to pass away what little time 
W est thought she had left, 
she decided to try writing, 
something she was always 
afraid to do.

“I was a brave little 
invalid," W est told Hugh 
Downs. “That was the begin­
ning of a life I love.”

Her first novel, “The 
Friendly Persuasion” was 
subsequently made into a 
major motion picture star­
ring Gary Cooper.

Today at the age of 77, 
West has written 17 novels, 
including her most recent, 
“The Life I Really Lived.”

A University of California 
psychologist. Dr. Frank Bar­
ron told Downs. “Attitude 
toward aging is more im­
portant than the process 
itself,” he explained. “Older 
people have more time to be 
creative and, by virtue of 
their age, they have more 
mental images.”

He recalled interviewing 
W est in 1958 when she was 
56, and again in 1978. Were 
there any changes in that 
twenty-year i n t e r v a l .  
Downs wanted to know.

‘Oh yes," replied the psy­
chologist. “Her imagination 
is a lot wilder now."

W est agreed. “I’m braver 
today than I ever was.” 

Although the creative pro­
cess is an elusive one, it is 
not subject to age. Picasso 
was still painting in his 90's.

consin who have been teach­
ing music six days a week 
for more than fifty years.

Olive and Marie Endres 
love music and they’ve been 
trying to pass that love on to 
struggling young musicians.

“We want them to respect 
the great minds in ^whose 
company they are, said 
Olive, a pianist and accomp­
lished composer. “There are 
no sacrifices, only rewards. 
Music is a wonderful mys­
tery."

“The creative process can 
go dry at 30, or well up at 80 
in many new ways,” Downs 
added. Dr. Barron agreed.

He recalled that one of his 
professors regretted that 
the expert had chosen psy­
chology over a career as i
novelist. ,  . . .u

“He thought I had the 
potential of becoming a 
w eat noveUst," Dr. Barron 
recalled. “My first thought 
was. ’Well, that’s easier said 
than done,’ My second 
thought was. I ’m not dead 
yet."

AUSTIN -State Capitol 
halls were decided out in the 
Christmas spirit last week, 
but government slowed to 
an idle as employees left for 
Ihe holidays. While taxpay­
ers arc mulling the benefits 
of one week of "less govern­
ment.’’ they can also enjoy 
a couple of Christmas pres­
ents from the state

State Treasurer Warren 
G. Harding announced the 
treasury received an extra 
$189 million from interest 
earned during the fiscal year 
ending Nov. .10. It was a 
nice present for Harding, 
too. since he campaigned on 
a theme ot better money 
management practices and 
increased earnings from 
slate cash funds.

Another half-plus for citi­
zens IS a Slate Insurance 
Board staff proposal to low­
er premiums on credit life, 
accident and health insur­
ance.

If the proposal becomes 
policy. premiums would 
drop 14 percent on credit 
life and 10 percent on credit 
accident and health Con­
sumers could save $25 to 
$120 on a typical 2- to .5- 
year loan, the staff said.

Radioactive “Incident"
A Department of Health 

official last week said Texas 
has had about .100 "inci­
dents" involving radioactive 
materials, with about 45 in­
volving transportation of the 
materials.

Ed Baily, administrator 
of the Radiation Control 
Branch, defined an "inci­
dent" as a case of overexpo­
sure of radiation, improper 
packaging ot radiation source 
shipments, loss of such ma­
terials. or anything “out of 
the ordinary" that calls for 
sptecial investigation. Baily 
spoke at a seminar to inform 
users, shippers, transporters 
and receivers of such mate­
rials about regulatory re­
quirements.

Baily said reporting of 
transportation incidents was 
"very good." but that some 
licensees were hesitant in re­
porting incidents from fear 
of bad publicity.

He also said he thought 
the handling of radioactive 
materials was better regu­
lated than hazardous chem­
ical wastes

Special Session
Gov. Bill Clements, con­

cerned about the recent

large buildup of radioactive 
waste in Texas, said creating 
a nuclear waste storage 
dump in Texas may be the 
fourth topic for the special 
session he intends to call in 
March or September.

Clements has also said he 
supports the creation of such 
a dump in New Mexico, not 
Texas.

In general, debate on the 
controversial subject is not 
centered on the need for a 
dump, but on its eventual 
location

Clements’ late concern is 
an apparent turnaround 
from his statement last year 
that Texas was willing to 
accommodate a nuclear 
waste dump. Some 2,000 55- 
gallon drums of waste per 
month brought into Ihe Gal­
veston area this fall have 
caused many state officials 
to rethink the issue.

I.t. Gov. Bill Hobby 
thinks any special session 
would be a waste of tax 
money. Interviewed on the 
Capitol Eve radio-television 
program. Hobby slammed 
all of Clements’ reasons for 
wanting to bring the Legis­
lature back to Austin;

— Hobby thinks initiative 
and referendum is a bypass 
of the legislative process of 
examination and compro­
mise. Clements is a strong 
advocate of l&R.

— Hobby thinks wiretap­
ping is an intrusion of gov­
ernment into the lives of 
private citizens and that con­
trols should be increased. 
Clements is the state’s 
strongest advocate of in­
creased wiretapping of nar­
cotics traffickers.

—Clements wants broad

tax relief measures. Hobby 
argues that Texas is “one of 
the lowest-taxing states," 
and that Texas education al­
ready will need more money 
because of an increase in 
children in the public school 
system.

Hobby, who presides over 
the Senate, and House 
Speaker Bill Clayton both 
see no need for the prom­
ised special session. Should 
Clements go ahead and call 
the legislators back to (heir 
chaml^rs. the resulting fire­
works may be visible both in 
Mexico and Oklahoma.

Clements: Defeat Carter
When President Jimmy 

Carter comes to campaign 
in Texas. Clements may well 
toss a rubber chicken onto 
his presidential dinner plate, 
just as he did to former At­
torney General John Hill. 
Clements’ gubernatorial op­
ponent.

The Repuollcan governor 
has never been more out­
spoken in his opposition to 
the president as he was at a 
gathering of petroleum of- 
ficals last week.

Clements urged the pe­
troleum industry to work to 
defeat Carter at the polls.

And responding to a 
query about his policy dif- 
tcrences with Sen. Edward 
Kennedy. Clements said: 
" I ’m not sure what Kennedy 
knows He certainly didn’t 
know his way to the ferry, 
did he?"

Later that evening Clem­
ents said he was willing to 
study the establishing of a 
state aid system in Texas to 
allow parents to send their 
children to private schools.

Producer Price Index rises 1.3 percent in November

ished Gwxls rose 1.3 percent from 
October to November on a seasonally 
adjusted basis, the U.S. Department of 
Labor’s Bureau of Labor Statistics 
reported.

The November advance followed 
increases of 1.0 percent in October and 
1.4 percent in September. Prices for 
intermediate (semifinished) goods 
moved up 0.9 percent, considerably less 
than in most recent months. Crude 
material prices rose 2.0 percent over the 
month, more than in October and about 
the same as in September.

Among finished goods, prices for 
finished consumer foods dimed 2.6 
percent after edging down 0.1 percent 
in October. Prices for finished energy 
goods increased 2.5 percent, the small­
est monthly advance since February. 
The index for finished consumer goods 
other than food and energy rose 0.6 
percent, about the same as in most 
other months so far this year. Capital 
equipment prices moved up 0.5 percent, 
much less than the 1.2 percent rise in 
October.

Before seasonal adjustment, the Pro­
ducer Price Index for Finished Goods 
rose 1.0 percent to 225.9 (1967=100). 
Over the year, the Finished Goods Price 
Index was up 12.8 percent. The index 
tor finished energy goods climbed 62.7 
percent from November 1978 to Novem­
ber 1979. prices for finished consumer 
foods rose 8.9 percent, the index for 
finished consumer goods other than 
tood and energy was up 9.3 percent, 
and capital equipment prices were 8.6 
percent higher than a year ago. The 
Producer Price Index for Intermediate 
goods rose 15.4 percent over the year, 
a.id crude material price advanced 17.1 
percent.

Finished consumer goods. The Pro­
ducer Price Index for finished eonsumer 
goods advanced 1.6 percent, more than 
the 1.0 percent increase in October 
because of a sharp upturn in prices for 
foods. On the other hand, prices for 
nonfood finished goods, particularly 
home heating oil and gasoline, rose 
much less than n montn earlier.

The finished consumer foods index 
rose 2.6 percent after edging down 0.1

percent in October. The November 
advance was the largest monthly in­
crease since the fall of 1974. Processed 
poultry prices rose 21.5 percent, and 
prices for beef and veal. pork, and eggs 
turned up sharply after declining in the 
previous month. Prices were also sharp­
ly higher in November for roasted 
coffee, fresh vegetables, sugar in» 
^nsumer size packages, and macaroni. 
On the other hand, prices declined for 
fresh fruits, milled rice, and fish.

"M y  own state, the State of Texas, 
has prospered recently and as a result 
we are right about at the average for per 
capita income. W e’ve still got a long 
way to go before w'e catch up to 
Connecticut, I can assure you. The 
poorest regions of this country are not in 
the ghettos of the Northeast, but in the 
South of T exas ."

The Senate Finance Committee in 
September adopted an amendment by 
Bentsen to exempt from the "windfall 
profit” tax oil income dedicated to 
public education. The committee later 
expanded that amendment to include all 
oil income from state or locally owned 
lands.

The vote to table the Danforth 
amendment effectively kills efforts to 
repeal that exemption.

"T h e  Danforth amendment had its 
origin in the dark regions of regional­
ism. The Senator conjured up a phony 
vision of a future Sunbelt assault on the 
industrial base of the Northeast and 
Central states and called for a preemp­
tive strike to deprive certain areas of 
resources that lawfully belong to them, 
resources they have no intention of 
using as he suggests,” Bentsen said.

" I  am pleased that the Senate has 
rejected this ill-considered effort,” 
5enator Bentsen said.
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
