Man Of The Year

Jerry Johnson, 35, was characterized
by last year's winner Kenneth Wofford
as ‘‘the kind of man you find at the
center of every activity in the commun-
ity.”’

The current fire chief of Lockney
Volunteer Fire Department, Johnson is
a 15-year member of the department
and has served several previous terms
as chief.

Dean Rippetoe
Speaks To
Lockney Chamber

Amidst a barrage of country jokes and
stories, A.D. ‘““Dean’ Rippetoe, deli-
vered some hard blows at the govern-
ment, receiving applause several times
and amens from the 350 Lockneyites at
the Chamber of Commerce banquet
Thursday night.

“*Sixty percent of the federal budget
is a give away,”’ he said and then
warned, ‘‘Folks are buying votes with
your money."’

Rippetoe struck out against the
nations energy problems and laid the
blame solidly on governmental policy of
price controls and over regulation for
the past 25 years. The nation does have
a serious energy problem, ‘‘The situa-
tion is real,”’ he said, ‘‘not false or
exaggerated.”’ Foreign imports from
unstable foreign governments means
that, *‘S0% of all gas (that we use)
comes from a very shaky source.”” He
said that if our imports are shut off
there won't be one wheel turning. It will
take that 50% to keep our homes warm
and our hospitals running.

Governmental control and punitive
legislation has kept our nation from
producing. ‘‘Stronger price controls are
counter productive. We were warned in
1944 that price controls would even-
tually cause shortage. Right now the
domestic price for a barrel of oil is
$6.00. We are buying foreign oil at $40
plus, a barrel.

Still on the subject of excess profits,
Rippetoe, who has been employed by
Shell Oil Co. since 1956, said, ‘‘since
when was it a sin, under the free
enterprise system to make a profit?”’
The shortage is real, he said, ‘‘you can’t

DID LOSING BRING INSIGHT?

Livestock Show Lesson Valuable

The young boy kneeled nervously by
his purebred Dorset lamb.

The sheep judge paced back and forth
clasping his hands behind the small of
his back, studying the two lambs left in
contention for champion lamb. The
boy's thoughts momentarily strayed
from the arena to three days earlier
when he washed and fitted his lamb.

The lamb stood motionless on the
blocking table. Many hours of washing
and grooming had trained the wether to
stand in silent calmness. The lamb was
accustomed to the boy’s touch, never
too harsh but always firm. The lamb
was clean but not all-together white
(lamb’s wool is naturally more greasy,
often turning a yellowish color after
washing). The young boy applied his
wool card to the fleece and began
“fluffing’’ the wool.

He reached down to the table and
grasped the worn hand shears his
brother had used so successfully a few
years before, and began trimming the
wool. Soon the lamb’s fleece was
smooth and had taken shape.

No Time For Games

The boy couldn’t help noticing an
older man, perhaps a county agent,
working feverishly over a Hampshire-
cross lamb, while another older boy sat
near by. The older boy and apparently
some of his friends sat playing cards,
but the younger boy had no time for
games, he had hopes of placing high,
possibly winning champion lamb.

The boy’s flash back had lasted but a
few seconds, then again he was thrust
back to reality. The judge walked up to
his lamb, poked and prodded the finish
on the lamb’s back aqnd stepped back
viewing both lambs. Momentarily the
boy glimpsed to his left and caught the
image of the same older boy showing
the Hampshire-cross lamb in contention
with his own.

Ten feet behind the boy was the
adult, who had worked so long and hard
on the boy’s lamb shouting instructions
and encouragement,

The older boy acted uninterested,
more of a menial job rather than a
responsibility. The younger boy had set
a goal, not just a task, but a dream. He
had often slept at night dreaming of the
judge easing up to him and lightly
slapping his lamb on the top of the rump
signaling champion lamb.

Had he smoothed the fleece or
cleansed the wool enough, so many
doubts raced through his mind. The
judge paced by and stopped, visually
examining the lambs, thoughtfully, he
scratched his chin with his left hand.

The judge’s hand dropped to his side
as he began to walk towards the
younger boy’s lamb. Stopping, he
looked down at the lamb then took two
steps to his right and slapped the older
boy’s lamb and stepped back. A muffled
noise came from the crowd as he
pronounced the champion lamb.

The older boy's adult ‘‘helper’’ lept
with joy rushing to congratulate the
champion. The younger boy felt a
sinking hard knot in his stomach, his
head eased down so his forehead lightly
rested on the lamb’s nose. .

He must not be a poor loser, lifting
his head he offered a hand shake to the
winner. The older boy was too busy
following the adult who was leading the
lamb back to his pen. The younger boy
had other shows and other lambs, but
something just felt wrong.

Grooming Made Difference

The judge gave his reasons including
muscling; length, and conformation,
but the most prevelent was grooming.
The judge had concluded that the older
boy had done a superior job.

No, it wasn’t the end of the world, but
for a fleeting second his dream was
fractured, not by the older boy or his
lamb, but by the adult. Reserve
champion lamb was not disrespectful
and he was consoled by his father who
was watching from the crowd. His
father had given him advice and
support, but through a glazed and foggy
mind that didn't seem to matter now.

The young boy alone with his
thoughts as he penned his lamb,
promised himself never to act and do as
the older boy’s adult leader had done.
Always to advise and assit but never to
take over for more selfish reasons than
caring for the younger person.

Must Be Taught And Shown

How can a young person learn? How
can a person really succeed? Young
people have to be taught and shown not
merely discarded until the proper
moment.

The boy had a successful career in
4-H and F.F.A., raising and showing
Registered Suffolk sheep. He helped
and enabled other members to raise and
show champion lambs. Always he
remembered his promise, for the youth
shows are for youth to raise, groom,
show and win.

Mexico Increases Grain Orders

Mexico will continue to be a major
buyer of U.S. grain in the foreseeable
future, according to GSPA Executive
Director Elbert Harp. Sales of more
than 60 million bushels of grain
sorghum have been registered since
October 1, 1979. Harp said, ‘“‘Our
neighbor to the south has become the
second largest buyer of our grain
sorghum. They are exceeded only by
Japan.”

Scouting Pays Big Dividend

by James F. Leser, Texas Extension

Traditionally, producers on the High
Plains have not worried too much about
insect problems in their crops. That’s
because insects haven't been a problem
for most farmers until recently. But
during the last decade, more a‘m.i more
growers have turned to insecticides to
bail them out of pest problems. And
there seems to be no end in sight.

The Texas High Plains has evolved
from an area of relatively low insecticide
use to recently achieve the dubious
honor of using more than half of the
pesticides applied to crops across the
entire state. With greenbugs attacking
sorghum, spider mites and southwest-
ern corn borers on corn, and now
increased problems with fleahoppers
and bollworms on cotton, this shouldn’t
come as any surprise.

Increased pressure from pest prob-
lems, higher crop production costs and
shrinking profits are forcing farmers to
take a hard look at scouting and the
benefits of the intergrated pest manage-
ment (IPM) approach to crop protection.
Scouting has got to be one of the
smartest crop management investments
a producer can make.

Field scouting involves more than just
“*checking for bugs."’ It involves obtain-
ing representative samples or counts of
insect numbers and their effects on the
crops on a regular, once- or twice-
weekly schedule. It is also just as
important to monitor such factors as
plant growth, beneficial insect activity,
weather, disease and overall production
practices.

What are the benefits: Scouting is
economical. By using field scouting,
cheaper insecticides can frequently be
used when applications are used at the
most opportune time. Late applications
are more expensive, less effective, and
can not correct for damage already
done.

Last year, cotton farmers who used
scouts to check for bollworms were able
to make $1.50 for every dollar invested.
Some that didn't shredded their fields!

How can farmers obtain IPM servi-
ces? Agricultural producers can either
hire their own personal scouts, employ
the services of a private cosponsored by
the Texas Agricultural Extension Ser-
vice and the Texas Pest Management
Association. At present, there are only
two operating Extension IPM programs

on the High Plains—one headquartered
in Plainview, the other in Crosbyton.

Growers using their own personal
scouts can get help from the Extension
Service by attending the scout training
workshop held each year around the
first week of June. Training focuses on
pest identification and seasonal biology.
The workshop is expanding this year to
include training in scouting, making
management decisions, and selecting
the proper control measures.
~Scouts do not make spraying deci-
sions for the farmer. They aren’t trained
or qualified to make control recom-
mendations. The decision to spray or
not remains with the farmer. But scouts
can help locate hotspots in the field.

As businessmen, few farmers c;n
devote the necessary time to t ;
increasingly complex and regulate
technology of crop protection. They can
employ professional advisory services in
order to make crucial d;ClSIOIIS on
intricate pest control procedures.
mt}r{l(c)w m‘::ech are IPM services going to
cost? The cost per acre must be
considered in terms of amount of
services required and delivered. The
more time spent in a field, the more
accurate the information will be. Since
each field has its own identity based on
soil type, planting date, variety and
other production practices, there is no
substitute for detailed field checking.
Of course field time will depend on not
only the crop, pest involved and degree
of difficulty in making a decision, but
also how fast a scout can actually get
across a field. While I can frequantly
check an 80 acre cotton field for
bollworm managment decisions in 30
minutes, most scouts would need more
time. Depending upon their training an
motivation, perhaps 50 minutes isn’t a
bad estimate.

Maximum benefit from IPM can only
be obtained through the use of trained
professionals. Accurate and cost effect-
ive management recommendations can
only be delivered by individuals with an
understanding of the present complex
crop protection technolody and the
experience to use it properly. It isn’t
enough to spray a field when needed. A
good consultant will be able to use the
cheapest effective chemical and the
lowest rate for the particular situation.
A poor consultant will rely on one
material and high rate to cover for his
mistakes.

There can be considerable differences
in the quality and quantity of IPM
services made available to High Plains
producers. Consequently, per acre char-
ges for consulting can vary anywhere
from below $1 to over $5. In order to
charge a low fee, a consultant must
either supplement his income from
other sources or check enough acreage
to make up for low charges. To do this,
he must spend less time in each field.
There just isn’t any other way. In areas
where pest problems are infrequent or
generally light, this approach may be
the best. But, where pest problems
occur often and are frequently severe,
intense, twice-a-week services are the
only answer.

How much money will scouting make
me? That will depend on the pest
problems and particularly on the a-
mount of IPM services you decide to
employ. Remember, you get only what
you pay for.
