W e are still hoping for some rain. 
It did look promising for a while. 
Some very light showers were 
received but not enough to do 
anything but smell good and to cool 
things off.

A  late rain would still help some 
of the (hydand fields of cotton. The 
irrigated fields are in good shape 
moisture wise and are looking good. 
What doesn’ t show is the insect 
uamage. The farmers are having 
to fight bollworms, army worms and 
leaf loopers. The army worms have

urn Previously Owned

COTTON
Bollworm egg laying activity has 

increased sharply in Crosby and 
Floyd Counties over the past several 
days. The highest activity has been 
noted in portions of western Floyd 
County. Up to 90 white eggs per 100 
plants were being d e t e c t  Monday 
ui that area. O f those fields moni­
tored. average egg  counts per 100 
plants was 35. A  slower, but 
definate, increase is being noted in 
scouted fields in Crosby CoTinty. 
Drivate consultant and pest man­
agement program scouts have de­
tected up to ^  eggs per 100 plants 
with most fields averaging about 
100 at this time.

The cooler temperatures and 
overcast days coupl^  with light to 
moderate beneficial populations in 
most fields will result m increased 
worm survival. While fields are 
being found each day that require 
treatment due to previous egg  lays 
we can eiqiect more w idespre^ 
problems shortly.

Continue making whole plant 
observations at several field loca­
tions to monitor insect activity. 
Eggs are being found lower on the 
plant in many cases. Bollworm 
infestations have varied m a U y  
from one field to the next. Deter­
mine the need for control measures 
by determining the per cent infesb
ed plants in each field.

White eggs that are found singly 
laid on the lower surface of uie
leaves are likely to be those of the 
Cabbage Looper. Looper eggs can 
be seperated from those of the 
bollworm by their flatter appear­
ance on the top and are much more 
finely ribbed.

After any initial treatment with 
harsh insecticides at the 10 per cent 
infested plant level the treatment 
level should be reduced to 5 per 
cent of the plants with treatable 
sized worms. This is due to the 
reduction of benefidals and the 
resultant higher survival rate of 
bollworm eggs and small larvae. 
About two weeks after initial treat 
ment beneficial numbers may have 
increased and should be monitored. 
U key predatews can be found on 20 
per cent or more of the plans the 10 
per cent treatment level should be 
used.

H OW  MUCH 6  A  B O IL  
WORTH? I^oducers need to know 
the answer to this question if  they

are to make sound insect control 
decisions. Several factors influence 
the value of a boll. These include, 
among others, market value of lint, 
number of bolls to make a pound of 
lint, percent turnout and yield 
potential. Elariy in the season, yield 
potential is high and we can afford 
to lose more fruit to weather and 
insects than we can later in the 
sea^n when days are cooler and a 
killing frost is just around the 
comer. This same cool weather will 
also increase the number of boils 
needed to make a pound of lin t 
Assuming a 22% turnout, this 
number could range anywhere from 
about 400 to 650.

I f  we assume cotton is g^ing for 
50 cents a pound and 450 bolls are 
equal to a pound of lint, toen 900 
bolls are worth 1 dollar. This works 
out so that if roughly 1 boll per 13 
row feet (1/1000 of an acre) or 1 boll 
per 50 or so plants is lost to insect 
damage, 1 dollar per acre was also 
potentially lost This means a 
producer can pay the spray pilot of 
5-10 bolls per 13 row feet or 1-2 
bolls per 10 plants are saved from 
insect damage. Actual numbers 
depend on chemical and rate used 
and application cost for boUworm 
control.

Individual bolls are worth a lot 
more than you probably je s s e d .  
This lesson in economics also 
demonstrates that scouting (even at 
$3.00/acre) is one of the cheapest 
but smartest crop management 
investments a cotton producer can 
make. It doesn’ t take very many 
bolls (up to about 3000 per acre) to 
pay to have your field cn ec l^ .

Just because a producer can 
make some money on the surface 
and still pay the aerial applicator 
does  ̂not necessarily mean that an 
application is economical. ^11- 
worms have tremendous appetites. 
One bollworm will consume or 
destroy approximately 6^8 squares, 
1 bloom and 1 boll during its 
developmental period. Early in the 
fiiiiting cycle, when mostly small 
bolls are found, bollworms can 
destroy more than 1 boll during its 
life time. More boUs and fewer 
squares would be damaged later in 
the season when squares are hard to 
find. But, boUworms generally dam­
age <mly a few  locks on fuU-siz(^ 
bdls.

SORGHUM
Greenbugs and mites continue to 

be a problem in sorghum. Cooler 
temperatures may tend to slow 
down increases in these pests for a 
while. Headworms (bollworms and 
fall army worms) are present in 
most fields. A  convenient way to 
check for number of heads infested 
is to shake 20 sorghum heads into a 
bucket at several field locations.

HOW  TO AVOID HOT 
W EATHER PROBLEMS

If you become overex­
posed to the sun or over­
exert during extreme heat 
and humidity this sum­
mer, you may get heat 
cramps, heat exhaustion, 
or possibly even the rare 
but serious heatstroke.

Avoiding these hot- 
weather complications is 
more than simply a matter 
of staying in cool or 
air-conditioned areas and 
walking on the shady side 
of the street-as important 
as those precautions are. 
You’ ll also need to pay 
attention to medicldly 
sound preventive steps.

1. Wear loose-fitting, 
lightcolored clothing that 
reflects the sun’ s rays and 
allows for better sweat 
evaporation, and wear a 
wide-brimmed hat for 
added protection.

2. Avoid sudden chan­
ges of temfierature, such 
as dashing fix>m an air- 
conditioned building to a 
hot sidewalk or car. Be­
fore getting into a car 
that’ s been parked in the 
sun, open it up for a few 
minutes.

3. Stick to cool drinks 
and food and salt your 
food liberally. Salt tablets 
are seldom necessary if 
you have a well-balanced 
d ie t If you feel the need 
for salt tablets, check first 
with your doctor, (see #12)

4. Don’ t over-eat Don’ t 
over indulge in alcoholic 
drinks. Your body sys­
tem needs extra water in 
hot weather, whether or 
not your thirst sensation 
increases. Drink water of­
ten, even when you don’ t 
feel the urge,

5. Acclimate yourself by 
limiting exposure to the 
sun or strenuous outdoor 
activities to just 15 min­
utes on the first hot day, 
adding 15-30 minutes 
each day over a week or 10 
days.

6. Avoid outdoor physi­
cal activity between 10 
a.m. and 2 p.m. whenever 
possible.

7. When you exercise in 
the heat, take a 5-10 
minute break every half- 
hour. Don’ t exercise just 
before or after meals.

8. Drink plenty of water 
or salted lemonade when 
you’ re exercising. You 
may have hea:^ that 
drinking water when

you’ re hot and active will 
bring on stomach cramps, 
but it is not true; you need 
to keep up your w a ier  
intake to replace what 
you’ re losing in s w e a ts ©  
drink when you’ re thirsty.

9. Also take extra pre­
cautions whenever the 
humidity, is high during a 
heat wave. When the 
relative humidity gete 
above 60 percent, the air 
won’ t absorb as much as 
sweat as your body needs 
to get rid of, and by, 75 
percent relative humidity, 
it won’ t absorb any. 'Ibis, 
coupled with high tem­
peratures, is particularly 
dangerous.

10. If the weather is hot 
and dry, you may not feel 
sweaty, but in high tem­
peratures you indeed are 
sweating; the dry air is 
evaporating the sweat so 
effectively that you don’ t 
get damp skin or soaked 
clothes. Drink plenty of 
water, don’ t be lulled by 
the false idea that you’ re 
not losing any.

11. "Ibke extra care 
when the official tempera­
ture is higher than 85 
degrees F. If the official 
temperature is, saj 95 
degrees F, if may be well 
over 105 degrees F  on a 
tennis court or in your 
baclQ^ard garden, even in 
the shade. Official read­
ings are often taken from 
towers or high buildings.

12. If you are on a 
low-salt or saltrfree diet, 
or if you have a chronic 
disease (heart disease, 
hypertension, diabetes, or 
lung disease, for example) 
high heat and humidity 
will put an especially 
heavy burden on you. 
Consult your doctor be­
fore engaging in any un­
usual activity or changing 
your salt intake.

13. If you do feel the 
effects of the heat and 
humidity— uneiq)lained 
stomach or arm and leg 
cramps, extreme fatigue, 
nausea, headache, or diz­
ziness— get medical at­
tention as soon as pos­
sible.

Priority for participa­
tion in the work-study 
program is given veterans 
who have a 30 percent or 
greater service-connected 
disability and considera­
tion is given to financial 
need, motivation and the 
nature of the work to be 
done.

Veterans are not re­
quired to work the full 250

hours. TTiey may work any 
portion of the time that 
meets their financial 
needs and fits their indi­
vidual study programs.

Jobs are available for 
VA-related work on a 
given campus or at a VA 
facility.

An advance of up to 
$310 is available as soon 
as the employment agree­
ment is processed.
