A heavy snowfall estimated at nearly 
a foot in some areas combined with 
strong winds brought the first real taste 
of winter to Royd County Sunday.

The snow and icy conditions forced 
officials to close schools throughout 
much of the county including Lockney 
and Floydada Monday, but most classes 
were back in session as usual Tuesday 
morning.

The snow began early Saturday 
afternoon and continued falling until 
late Sundr.y and early Monday morning 
in some aicas.

Don Gowens. maintenance foreman 
for the Texas Highway Department at 
Hoydada says he b'-.^an calling in his 
men at seven o ’clock Sunday morning. 
Within a few hours, according to 
Gowens, he had six trucks with snow 
blades, a grader and two trucks with 
front-end loaders on the road trying to 
make some headway against the still 
falling snow.

Gowens says the worst spot in the 
county was apparently on Highway 
62/70 east o f Floydada. There. Gowens

\

says, winds estimaied at 25 miles per 
hour and blowing fairly steadily created 
three foot drii'ts,

” We did pretty well, considering,”  
Gowens says. ” A$ soon as we'd get an 
area clear the wind blew the snow right 
bark on the road behind us. It was like 
going in circles.”

"The snow wasn't near as bad as the 
wind.”  Gowens says. "The snow was 
very fine and it blew easily. Sometimes 
it looked like a blizzard, even when i* 
had stopped snowing because it was 
blowing so hard. East of Floydada ther- 
were times you couldn't see 50 feet 
because of ihe blowing snow.”

Gowens says he was prepared for the 
snowfall and he and his men worked 25 
hours without a let up. Gowens says 
because the snow came on the weekend 
it’s going to cost the county a little extra 
money. Since he was forced to call his 
men in to work on Sunday each man 
received overtime pay for every hour 
worked through 8:30 Monday morning, 
more than 24 hours of overtime pay or 

most of the men called in for the

emergency duty.
Gowens says Ids problems with snow 

removal were further compounded by a 
number of cars and several tractor-trail­
er trucks that became stuck in the snow 
on Highway 62/70 east of Floydada. 
Gowens says that several times they 
used their road grader to hrip get 
vehicles unstuck.

During the peak of the storm Sunday 
afternoon, traveling was the next thing 
to impossible. Highway 87 between 
Lubbock and Royd County and from 
\marillo to Royd County was lettered 
with numerous vehicles that had be­
come stuck in the snow. Many motorists 
reported it took over three hours to 
cover the 50 miles between Lubbock and 
Royd County and over four hours from 
Amarillo to Rovd Countv.

The Royd County Sheriff s Depart­
ment reports that while there were no 
traffic fatalities during the storm, there 
were numerous minor accidents thro­
ughout the county

Pork 
supplies arc rising seasonally, but 
remain below last year’s levels and the 
rate of decline will accelerate late this 
fall. Broiler producers have started to 
expand production in response to 
prospects for declining red meat sup­
plies and higher prices. But increased in 
broiler output may be limited by higher 
production costs.

Per capita consumption of pork In 
1981 may fall about 10 percent from 
1980 levels, and beef consumption 
could be down slightly. Broiler con­
sumption in early 1981 will about equal 
last year’s levels and should increase 
throughout the remainder of the year, 
but not enough to offset the drop in red 
meat consumption. Consequently, per 
capita red meat and poultry consump­
tion may decline about 2 to 4 percent in
1981

Retail meat prices in the third quarter

increased 4.5 percent from the previous 
quarter, but were still only 3.9 percent 
above the third quarter of 1979. The 
Consumer Price Index for pork rose 9.6 
percent from the previous quarter but 
only 2.9 percent for beef. Declining 
meat supplies, rising consumer In­
comes, and continued high rates of 
inflation are likely to result in substan­
tial increases in retail meat prices in 
1981. Pork prices are expected to 
increase the most, perhaps 25 percent 
or more. Beef prices may increase 12 to 
16 percent and poultry meat prices 15 to 
20 percent. The sharpest price increases 
may begin in the second quarter as 
nonfed cattle slaughter slows with the 
beginning of the spring grazing season.

Fed cattle price gains will likely be 
held down through the Brst quarter of 
1981 as the large nonted slaughter

M ackenzie vote 
This Saturday

Citizens of Lockney continue to come 
out in support of the Mackenzie Water 
Bond Election this Saturday.

The election will be held at city hall 
from 7 a.m. until 7 p.m. Residents of 
Lockney, Roydad.-. Tulia and Silverton 
will be voting on the issue and if one 
town should turn it down, there will be 
no treatment plant or piping water to 
the four towns from L«ke Mackenzie. 
Instead the people will continue to pay 
taxes on the existing lake with no 
benefit of the water except for recrea­
tion.

Only requirement to vote is the 
person must be a resident o f the town 
and a qualified voter.

The Chamber of Commerce as well as 
the Citv Council have come out strongly

in tavor of the Bond Election.
The problem that worries city officials 

is that the citizens of Uxrkney think that 
it will be an easy win and not come out 
to the vote.

Lockney passed the bond election in 
1%7. The need for water has grtiwn 
steadily more critical. It is an even 
greater responsibility for the residents 
to cone out and vote on this Saturday.

Only two absentee votes were cast at 
city hall before the early ballots were 
closed on November 18.

The county tax ottice has estimated 
that there will be 2208 eligible voters in 
Lockney and Roydada. It is hard to get 
an actual count because the precincts 
include tax roll outside of the city limits.

Wide support for 
Water bond issue
The city councils of the four towns 

that are members of the Mackenzie 
Municipal Water Authority. Tulia. 
Roydada. Lockney and SMverton, are 
endorsing the passage of the Mackenzie 
bond election set Saturday. Voting 
hours arc 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. Balloting in 
lockney and Roydada will bt at City 
Hall.

Purpose of the election is to authorize 
the Authotity to issue $2,150,000 gene­
ral obligation bends. The election must 
carry in each city for the bonds to be 
authorized.

Any resident of the four member 
cities who has been a regi:>tered voter 
for at least 30 days prior to the election 
is qualified to vote.

The future of the four cities depends 
on securing an alternative water supply 
as the ground water supply from the 
Ogallala and Santa Rosa formations is 
beine depleted.

w t
The Mackenzie Authority’ s purpose 

has been to construct a reservoir on 
Tule Creek in order to provide a surface 
water supply for the cities and to 
construct treatment „nd transmission 
facilities in order to deliver water to 
them.

With the first part of the purpose 
accomplished —  the construction of a 
reservoir — the completion of the 
project is now necessary so water can be 
delivered to the member cities. Cost of

the reservoir construction and land was 
approximately $3,360,000, financed by 
the issuance of general obligation bonds 
sold to the State of Texas Water 
Development Board in 1970 and 1972.

The bond election will finance the 
elements required to complete the 
project so that water can be delivered to 
the member cities. These include a raw 
water pump station at Mackenzie 
Reservoir; a raw water supply line to the 
treatment plant near the reservoir; a 
4-million gallons per day treatment 
plant with overload capacity up to 6 
MGD during peak demand periods and 
a treated water pump station; a 24 inch, 
approximately 25,000 foot water supply 
main to transmit treated water to a 
junction point near State Highway 86; 
and a two million gallon water storage 
reservoir at this junction. From this 
junction, three transmission systems 
are required: one for Tulia, one for 
Silverton and one for Lockney-Roy­
dada.

Estimated cost for the supply portion 
of the system is $4,405,000. Assuming 
that the Authority receives a $1.000,000

grant from the supply phase estimated 
costs of $4,405,000, the Authority would 
issue $J,405,000 additional general 
obligation bonds. Of these $3,405,000 
bonds, the Authority has $1,255,000 
bonds previously authorized by election 
in l% 9 but unissued. Only the question 
of the authorization of the $2,150,000 
balance is the proposition on Saturday’s 
ballot.

Silverton newswoman 
Says ‘vote for water’

Tliere is no way w« esn over­
emphasize the Importance of 
your vote on the Mackenzie Bond 
Issue on Saturday, November 22. 
Hiis probably is the single most 
importaot issue to be presented 
to the voters in Floydada, Iz>ck- 
ney, Tulia and Silverton in this 
decade.

The underground water in the 
area where the four cities are 
locjvted is declining and is fail­
ing to produce enough water for 
the summer months. The only 
thing that kept the situation in 
check summer before last was 
that it was a fairly wet summer, 
and irrigation of lawns and gar- 
dans was held to a reasonable 
level. This summer's hot, dry 
weather brought the Gty's wa­
ter situation to near-crisis pro­
portions.

Can you imagine how all of 
ua would have felt during the 
first few days of July if your 
home had caught fire and after 
the fimt few minutes of trying 
to bring the fire under control 
the srater supply hsd run out and 
w  had had to stand and tsratefa 
all the things you had accumu­
lated during your lifetime go up 
In anokeT

Do you know what the water 
shortage could do to our firs in- 
sorance ratesT

We were near that kind of an 
emergency situation. The water 
usually kept in reserve in the 
ground storage tank was used up, 
kids wers Shooting flreworla.

and a Very dangerous situation 
existed. We were lucky that there 
was no major fire.

Home gardens ate importznt 
to help combat the economic dt- 
uation, yet when voluntary water 
conservation measures failed to 
bring relief to the water short­
age situation, it became neces­
sary to hit residents in the pock- 
etbooks to penalize them for 
large water usage. Your Gty 
Councilmen hated to have to do 
Ui's, but they saw no other uvo- 
nue open to them to relieve the 
pressure on the water system.

ITie wells have declined, some 
to the point that they are pro­
ducing only a fraction of the wa­
ter they produced even a year 
ago. Several years ago, when the 
City began purchasing water 
from the Bruba Bomar wcllz, it 
was thought that source of sup­
ply wuuld be adequate for some 
time. But even these strong wells 
have declined, and are no longer 
adequate to provide for the aty*s 
water needs.

Hie City will be faced with 
purchasing another underground 
water supply if the bond election 
fails. M will cost a great deal of 
money, and the water may last a 
year, two yeara, three yeara— 
bow long? Since all of the under­
ground water is declining, it is 
likely that it would be only a 
Aoit time b^ore the Gty was 
again faced with the same situa­
tion.

I just got back from the Floydada 
town meeting on the Mackenzie Bond 
Election issue. It’s cold outside, the 
streets and sidewalks are icy. There’s> 
basketball practice, play practice, and 
most likely several other activities.

There were 24 people at the meeting, 
lockney’ s town meeting last Thurs- 

day night brought out 25 people.
There have been numerous meetings 

on this issue in an effort to give all the 
facts at hand to the eligible voters. So 
plot o f people have heard the issues 
involved and have asked questions.

But an awfully lot o f people haven’t.
If this were a burning issue with loud 

and vigorous opponents the two town 
meetings mignt have been filled.

But everyone knows we need water. 
There has been no opposition to that.
The question just seems to be “ can we 
afford it?’ ’ And “ do we need it now?”  

Fellow citizens, the answer to those 
two questions should have packed the 
courthouse in Floydada tonight and the 
American Legion Hall in Lockney last 
Thursday.

W e ’re talking about dollars, money 
out o f your pockets. Whether you vote 
“ for”  the bond issue; whether you vote 
“ against”  the bond issue; or whether 
you don’ t vote at all...it is going to cost 
you to have water.

All indications at this time point to 
the fact that i f  the bond issue is passed, 
it will cost you less now than it will later.

I have gone back through the Hespe­
rian files to see how the 1%7 Bond 
Election went when the four towns were 
faced with the total project. At that time 
the dam had not been built. The lake 
had not proven itself as a water 
reservoir.

I thought it might be interesting to 
share with you the dilemma that faced 
the four cities 13 years ago.

April 27, 1%7 edition o f the Hespe­
rian: “ When the estimated cost of 
almost eight million dollars came 
through a week or two ago as an 
estimated cost on the Mackenzie Dam, 
the city councilmen o f Tulia, Floydada, 
Silverton and Lockney sorta lost their 
breath!

Now, as they take a second look, 
they’re beginning to look around and 
make sure there are no other possibili­
ties for future water for the city before 
proposing the bond vote to the residents 
o f the city.

Tulia city council went home and 
immediately ordered a well driller to 
start digging two 1,000 foot wells to 
determine the strength o f another strata 
o f water.

The Floydada city council is making 
several areas o f study into underground 
formations o f water west o f town.”

“ No one can be sure where wisdom
The Floydada council realizes that it 

would have to put an expensive vote to 
the people. Water ra»es would almost 
be doubled and a property tax o f 55 
cents per tiiousand dollar evaluation for 
a period o f 40 years would also be 
necessary to pay for Floydada’s share o f 
the almost eight million dollar project.

Auguat 24, 1967 edition o f the Hespe­
rian: “ Directors o f the Mackenzie 
Water Authority Monday night ap­
proved a ballof which will be usi»d in 
deciding the fate o f a $7.9 million lake, 
pipelines, pumping stations and treat­
ment plants for the four member cities.

The ballot offers only one issue for or 
against the whole project.

All cities voted for the “ All or nothing 
ballot”  except Tulia. The delegation 
from Tulia said that thev were casting 
the descenting vote because they felt 
their citizens would not approve the 

. issue. They said that recently discov­
ered deep water wells near Tulia will 
likely result in Tulia voters turning 
down the authority’ s bond issue.

Since the authority was created Tulia 
has found goou deep water resources, 
Fiuydada people are looking at a 
$400,000 bond vote to buy land five 
miles west o f town that has water 
resources for tl,e next 25 years accord­
ing to the city engineer.”

September 21, 1967 edition o f the 
Hesperian: The board o f directors of the 
Mackenzie Municipal Water Authority 
in a meeting here Monday night, set the 
election day on $7,975,000 water bonds 
October 14.

Representatives o f Silverton and 
Lockney have indicated that their 
residents want the election to pass. The 
Tulia Chamber o f Commerce has offi­
cially gone on record that they are not in 
favor o f the complete job but that they 
are in favor o f building the dam at this 
time, which is a cost o f two and a half 
million dollars.

Floydada city council and chamber of 
commerce has not indicated how they 
stand on the election.”

October 5, 1967 edition ot tne 
Hesperian: There was an indepth article 
o f the cost o f the project that ended, 
“ The Hesperian is not presenting these 
facts (high water costs and tax rate) in 
an effort to oppose the Mackenzie 
project. It could be that all our 
underground water might play out 
within a year, that some other commu­
nities might secure the water rights to 
the Tule Creek watershed, that we 
would be left stranded here with the 
Canadian pipeline on the west and the 
Mackenzie reservoir on the north...but 
without a drop for Floydada.

lies.”

October 19, 1967 edition o f the 
Hesperian: “ Mackenzie Municipal
Water Authority, a plan to provide 
water for Floydada and three area 
cities, suffered a setback at the voting 
polls Saturday as two major cities in the 
Authority turned “ thumbs down”  on a 
S7.9 million bond issue which would 
have established a complete municipal 
water supply from Tule Creek for the 
four cities of Floydada, Tulia, Silverton 
and Locknev.

The issue was defeated in Floydada 
by a vote o f 57 for and 88 against and in 
Tulia with 39 votes for and 456 votes 
against.

Both Silverton and Lockney residents 
heavily favored the proposition and 
turned to the polls in strength. At 
Lockney 147 residents voted in favor 
with only 44 vetoing the issue. At 
Silverton, 203 residents voted for the 
proposal and t3 against. Silverton is 
almost out of wate** and Lockney may 
have to drill more wells in the near 
future.”

November 20,1980
And that’ s how it was ir. 1%7. Now in 

1980 we are faced with the same 
decision. Only now the total cost will 
probably be around $18 million.

The wells that Tulia w ts relying on so 
heavily are, I understand now running 
half force and could turn to salt any 
time. Silverton’ s in a desperate situa­
tion, and Lockney is needing water now.

Floydada is looking at from 10 to 15 
years o f water i f  nothing unforseen 
happens to the water table. In ’67 there 
was a 25 year projection.

Only 145 voters turned out in Floy­
dada. Only 291 voters turned out in 
Lockney.

It is estimated that there are 2208 
eligible voters this year. The absentee 
ballots closed on November 18th. 12 
people voted absentee in Floydada and 
2 voted absentee in Lockney.

It is foolish to berate ourselves for 
what has happened in the past. W e 
would be very wise today if we could 
look into the future 13 years from ,<ow.

The value o f history, however, is 
the lesson it teaches us.

There are several options (^en 
to the cities if the bond issue 
passes, but there are next to 
none if it should fail In even 
one of the towns involved. 
Should the issue fall, local resi­
dents will be forced to pay the 
bill for a recreation area and 
at the same time pay the bill for 
the purchase of a new unreliable 
underground water cupply.

This year’s Farm-City Week focuses 
on farm and city people together as 
partners in progress as the key to the 
future.

Farm-City Week, November 21-27, is 
sponsored by the Farm-City Council and 
Kiwanis International.

"Farm  and city people depend on 
each other for products and services 
that are essential to modern business 
and liv ing," points out Dr. Carl 
Anderson, economist in marketing with 
the Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice. Texas A&M  University System. 
"O ne group can’t live without the other. 
Together they make the best food and 
fiber team in the world.’ ’

A  basic ingredient for the economic, 
political and social success o f a country 
is a highly productive agricultural base, 
bel'eves Anderson. This gives a country 
the capacity to not only feed its own 
people but also to export for economic 
gain as well as for humanitarian 
purposes.

"O ne U.S. farm worker now produces 
enough food for some 45 people at home 
and another 25 overseas,”  says the 
economist. "A t  the turn o f the century, 
one American farm worker could feed 
only seven people.”

A dozen eggs, a sack of potatoes, a 
slab o f bacon, a steak, a chilled fresh 
fryer, a carton o f milk and hundreds o f 
other items can be bought at almost any 
food store at almost any time and at a 
comparatively reasonable cost -- reason­
able, that is, compared with the cost o f 
most other things.

"W h ile  the overall cost o f living has 
advanced 13 percent from a year ago, 
food prices in the grocery store have 
increased less than 10 percent,”  Ander­
son explains. "Americans, on average, 
spend 17 percent o f their income on 
food compared to 45 percent for people 
in Russia.”

One out o f every 25 Texans is a 
farmer or a rancher, yet 30 percent o f 
the state’s retail trade business is 
directly associated with agricultural 
production and selling o f food and fiber 
products. Thousands o f businesses are 
active in food and fiber production, 
transportation, processing, packaging, 
storing, advertising, distribution and 
other activities associated with feeding, 
clothing and, to some extent, housing 
people, notes the economist.

"In  Texas, movement o f food and 
fiber from field to factory to the family 
table furnished jobs and income for 
about a fourth o f the working force,”  
points out Anderson.

1980 cotton crop declines, 
But Texas still leads nation

Cnttnn n----- T1--Cotton Crop Drops: The 1980 cotton 
crop will total 11,224,300 bales, accord­
ing to the U.S. Department o f Agricul­
ture's November 1 estimate.

The total is down 365,000 bales from 
the October 1 estimate and 23 percent 
from the total in 1979.

Top states in production are Texas, 
3.4 million bales; California, 3.0 million; 
Arizona, 1.3 million; and Mississippi,
1,1 million.

Arizona farmers lead the parade in 
estimated per-acre yields, with 1,062 
pounds per acre. California is next with 
983 pounds per acre. For the Cotton 
Belt, the estimated per-acre yield is 408 
pounds.

And a 
high percentage o f the questionnaires 
will be received by farmers in the 25 
High Plains counties represented by 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.

That’s why Joe D. Unfred of New 
Home, current PCG President, is urging 
that all fai-mers complete the question­
naires as accurately as possible and 
otherwise cooperate with TCLRS in 
every way.

The information gathered through the 
questionnaires and interviews provides 
the basis for determining final acreage, 
yield and prod’ ction o f crops and 
end-of-the-year livestock and poultry 
numbers for the state o f Texas and for 
each county. pemi, J

A ll the estimates published by TCLRS fanners prpiol 
are based on the data provided by Texas Business Mr— 
farmers and ranchers county Extension 
Agents, ASCS offices and many others 
in agriculture. This cooperation provid­
es the necessary data which is then 
returned to the farmers and ranchers 
and others in the form o f estimates.

"Statistics sometimes make for pretty 
dull reading.”  admits Unfred, "but 
they essential to producers seeking to 
make production and marketing deci­
sions based on sound information rather 
than what otherwise would be mostly 
guesswork.”

Estimates also are needed by farm 
organizations and legislators in pro­
moting, planning, and enacting wise 
legislation and are used in establishing 
acreages and payment levels to pro­
ducers under the various commodity 
programs. "A n d  the more conscientious 
farmers are in supplying requested 
information,”  Unfred adds, “ the more 
accurate and useful the estimates will 
be .”

Last year the eyer o f a 
Texas high school student 
were severely burned when 
the d-natured alcohol he was 
heating exploded in his face. 
Also last year a first grader 
needed treatment because he 
bounced a large eraser into 
his eye. Both accidents re­
sulted in days lost from 
school. Both are also just two 
o f the nearly 10,000 school 
age accidents that the Texas 
Society to Prevent Blindness 
estimates occur each year.

“ The causes vary,’ ' says 
Clymer L. W iight, Jr., Soci­
ety president. “ Some hap­
pen because students don’t 
wear the provided safety 
eyewear. Some result from 
horseplay: one boy, for in­
stance, was hit in the eye 
with a ballpoint pen shot 
from a rubber band. There 
are also an incredible num­
ber o f youngsters who stick 
anythin^ from their finger to 
a scissors - or an eraser - into 
their eyes.’ ’

“ However, these acci­

“ Ninety percent o f them 
"could have been prevented if 
the students had some “ tye- 
0 “  - this is, some awareness 
o f the basic rules o f eye 
safety, an awareness that the 
Society hopes to develop 
through its new three-part 
“ Adopt-A-School program.”  

“ The program is designed 
to bring eye care and eye 
safety knowledge to 500 
children at specific grade 
levels and also to their 
families,”  he explained. 
"Each part consists o f a 
’ 6mm film or film strip, a 
teacher’ s guide, wall charts, 
classroom lesson plans, and 
weekly take-home pamph­
lets.”

“ Program I is for grades 
K-4,”  he went on. " I t  is built 
around a short marionette 
film, “ The Eyes Have It” , 
and is designed to make 
young children aware o f such 
play-related yet potentially 

' eye damaging items as darts 
and stick games.”

“ A second prograr' is 
keyed to grades 5 and 6, a 
time when active youngsters 
need to be reminded that 

f thev must take care o f their

eyes or chance losing "The 
Magic o f Sight,”  the title o f 
the program.

“ Program III is for grades 
7-12 and stresses the impor­
tance o f proper safety eye- 
wear,”  Wright said. “ Even 
though a state law requires 
safety goggles in labs and 
shops, we read time and time 
again in Texas Education 
Agency accident reports o f 
students who’ ve been injur­
ed because they didn’t have 
any protection or were wear­
ing the wrong kind. This 
program, called an “ Option 
To See”  will help teachers 
educate tneir students in 
safety techniques. W e feel 
sure its innovati' e teachings 
will substantially reduce the 
number o f eye injuries in 
secondary schools.”

So when they suv 
in a consistently nippy atm  ̂
sphere (sometimes no cold« 
than 65 degrees fahrenheit) 
for a long time, body temper, 
ature can drop low enough to 
be fatal from a condition 
called “ accidental hypother- 
mia.”

Since hypothermia's 
symptoms may be similar to 
those o f some other diseases 
no one knows positively how 
many people die from it 
yearly. But the risk is verv 
obvious because thermostab 
are going lower as heating 
bills go up.

Instead o f the often obvi­
ous symptoms (such as hard, 
white, numb areas) that can 
indicate frostbite, hypother­
mia symptoms can mimic 
other diseases and be less 
obvious. Meanwhile, the vic­
tim ’s body can slow down 
until unconsciousness occurs 
and ultimately the heart 
stops.

Once the core of the body 
has gotten cold enough to be 
hypothermic, several days 
can pass before unconscious-  ̂
ness occurs.
