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DPS kicks off '"Parent Taught"

driver education program

Parents or
guardians who want to
teach their children to
drive using a state-
approved course may
pick up request forms at
most DPS driver
license offices starting
Monday, April 7.

Previously, only
schools and instructors
certified by the Texas
Education Agency
could provide official
driver training
courses. The Texas
Legislature amended
state traffic laws in
1995, however, allowing
parents to train their
children. The DPS
d e v el o p e=d
administrative rules
and curriculum
materials to implement
the new program.
Successful completion
of the course allows
teenagers to obtain
licenses at age 16.

Parents must follow
procedures and

curriculum guidelines.

set by the DPS.

*The First step is
obtaining a driver
education packet
request form at a local
driver license office.
For your convenience,
please call the nearest
office ahead of time to
confirm request form

availability.
*Parents must fill
out the form and

include the address of
the driver license office
where the student will
undergo testing, since
a driver  educator
certificate must be
mailed tothat office in
the student’s name.
*The completed form
must then be mailed to

DPS headquarters

along with a
nonrefundable $20 fee
for the materials
packet. The packet
included instructions,
necessary forms, a
Texas Drivers
Handbook, a model
curriculum guide and
a resource list for
textbooks and other
materials. When other
course curricula are
approved, information
about obtaining them

also will be included.

Generally,
requestors who pay the
$20 fee should receive
their instruction
packets by mail within
three weeks. However,
delays may occur
during the program’s
start-up phase. DPS
will provide the packets
by mail only and will
not sell them over the
counter.

The approved
curriculum requires at
least 32 hours of
classroom instructions
and 14 hours of in-car
instructions. Parents
must used state-
approved textbooks in
addition to materials
provided by DPS. The
DPS included a list of
approved textbooks and
source for obtaining
them, Parents should
pay close attention to
the copyright dates on
the textbooks since
newer editions haven’t
been approved for use
in Texas. No special
classroom or vehicle
equipment 1s required.

At least six hours of
classroom work must
be completed before
students may take the
written ‘driver’s test
and receive instruction
permits, which allow
them to drive when
accompanied in the
front seat by a licenses
driver at least 18 years
old. After successful
completion of all

training students may

take the driving portion
of the test and become
fully licensed at age
16.Parents may choose
to waive the driving
portion of the licensing
test.

Parents who have
been convicted of
criminally negligent
homicide or driving
while intoxicated or
who are disabled due to
mental illness do not
qualify for this
program. Children.can

. begin the course at age
14 but must not complete’

the classroom portion
and cannot take the
written test until they
turn 15.

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Living On The
Religious Fringe?

EULA—The House of
Yahweh, a religious cult
based in Abilene with
many members in the
Eula area, was featured
in the April 7th Newsweek
magazine. The article
profiled 8 groups that it
described as “livingon the
religiousfringe” across the

United States.
The article was
spawned by the mass sui-

cide of the 39 Heaven's
Gate cult members i
Californiain March. Their
leader Marshall Apple-
white, a former Big Coun-
try resident, born in Spur
and resided in Cisco from
’36-'39 and in Sweetwater
from '39-42; led his fol-
lowers in the mass death
to shed their earthly ties
to meet with a space ship
following the Hale-Bopp
Comet.

Newsweek described the
House of Yahweh as sit-
ting on a guarded 40 acre
tractofland near Abilene,
presumedly the Eulaarea,
that has a niche all of its
own. It said, on Old Testa-
ment holy days, the com-
pound is packed with cars
from all over the country
with families straining to
hear the words of doom
from Church leader Yis-
rael Hawkins, a former
Abilene Policeman. He is
described as standingata
podium surrounded by

armed guards giving the
message that the world is
ending and that he is one
of two Witnesses prophe-
sied in the Book of Reve-
lation (of the Bible). Ac-
cording to the Scripture,
these Witnesses will have
powers to nearly destroy
the world - a claim that
gives Hawkins something
of a messiah status to his
true believers.

The article went on to
say that Hawkinsrunshis
doomsday cult like a busi-
ness and has a frighten-
ing degree of control over
his followers. Many have
legally changed their
names to Hawkins in the
past year and Shaul
Hawkins was quoted as
saying “We believe that
unless we follow the teach-
ings of our leader, the
world as we know it may
end.”

Abilene Police, accord-
ing to Newsweek, are re-
luctant to investigate
reports of weapons stored
on the Yahwehs com-
pound. Hawkins, follow-
ers say, learned survival
skills from the Posse
Comitatus, which in the
1980’s was one of the
America’s most violent
militiagroups. Italsosaid
several former posse
members live on the com-
pound.

Glickman announces highly

successful CRP sign up; 25.6

million acres offered

Agriculture Secre-
tary Dan Glickman
announced the success-
ful conclusion of the
sign-up period for the
new Conservation Re-
serve Program (CRP).

“Preliminary fig-
ures from the field
show that we got approx-
imately 301,650 offers
for almost 26 million
acres,” said Glick-
man. “Of these, nearly
8 million are new and
offered for the first
time, and the remain-
ing 18 million or so are
currently enrolled in
contracts due to expire
in September. ”

Glickman cautioned
the public that these fig-
ures are preliminary
estimates only. Final
numbers may vary
somewhat.

According to Glick-
man, this large pool of
offers will allow the
USDA to enroll those
acres yeilding the
highest environmental
benefits. “That helps us
get the biggest bang for
the taxpayers’ buck,” he
added.

“This was an out-
standing effort on the

part of the Farm
Service Apgency, the
Natural Resources

Conservation Service,
and all the other agen-

this effort. I want to
take this opportunity to

farmers for signing up
in a timely manner,”
said Glickman.

The CRP is based on
voluntary partnerships
between government
and members of the
public. Agricultural
producers receive an-
nual rental payments
and cost-share assis-
tance for establishing
various kinds of protec-
tive cover on suitable
farm property to protect
and improve air, water,
soil quality, and habitat
for wildlife. Rents are
based on local market
rates, and acres are
chosen so as to yield the
greatest resulting envi-
ronmental benefit.

All land that is en-
rolled in the program
must compete for accep-
tance based on an envi-
ronmental benefits
index that ensures fair
and equal considera-
tion for all types of
land. Producers will be
notified by mid-June as
to which acres have
been accepted into the
CRP.

report for activities in 1996

It is a little late but the
Callahan County
Attorney’s Office report
for 1996 is finally finished.

On January 1, 1996,
court reports showed 236
cases pending in county
and district courts. That
numberincreased slightly
to 272 cases by January
1997. The same records
indicate 352 cases were
disposed during that time.

District Court records
indicate that during the
year 62 cases were dis-
posedincluding 56 felony,
4juvenile and 2 writ cases.
County Court records
show 290 criminal, traf-
fic, and hot check cases
disposed during 1996.

County Attorney Office
records indicate that 447
cases were closed out
during the year. 103 fel-
ony cases and 160 misde-
meanor criminal cases
were disposed. 123 theft
by check cases and 61
traffic cases were also
closed out duringthe year.
313 new cases were filed
during the year.

Office records differ
from the court reports

" because they reflect dif-

ferent activities. Office
figures are determined by
an actual hand counting
of the case files in the of-
fice and from a computer
list of the cases. They
include not only the cases

reflected in the court re-
ports, but also investiga-
tions, Grand Jury presen-
tations, appeals, civil for-
feitures, and other cases
the office has worked.
Many cases are worked
and resolved informally
and never filed with the
court.

In addition to fines and
court costs on other cases
the office collected
$40,992.03 on 500 sepa-
rate checks. $28,882.84
was collected for. mer-
chants and victims of hot
check cases. Around
$12,000 was collected in
traffic appeal cases.

Two criminal cases were
tried to ajuryin 1996 and
resulted in guilty verdicts.
One mental competency
case was tried to a jury

and the defendant found
competent to stand trial.

During jury trial on mur-
der charges he changed
his plea to guilty and was
convicted. .
Two cases on appeal
from 1995 were affirmed
during 1996. Two other
cases were affirmed in,
February 1997. Those

After submitting the
application for credit by
examination, the stu-
dent will receive the ex-
amination’s review
sheet, which will list
the competencies tested
on the test. A one-unit
course will have two
tests, one test for each
semester.

Tests will be ad-
ministered on the es-
tablished days, and the
tests will then be sent to
Texas Tech University
for grading. Students
will be notified of test
results.

AUSTIN — The state Senate ap-
proved a $83.3 billion state budget
last week that would increase fund-
ing for public schools, prisons and
social services programs.

But the 1998-99 budget does
not include pay raises for state
employees and education programs
such as Gov. George W. Bush’s
$470 million reading initiative and
a $1 billion back-to-basics program
sought by university officials to
increase the number of graduates.

“Higher education pay raises
have been forced to take a back seat
to public education and prisons,”
said Senate Finance Committee
Chairman Bill Ratliff, R-Mount
Pleasant.

Also not included in the budget,
which is now up for consideration
by a House and Senate conference

Austin- State Represen-
tative Jim Keffer (R-
Eastland) this week joined
114 of his colleagues in
the House of Representa-
tives by voting in favor of
House Bill 3, a bill de-
signed to provide basic
health coverage to chil-
dren who can’t afford in-
surance.

House Bill 3 creates the
Texas Healthy Kids Cor-

poration, which will es-
tablish an insurance pool
for children currently
unable to pay for basic
health care coverage. The
Corporation will be
funded through voluntary
participation by private
businesses and charitable
donations.

Supporters believe that
House Bill 3 will result in
significant savings to the

state by shifting people
away from government
funded Medicaid towards
private insurance carri-
ers. “Thisbill will not only
get more people off Medi-
caid, but will also provide
basicprimaryhealth care,
which has been proven to
decrease the long term
costs of health care,” said
Representative Keffer.
“Preventing health prob-
lems at a young age keeps
people out of the emer-
gency rooms, which is
extremely expensive to
the taxpayer.”

Keffer joined with other

Plans for the fu-
ture are to form a tribal
compound, with a tribal
headquarters, libraryand
museum, and a ceremo-
nial dance grounds. Sev-
eral projects to aid mem-
bers of the Tribe are
planned, as well.

In order to attain these
goals, donations and
grants are needed from
any individuals, private
companies or foundations
that would like to give
financial support to these
projects. Anyone inter-
ested in supporting these
projects may contact Chief
Hicksat Tribal Headquar-
ters.
