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Internet access due 
with new free dialing 

Toll-free calling from 
Baird, Clyde and Putnam 
and 10 other area cities to 
Abilene makes it possible 
for telephone customers 
in these locations to be 
able to count on GTE to 
provide high-speed, local 
dial-up and dedicated 
access to the Internet.

"The offering of Internet

Baird Diary 
Queen to 
become 
Smoke-Free 

As of September 1, 
1997, the Dairy Queen 
store in Baird will be 
all non-smoking, ac-
cording to Doris 
Richeson, president. 

Richeson states, "We 
have had complaints 
from our customers, es-
pecially families with 
children, who wish to be 
able to enjoy their 
meals in our dining 
room without being 
harmed by secondhand 
smoke. While we ap- 
preciate the right of our 
customers to smoke if 
that is their choice, we 
now ask that they ab-
stain during their 
Dairy Queen visits. We 
have received requests 
from the American 
Cancer Society for a 
smoke-free environ-
ment, and have had nu-
merous positive com-
ments from customers 
in our stores are al-
ready smoke-free." 

Currently, 78% of the 
American people do not 
smoke, and many of 
those are offended by 
smoke which is part of 
a common ventilation 
area, as is the case in 
the Dairy Queen stores. 

"This is a decision 
previously made by 
many foodservice oper-
ators, and by city coun-
cils in major cities, in-
cluding Austin and 
Arlington, in which the 
entire city is non-

AUSTIN — Lt. Gov. Bob 
Bullock last week created a special 
Senate committee to examine the 
state's open government process to 
determine if access to government 
records can be improved for all 
Texans. 

Bullock, who presides over the 
Senate, picked Sen. Jeff Went-
worth, R-San Antonio, to chair the 
Senate Interim Committee. 

The lieutenant governor also 
appointed Sen Ken Armbrister, D-
Victoria, Sen. John Whitmire, D-
Houston, Sen. John Carona, R-
Dallas and Sen. Eliot Shapleigh, D-
El Paso, to serve on the committee. 

"The study is designed to 
explore all aspects of the Public 
Information Act and pinpoint areas 
of concern within the current 
framework — if they exist," 
Bullock said. 

"The people of Texas have a 
genuine right to know how their 
government is being run. While 
agencies have an obligation to 
keep government open to public 
view, they also should have the 
opportunity to do so in a reasonable 
and resourceful way." 

The committee will consider 
access to open records, roadblocks 
by government agencies, costs of 
providing information, abuses of 
the process, privacy issues and 
technological advances. 

Bullock asked the committee to 
submit a status report by March 1, 
1998 and a final report by Oct. 
1, 1998. The panel is to make 
recommendations to the Legislature 
in 1999 if it is determined 
that problems exist in the public 
information process, Bullock said. 

Nursing Home Exec Punished 
The Texas Board of Nursing 

Home Administrators voted 8-0 last 
week to place a Rockdale nursing 
home administrator on probation 
for six months. 

According to a 1994 report, state 
inspectors found urine and fecal 
odors, filthy linens and rooms; 
roaches in the kitchen and flies 
on residents; a broken emergency 
call button system; and bottles 
of prescription medication in an 
unlocked box on the floor of the 
administrator's office. 

In the four years the state board 
has been in existence, the Rockdale 
case is the only one that has 
resulted in the punishment of a 
nursing home administrator. 

The board, however, voted to 
close 109 cases of complaints 
against nursing home administra-
tors. 

On Sept. 1, the board's duties 
will transfer to and office in the 
Texas Department of Human Ser-
vices, which licenses and inspects 
the nearly 1,200 nursing homes in 
Texas. 

The Texas Legislature voted to 
create that office'after the Austin 
American-Statesman reported _ on_ 
the failure of the ciirrent, industry-
dominated board to punish admin-
istrators of substandard homes. 

Voters Approve Tax Break 
About 94 percent of those 

who cast ballots in the Aug. 11 
constitutional amendment election 
voted in favor of the tripling of 
the homestead tax exemption from 
$5,000 to $15,000. 

The tax break will save the 
average homeowner about $140 a 
year. 

Gov. George W. Bush lauded  

the results. "The people endorsed 
my efforts and the efforts of the 
Legislature to cut property taxes," 
he said. 

The final count was 690,678 
votes for the $1 billion property tax 
cut and 41,388 against. 

In November, voters will decide 
on 14 other proposed constitutional 
amendments, including whether 
increases in property values should 
be capped at 10 percent per year. 

Math Scores Up, English Down 
Texas students showed improved 

math skills on the ACT test this 
year, but English and reading 
scores dipped slightly, according to 
test results released last week. 

Assessing the scores, Education 
Commissioner Mike Moses said 
he believes a statewide focus on 
reading in the early grades and 
new curriculum standards will help 
turn around the dip in English and 
reading scores. 

On math, the average 'Texas score 
rose from 19.9 in 1996 to 20.2 this 
year. The national math average 
was 20.6. 

Other Capital Highlights 
■ After Dec. 31, the public will 

no longer have access to audits 
that determine whether oil and gas 
companies are paying the royalty 
they owe the state for operating 
on public land in West Texas. 
Gov. Bush signed the audit-closing 
legislation into law in June. 

• Under a plan signed by Edu-
cation Commissioner Mike Moses 
and officials from Spain, teachers 
from_Spain will be allowed to teach 
in Texas classrooms for one to six 
years. Under the same initiative, 
Texas teachers who teach Spanish 
will exchange jobs for one year 
with Spanish educators who teach 
English. 

■ The Texas Lottery Commission 
is considering contracting with 
more than one company to operate 
its online games. Vendors who want 
to bid must file a letter of intent 
by Aug. 22 and submit a proposal 
by Dec. 3. The commission will 
announce the winners, if any, in 
March.

Stenholm was a co- 

sponsor of the Hulsoff-
Stenholm Farmer 
Cooperativt Legisla-
tion, and feels very 
strongly about it. 

The bill had a lot of 
support in congress, 
and was included with 
another measure that 
reached the President's 
desk. It was singled out 
and vetoed under the 
new line-item provi-
sion. 

Congressman Sten-
holm says: 

"Obviously, I am 
very disappointed that 
the President chose to 
exercise his line-item 
veto on the provision of 
the tax bill that would 
facilitate the sale of 
agricultural process-
ing and refining facil-
ities to farmer coopera-
tives. 

"I am particularly 
disappointed that this 
decision was apparent- 
ly based on the incor-
rect impression that 
this provision was en-
acted in order to benefit 
one individual. 

"This provision ap-
plies broadly to the 
agricultural coopera- 
tive community. That 
is why it is supported by 
the National Council of 
Farmer Cooperatives, 
the American Farm 
Bureau, the Nations' 
Farmers Union, the 
Farm Credit Council, 
and National Grange 
and several commodity 
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groups." 
Stenholm goes on to 

say: 
"As the ranking 

member of the House 
Agricurtural 
Committee and a long-
time supporter of agri-
cultural cooperatives, 
my motivation in 
cosponsoring this pro-
posal has been the bene-
fit it would have for 
small farmers and 
ranchers facing an in-
creasingly competitive 
marketplace.The real 
losers with this veto are 
the farmers who would 
have benefited if their 
cooperatives were able 
to purchase processing 
facilities. 

"This provision 
would make it easier 
for farmers and ranch-
ers to become involved 
in the value-added pro-
cess. Refining and pro-
cessing of commodities 
represents an ever in-
creasing share of total 
profits in agriculture. 

"Farm commodities 
represent less that 25 
percent of the cost of the 
final product purchased 
by the consumer. It is 
imperative for the 
American farmer to

increase his ownership 
stake in processing 
and refining in order 
to survive in an in-
creasingly competitive 
alarket." 

Stenholm adds that 
the provision makes 
sense as a matter of tax 
policy as well."It is 
similar to the tax treat-
ment available to the 
owners of businesses 
that sell to Employees 
Stock Ownership Plans 
(ESOP's)," he says. 

"The growth of 
ESOP's, which allow 
workers to have a 
greater share in the 
profits resulting from 
their labors, has been 
extremely beneficial to 
working men and 
women. I believe this 
provision will have the 
same benefit for small 
farmers and ranchers. 

"I intend to work ex-
tremely hard with other 
members who share my 
support for small farm-
ers and ranchers to 
convince my col-
leagues in Congress to 
reverse the President's 
action. 

"If this provision is 
preserved, I am confi-
dent that, ten years 
from now, we will all 
look back and see that 
this was one of the most 
beneficial actions that 
Congress took to help 
our farmers." 
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.Note: These state-
ments of Congressman 
Stenholm indicate that 
he is ready to try to 
override the Veto of 
President Clinton on 
the Farmer Cooperative 
Tax Provision. A call 
Monday to Stenholm's 
Washington office ver-
ified this. 

He is ready to begin 
the complicated process 
to overrule the line-
item Veto, and this re-

-quires special steps. 
First must come the 

Disapproval Bill. Ac-
cording to information 
on the phone, the 
Congressman plans to 
submit a Disapproval 
Bill sometime in 
September. This Bill 
will need a simple ma-
jority of both the House 
of Representatives and 
the Senate. 

The President will 
most likely veto the 
Disapproval Bill. And 
this time he will stamp 
the Bill with a tradi-
tional Veto, requiring a 
two-thirds majority of 
both house to overturn 
it. 

If the override suc-
ceeds, the contested pro-
vision becomes law. If 
not, the President's 
line-item Veto will 
stand. 

The only other thing 
that can happen, ac-
cording to an aide in 
the office, is that 
President Clinton 
might take a new look 
at the Cooperative Tax 
Provision, and decide 
to seek some sort of 
middle ground. 

In that case, if some 
sort of compromise 
could be worked out, 
Cong. Stenholm or oth- 
ers might bring a new 
version of the bill to the 
floor. 

But it appears that 
Stenholm is in no mood 
for much compromise 
on this Bill. And any-
one who studies the pro- 
vision will realize that 
its outcome will affect 
not only farmers and 
ranchers, but also the 
small towns located in 
agricultural areas.

BORROWING FROM YOUR 
401(K) - PART TWO 

In my last column, we looked at the tax conse-

quences of borrowing against your 401(k) savings. 
But you should consider other factors besides taxes. 

A 401(k) loan is tempting because you're borrow-
ing your own money and the interest you pay goes 
back into your own account. The interest rate is often 

based on prime and usually compares favorably to 

other types of loans. Typcially, you can borrow up to 
half the balance in your account ($50,000 maximum), 
with repayments to be made uniformly over five 
years (longer if you're buying a home). The process is 
simple, with no credit check needed because your 
remaining balance secures the loan. 

If this sounds too good to be true, consider the 
drawbacks. First, taking a loan usually results in 
lower savings at retirement time. That's because the 
money you take out is no longer growing along with 
the rest of your (vestments. True, it's earning inter-
est at the loan sate, but that's usually less than your 
investments will make in the stock or bond market. 
You could be lucky and take your loan just when the 
stock market crashes, but don't bet on it. 

Another risk is that most loans must be repaid 
almost immediately if yen lose your job or resign. If 
you can't come upwith i .2 repayment, the loan will 
be treated as a taxable distribution and an additional 
10% penalty will apply unless you've reached retire-
ment age. 

Remember, the purpose of your 401(k) is to ' 
for retirement, so don't borrow for frivolous itt .1 
But if your job is secure, you can afford the interest 
payments, and you need the money for someth g
important, important, a 401(k) loan my be the option to consider.
