locality. The treaty, a vast] 
^  sheet of-parchment lay-on a! 

table and in the presence of 
representatives of the powers, 
the Chinese *and Japanese offi­
cials were about tosiga the doc­
ument. Li Hung Chang, the 
grand old-man of China, a giant 
in size, tall, broad and imposing, 
stepped up laid his hand upon 
the brush, with which to trace 
his signature. There was the 
clang of tem peredsteel as the 
Russian Admiral,, threw -bis 
sword upon the table and said: 
“In the name of the Czar of aTT 
the Russians, I forbid it. ”, Awed 
and in fear the Chinaman with­
drew. But Togo, fierce, fight­
ing, dauntless little Togo, stepp­
ed up qnd brushing aside the 
-sword—of the Russian said: 
‘•Gentlemen, are you Tea.dy to 
proceed?” Again there was 
the sound of steel and the Ger­
man Admiral laid bis sword 
across the parchment, the 
French Admiral  ̂followed, the 
Italian, the Spanish, the Aus- 
Trian, untH tbe document -  luy 
hidden under a glittering-mass 

threatening steel. And that 
treaty was never , signed. But 
in its stead a treat^, was agreed 
upon ceding to Russia Port A r­
thur, to another Wei Hai Wei, 
to another Hong Kong and to 
Japan, nothing.”

Tbe News will venture to pre­
dict that Japan bolds Port A r­
thur this time if not tbe whole 
of Manchuria.
