Weeds In Wheat
Should Be
Sprayed Now

Quite a few wheat fields in the
county are heavily infested with
the yellow flowering tansy mustard
and pepper weed according to]
First State Bank farm representa-
tive, Edd C. MicLeroy.

“In most cases, the wheat has
outgrown the« pepperweed,” Mr.
McLeroy said, “however, the tansy
mustard is still competing with the
wheat. A number of farmers have
inquired about the possibility of
spraying these weeds before they
go to seed.”

‘‘According to the Amarillo Fix-
periment Station,” Mr. MecLeroy
said, “if the wheat is fully tillered
and the weeds are higher than the
wheat, spraying with one third to
one half pound of 24D per acre
could be of some benefit and will
not hurt the wheat. In many cases
the tansy mustard may be too far
advanced to prohibit it from mak-
ing some seed. However, caution
should be used because 24D is
deadly to broadleaf plants and
this includes trees.” /

Dimmitt Eligible for Low Rent Federal Housing Program

Dimmitt is qualified for a fed-
eral low-rent housing project, ac-
cording to Mr. William Collins,
Regional Economist in the Public
Housing Administration.

This program is set up to era-
dicate slum areas within the
cities of the United States and
rebuild better, more comfortable
and sanitary homes at a reason-
able rent for the occupants of
those slums,

During the past ten years Dim-
mitt has slowly developed what
might be called a semi-slum area.
It is in East Dimmitt where low
rent homes are little more than
crude shacks and these houses,
cheaply built in the first place,
are rapidly deteriorating.

There are also good,  solid
homes is East Dimmitt, private-
ly owned. The federal housing
program would not be concerned
with these.

The way this pregram works
is that the government loans or
builds a series of clean, modern
homes, preferably in slum areas,

and turns them over to the city

to operate. The city’ then rents
the homes at a low rate to house
people living in he slum area.
Eventually this rent is to pay the
cost of the homes. The govern-

ment has in mind the removal
of a slum living unit for each

new home built.

Presently the agencies study-
ing possibilities of a federal hous.
ing program are the City Com-
mittion and Chamber of Com-
merce.

The need in Dimmitt arises
from a  combination of several
factors. In the first place, there
are segments of the local pop-
ulation whose wage earnings are
insufficient for payments of rent
on satisfactory dewellings. Sec-
ondly, those 'that are 'available
for what these people are able
to pay are sub-standard, without
the minimum luxuries such as
bathtubs, indoor toilets, or in

some cases, indoor plumbing.

Through the federal govern-

0

ment’s plan, these shacks, dug-
outs, and other eyesore buildings
can be replaced with something
better at little or no eventual
cost to the taxpayer.

Families ' living in these pub-
lic housing develdpments pay
rent on their financial abilities.
A man with four children pays
less rent than one with three; a
space for children; lawns and
man with a slightly higher in-
come pays slightly more and so
on. Every family living in a low-
rent housing development must
pay its monthly rent or face evie-
tion. The rent is roughly one-
fifth of the family’s income.

It is also planned that areas

of filth and squalor will be con-

demned or permanently cleared
and the new units erected on
the same sites if possible.
Local or state taxes will not
be raised to pay for lowirent
housing. Rathel, the Housing
Authotity gives the City money,
in the form of “Payments in
Lieu of Taxes.” This is equal to
shelter rent paid /by the low-in-
come families, Public Jousing’
Administration payments in: lieu
of Taxes, in most all instances,
greatly ekceed the taxes previ-
ously paid on the slum shacks
which were eradicated.
According to the Housing Au-
thority, low-income families find
a new life in public housing: play
clean kitchens; more progressive

environments and generally high-
er ambitions of the residents.

In Dimmitt as in other ecities,
most criminal activities center
in the slum areas. This is es-
pecially true for habitual offend-
ers. Locally, bootlegging, fight-
ing, gambling, excessive drink-
ing and other law violations cen-
ter in East Dimmitt.: Negroes
are usually predominent in Cas-
tro County Jail and, most times,
the balance is made up of other
East Dimmitt residents.

While neither the government
nor anyone else concerned will
make the claim that public low-
rent housing will ever bring
crime to a halt, it has been prov-

en that it helps curb law-break-
ing by instilling in slum-residents
a new sense of citizenship.

Cities who have taken the fed-
eral government’s public hous-
ing plan have substituted run-
down miserable slums for airy,
concrete modern buildings and
at the same time helped them-
selves immeasuralby in  other
ways.

An application to the federal
government for a low-rent hous-
ing project will not mean an

automatic acceptance, but the
chances for qualification are
good. While there are some

shacks in Dimmitt and the coun-
ty and some residences which
do not meet bare minimum liv-
requirements of today, this area
still is better off than most of
the rest of the nation.

But being in fairly good shape
now doesn’t mean tomorrow will
take care of itself. Some small
towns in the state are endevor-
ing to use federal housing to stay
ahead-of the blight of slums.

Towns in Texas-of comparable
size to Dimmitt using the pro-
gram are Anson, Brownwood,
Cameron, Canyon, Cisco, Has-
kell, Olney, Paducah, Quanah,
Ranger, and others. A total of
110 Texas towns have one or
more. low-rent federal housing
units (as of August 1, 1956). .

2500 Acres
On §1 Farms
In Soil Bank

Farmers who have put land in
the Soil Bank’s 1958 Acreage Re-
serve. should remember to control
noxious weeds and otherwise take
care of the “reserved” acreage,
Charley Hill, chairman of the Cas-
tro County Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion and Conservation Committee,
reminded growers this week.

THere was 2,440.8 acres on 87,

acreage reserve in Castro County.

Under the Acreage Reserve
agreements, Mr. Hill said, the pro-
ducer agrees to take such steps as
may .be required by the County
ASC committee to prevent the
Acreage Reserve from spreading
ndxious weeds. A list of weeds
designated as “noxious” in Texas
is available in the County ASC
office. 3

Mr, Hill added that the farmer
must also be careful about meeting
such other program requirements
as preventing wind or water ero-
sion or planting a protective cover
crop on Acreage Reserve land,
when these steps are required by,
the County ASC committee. Fail~
ure to meet any of these provisions
could mean los$ of the paymet the .
farmer could otherwise have earn-
ed for putting his land in the Acre-
age Reserve,
There is no reimbursement un-
der the Acreage Reserve agree-
ment for practices such as con-
trolling' nbxious weeds or prevent-
ing erosion on designated land.
Chairman Hill pointed out, and
payments for carrying out conser-
vation practices under the Soil
Bank’s Conservation Reserve pro-
gram are not available for land
designated under the Acreage Re-
serve programi.
However, farmers may be able
to obtain Agricultural Conserva-
tion Program cost-share assistance
in carrying out certain conserva-
tion practices on Acreage Reserve
land. Information about the possi-
bility of receiVing ACP assistance
on Acreage Reserve land may also'
be obtained at the County ASC
office.
