On 
the alarm being given all within 
heating, a good portion of the town 
people, went to the rescue and after 
a search Of perhaps a half hour the 
body was recovered and vigorous 
and well directed efforts made to 
resuscitate it but without avail.

Floyd was between sixteen and 
seventeen yeafs old, decidedly boy­
ish in his manner, of good habits 
and industrious, and generally 
liked where known.

After services _at the Baptis^ 
church Monday morning the interr-- 
ment wias made at the town ceme­
tery inlthe presence of many friendsi 
of the family.

The sudden taking away of this 
boy and tfi(& iganner of his going 
has brought a great grief to his pa­
rents, Mr. and Mrs. S. V. Gentry, 
and in it they have the sympathy 
of the entire community. _
