food thXn is reiiuireiPfor the nutri­
tion df the body ii a very old one. 
Ill- order to correct it Hippocrates, 
aliout lit<» years before Christ, ad­
vocated the omission of breakfast, 
a eu.-itbm that has recently become 
popijlar in many places.

'i'lie haniifulne.ss of overeating i» 
not so mTTeh in tiie increased buraen 
thrown upon the digestive organs as 
in the production of an excessive 
unuHint of |)oisonous matter which 
may heeimu* dangerous tu life if re­
tained in the fty'tem. Tdie poisons 
are (irodiieed i îlher by decomposi- 
liob of 'the, Updigt-stetl food or 
through defective transformation 
within the organs and tissues. ' 

Most iiijufious. are the products 
of decomposing animal fooa—meat, 
eggs and shelllish—and since the 
kidneys are engaged more than oth­
er organs in -the removal of this 
class of poison, the first ihdicatioiu 
of serious injury are "̂often found in 
them. ... .̂  ;

Before ]y**riu;nient organic disease' 
has been pi'oduied, however, there 
ar !̂ gctierallv repeated evidences of 
pbifforning of the .system in the form 
of indigestion, headache, vertigo, 
neuralgic pains, rheumatism, gout 
or an ind»*1iiiite sense of illness. 
Then the"iTl5j»«nile fails, the sutTerer 
reduces the amount of food and ob­
tains relief. 'rii(‘-e may be, how- 
;ever, a sudden alarming attack re- 
aemblinyt aj»oplexy and even more 
fatal in its rv’suli.

When an imj>rovement of the 
health is recognizable after an acci­
dental or exjieriinental restriction 
of the diet it should be taken as an 
indication that the. mode of living 
has not been altogether eorrect. But 
it is not always an easy matter-to de­
cide upon the l>est means of correct­
ing the error. .V change of diet may 
fail of the desired etfeet if it l>e loo 
abrupt or too rudiê al, and privation 
is not advisable iu all ea.scs. A cer­
tain bulkiness of^the food i.s neces­
sary both la*:womfort and to goial 
digestion, and in miiny eases an ex­
cess is only a relative one. The 
abandonment of certain articles of 
food, with nioTc eonipleie mastica­
tion of others, is often la*tter than a 
decrease of the entire (pinntity eon- 
sumod.
