All kinds of phenomenas are be­
ing brought to light now that peo­
ple ou the Plains are taking an in­
terest in what this soil can produce, 
the latest case being that of a spec­
imen of Indian corn grown by B T. 
Johnson on his place west of town. 
Tlve sample in question was three 
mediifffi’tteight stalks of corn, with 
four well-formed ears of grain on 
them, all the product of one grain 
ot corn. Mr. Johnson infbrms The 
News that this is not by any means 
the first growth of this character 
that has come under his own obser­
vation since his farming e5cperience 
oil the Plains, as he has repeatedly 
observed the phenomena. It is a 
very rare occurrence that corn 
suckers ever produce well formed 
ears, as in.most cases the growth 
thus produced forms a "blister”  in 
the tassel and then’"smut.”  How­
ever, none of us are ready to say 
that this is a growth entirely pe­
culiar to the Plains country^
