»Augmld be prepared so as to
alore away the moisture and then
keep the soil mulched so as not
let the moisture get away. ''It
is not so much the rainfall we
have, but keep all the moisture
we have,” said Mr. Neill, "It
irrigation is done in any section
of the country, it should be done

e the crop _is plaated, for.

| irrimuon on a growing crop us-
wally does more harm than good."’
SELECTING SEED.

Belection of seed was dwelt
wpon at length by Mr. Neill. . He
pointed oat the negessity of
Bome grown seed, but if you
send away for good seed‘ and it
does not prove successful, do
not throw it away. Seed must
be climated before it will grow
successfully. :

“Get rid of the barren stalks,”
said Mr. Neill, Like begets like
inseed. The pollen of a barren
stock falling upon the good stalk
will ruin the good seed every
time. Cut down the barren
stalks and those which “are poor
and dwarfs. “A farmer usua ly
has more time than moaey and it
will. bring him money to go
through his crop and cut out
these barren stalks.”

The seed shauld be selected
from the ear nearest the top of
the stalk, and the ends of ‘each
ear be cut off so as to plant no
-inferior seed. By keeping at it,
obe can breed up a good stand of
ecorn and one which will stand a
drought. ;

As for broom corn, throw out
the seed of the crooked or
course stalks. Select only thosed
stalks which have a long,

" “straight, fine straw. _

Don't let maize and kaffir
grow together. Don’t-Jet even
two kinds of any crop grow to
gether. ~ Keep the grade separ-
ated. The selection of seed is a

business proposition and should |

be carefully looked after.

Good seed potatoes are of as
'great iportance ‘as good :eed
grain, The eyes near the end
of the potato should not be used.
Theidea that potato peelings are

enongh for seed is absurd.

Increase in Oleomargarine
-~ Consumptien.

The production of oleomargar-
ine increased from 92,282,815
pounds in 1909 to 189,755,426
pounds in 1910. Of this latter
amount 3,491,978 pounds were
taxed at ten cents per pound.
It will thus be noted that over 97
per cent of all the oleomargarine
manufattured during the last
fiscal year was taken at only one-
fourth cent per pound. These
figures are issued by the federal
internal revenue commissioner
and are authentic. They clearly
demonstrate the fact that the
oleomurgarine business is not
working under such a burden as
many people think. People have
heard so much abogt ¥ emicent:
ux on artificiallycolored oleomar-
garine that they have naturally
associated this tax with all
oleomargarine. .

As a matter of fact less than
three per cent of the total pro-
duct is taxed at ten cents per
pound, the remainder beihg tax-
ed only a quarter of a cent per
pound. ;

_An effort will probably be made
by the oleomargarine manufac-

turers to secure the repeal of |

the ten cent tax at the present
session of Congress. These
| statistics indicate that the claims
'advanced that the present law is
'a “burden upon the poér-man
berause it taxes his butter -ten
cents per pound’ is not founded
upon fact. '
