New York Commericial: It is liot 

«urpri.sii:g that the smaller .neutrals 
have not followed the Unit.d State.s 
in severing diplomatic relations with 
Germany. Germany pave them an 
object lesson when she overran Rou- 
mania d-nd the eruttnle allies failed 
to counter-attack effectively. The 
fate of Belgium, Serbia and Rouman- 
ia i.s not forgotten by Sweden, Nor­
way, Denmark, Holland, Switzerland, 
and other small countries farther 
away from the se.xt of war.

Our own government doen not in- 
t.hd to go to 'war, before Germany 
commits another act of war against 
us. We have not said that we shall 
fight in defense of other neutrals that 
folllow our example in breaking dip­
lomatic relations. If they did, Ger­
many might take them up one at a 
time u 'd crush them as she did Bel­
gium, S.rbia^and Roumania, and the 

IO euu- States would be unable to de-
' ‘ ^n<l them. These small netrals have

no reason to think' that the United 
States would try to protect theiSr 

If we are drawn into war some of 
these smaller reutrals may ally them­
selves with us, but they are not likely 
to invite hostilities before they know 
that the United States wrill fight. 
Other peoples can not comprehend the 
kaleidoscopic changes in politics that 
take place in this country,^ They 
road some of the attacks,on President 
Wilson during the election campaign, 
and they can not believe that the very 
men who bitterly reproached him then 
are with him now. Our wayf are 
strange to them, and they will not 
take chances of being crushed by the 
German war machine while w e watch 
the debacle from the outside. Ger- 
ma y knows this and goes on sink­
ing the ships <»f other neutrals be­
cause it sfims s.'jfe to do so. Those 
who criticise small neutrals for not 
dduplicating our bn-ach of diplomat­
ic relations with Germany should re­
read some of the stuff .\merican news 
papers spread broadea;'t over the 
world during the »leclion campaign.
